


Stats Against the ‘Cats
 Despite being out-scored, 20-17, UF batted .342 (38-for-111) and had a staff earned run 
average of 6.33 during the series. Kentucky drew 21 walks, compared to just three for the 
hosts. Cole Figueroa (8-for-13) led the way with a .615 clip and scored fi ve runs, with Jon 
Townsend (7-for-14, .500, fi ve RBI) and Brian Leclerc (5-for-11, .455, three doubles) turning 
in strong efforts. Matt LaPorta had one hit each game and was 3-for-10 (.300). On the other 
end of the spectrum, Matt den Dekker was held to an 0-for-11 showing.

Bluegrass Blues
 Florida dropped two of three games at No. 23 Kentucky over April 7-9, 2006 for its third-
consecutive SEC series loss. The teams split the fi rst two contests before the Wildcats claimed 
Sunday’s rubber game, 8-6. The triumph enabled the Wildcats to claim their fi rst series victory 
over the Gators since April 16-18, 1999 in Gainesville. Matt LaPorta clubbed a homer in every 
game and was 5-for-12 (.417) in the series with fi ve RBI and four runs. The Gators batted .303 
(33-for-109) on the weekend but had a 5.61 team earned run average. Bryan Augenstein 
fi red his third complete-game of the campaign to lift the Gators to a 6-4 triumph on Saturday 
over the ‘Cats. Brian Jeroloman set a career-high with a pair of HR in game two and matched 
his personal best of four RBI. All fi ve of the Gators’ extra-base hits were homers.
  
Gator Bytes
 *Florida has claimed 11 of the last 13 series against the Wildcats, including fi ve of the 
last seven in Lexington.
 *Junior Stephen Locke will be making his fi rst weekend start of the year. The lefty has 
thrown 8.1 consecutive innings without allowing an earned run, lowering his ERA from 4.20 
to 3.20.
 *Locke is taking over for freshman RHP Tommy Toledo, who has dropped his last three 
decisions following a 4-0 start to his collegiate career.
  *Kentucky is 22-1 at home, while the Gators are 4-8 on the road. 
 *Nine of Florida’s next 11 games are against ranked competition: No. 23 Kentucky, No. 
7 Georgia and No. 10 South Carolina.
 *Florida’s season-high stretch of seven games with a stolen base ended last Sunday and 
the squad has at least one theft in 28 of 37 games and is 68-of-80 in 2008.
 *Eighteen of Florida’s 35 home runs this season have come with two outs.
 *The Orange and Blue has committed at least one error six games in a row, nine of the last 
10 and has been perfect in the fi eld in back-to-back contests once (Feb. 22-23 vs. Siena).
 *Since senior fi rst baseman Brandon McArthur, the team’s captain, was injured on April 
2, the Gators are 4-6. 
 *Florida has a 4-5 record against top-25 teams and is hitting .246 with a staff ERA of 
4.14.
 *UF is 2-3 in game one of SEC series, 4-1 in game two and 3-2 in game three. 
 *Freshman Josh Adams has at least one hit in 26 of 36 games and is 11-for-23 (.478) 
the last two weekends versus Tennessee and Arkansas.
 *UF’s bullpen is 0-3 with six saves and a 4.54 ERA in 15 conference games.

Arkansas Recap
  Florida dropped its second-consecutive league series, falling twice at home to Arkansas...It marked 
the fi rst time since 1999 that the Hogs had left Gainesville victorious in a weekend set...The Gators were 
limited to a .255 (24-for-94) average and committed eight errors over the three games, including a sea-
son-high six in the fi nale...Kevin O’Sullivan’s club turned three double plays, giving it an SEC-best 45 on 
the year...One bright spot was the performance of freshman 2B Josh Adams, who was 6-for-11 (.545) in 
the series with six runs, three doubles and three RBI...He leads UF with an overall clip of .373, 40 RBI, 
16 two-baggers, 16 multiple-hit games and six homers and is batting .436 with 17 RBI in SEC play...
Sophomore Cole Figueroa was held to a .091 (1-for-11) effort by the Razorbacks and was 3-for-19 (.158) 
in the Gators’ fi ve games last week, dropping his average from a team-high .373 to .343...Junior Patrick 
Keating improved to 6-0 on the campaign by working seven strong innings on Saturday and lowered his 
earned run average to 2.45...The right-hander scattered fi ve hits, notched fi ve strikeouts and yielded just 
a fi rst-inning run in UF’s 6-1 triumph...Over fi ve SEC starts, Keating is 5-0 with a 2.32 ERA...Adams went 
3-for-4, sophomore Clayton Pisani added a two-run shot in the eighth and junior Stephen Locke (2-1, 
3.29) notched his second save...Arkansas edged the Gators in Friday night’s opener, 2-1, on a leadoff 
homer in the eighth by Jeff Nutt...Over 6.1 innings, sophomore Billy Bullock (3-2, 2.88) gave up six hits, 
with four K and three walks...UF fell to 3-4 in one-run games.

Taking Back the Home Field
  After managing just a 17-17 showing at McKethan Stadium last year, Florida is off to a 20-5 (.800) start 
to 2008. The Gators were 7-8 (.467) against SEC foes in Gainesville last season and claimed two of its 
fi ve league series by defeating Kentucky and Alabama. Florida has already defeated Auburn (3-0) and 
LSU (2-1) and fallen to Arkansas (2-1) in home series.

  Florida’s trio of weekend starters, 
sophomore Billy Bullock, junior Pat-
rick Keating and freshman Tommy 
Toledo, are 9-3 with a 2.83 ERA in the 
fi ve league series...Keating (5-0, 2.32) 
is the only pitcher to have claimed all 
five of his league starts...Freshman 
Josh Adams (.436, 17 RBI) is third in 
batting average, while 12 of his 24 hits 
in SEC play have gone for extra bases...

He has a league-best nine doubles...Although sophomore Kyle Mullaney is 0-2 with a 
7.25 overall ERA, the righty has two saves and a 2.08 ERA in four conference appear-
ances....UF is tied for second with Auburn in stolen bases with 20, while Figueroa’s fi ve 
thefts land him in a fi ve-way tie for second...The Gators have issued the fewest walks 
(39) but have totaled a league-low 44 strikeouts...Senior Josh Edmondson has a 3-2 
record with a 2.70 ERA and one save overall but is 0-2 with an 6.75 ERA in 8.0 innings 
of league activity. 

Earning the Wins Over the Ospreys
 UF edged North Florida, 3-2, on April 8 to fi nish off the two-game sweep at home 
and take the regular-season series by a 2-1 margin...An inning-ending double play in 
the eighth preserved the one-run triumph, as sophomore right fi elder Jonathan Pigott 
gunned down a UNF runner attempting to score the tying run on a fl y ball into shallow 
right fi eld...Freshman Travis Lawler worked 3.2 innings (3 H, 3 K, 1 ER) to improve to 
2-0, while sophomore Clint Franklin notched his second save by tossing two scoreless 
and hitless innings...Pigott was the hero of Tuesday night’s game, delivering a tie-break-
ing two-out RBI single in the seventh en route to a 5-3 win...The Gators had overcome

12-for-24 (.500) with four runs and four RBI...Senior Josh Edmondson (3-1, 2.64) worked 
2.2 scoreless frames and junior Avery Barnes and sophomore Matt den Dekker chipped 
in with three hits apiece...Sophomore Kyle Mullaney worked a season-high six innings and 
registered a career-high fi ve strikeouts in the opener...The righty was able to withstand a 
second stanza in which he surrendered three runs on fi ve hits.

McArthur Sidelined
 It was announced on April 7 that senior Brandon McArthur will be out indefi nitely with a 
ruptured anterior cruciate ligament (ACL) in his right knee that was diagnosed by Dr. Michael 
Moser. The Gators’ starting fi rst baseman was injured on April 2 against North Florida and 
ranks fourth on the squad in batting average (.314), RBI (24) and doubles (six). McArthur 
was on a nine-game hitting streak and had a .361 SEC clip when he was hurt in the bottom 

of the fi fth inning against the Ospreys. 

Basketball’s Adam Allen Joins Baseball Squad
 Head Coach Kevin O’Sullivan recently added another pitcher to his 2008 club with the announcement that 6’8” right-hander Adam Allen, a fresh-
man forward on the men’s basketball team, is now a member of the Gators. Allen played in all 36 games for head coach Billy Donovan’s squad, which 
advanced to the semifi nals of the NIT Tournament. He averaged 10.4 minutes, 4.0 points and 0.8 rebounds per game. 

Rocky Top Recap 
 Florida (21-10/8-4 SEC) dropped its fi rst SEC series of the season by falling twice in three games at Tennessee...The Vols came from behind to take 
the fi rst two matchups, 5-4 and 12-6, before the Gators avoided the sweep with a 7-2 victory...The triumph on Sunday ended a season-high fi ve-game 
slide...The highlight of the weekend was UF’s second triple play of the season, which came in the fi fth inning of game three with the bases full of Vols and 
none out...Junior southpaw Stephen Locke had Jeff Lockwood line into a 4-6-3 triple play that kept the Gators ahead by a 6-2 score...Junior right-hander 
Patrick Keating improved to 5-0 and Locke collected his fi rst career save...Junior left fi elder Avery Barnes was a perfect 3-for-3 with three runs and belted 
a solo homer in the win and was 6-for-12 (.500) with fi ve runs and fi ve RBI in the series...Sophomore shortstop Cole Figueroa batted .364 (4-for-11) at UT...
The Gators scored in the fi rst inning of all three games at Tennessee and have outscored opponents by a 43-9 margin in the opening frame, including a 
20-1 disparity in 12 league outings...Florida batted .281 (27-for-96) in Knoxville and had a team earned run average of 4.30 and surrendered six homers...
Sophomore RHP Billy Bullock received a no-decision in the series opener after going six innings and allowing three runs and a pair of runs...Freshman 
RHP Tommy Toledo dropped his second-straight decision after yielding six hits and seven runs (one earned) over 4.1 IP in the second game.

Extra Painful
 North Florida plated the tying run in the ninth and used a game-winning single in the 10th by senior Chad Knight (5-for-6) to hand the Gators an 11-10 
setback on April 2 at McKethan Stadium in front of a crowd of 2,943 fans. Junior Ty Pryor (3-3) worked three scoreless innings and had four K to earn the 
win, while junior Tyler Stohr collected his seventh save. The teams combined for 32 hits and 21 runs, as fi ve different Gators had multiple-hit efforts. It was 
the fi rst time UF was involved in “free baseball” this season. Sophomore Matt den Dekker was 2-for-4 and drove in four runs with a three-run homer in the 
second and a his fi rst triple of the year in the fourth inning.

Seminoles Evened the Series in Jacksonville
 Senior Ryan Strauss worked seven strong innings and FSU plated seven runs in its last two at bats on its way to a 10-2 victory over the Gators in front 
of 7,215 fans at The Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville on April 1. The right-hander held UF to one run on four hits and the Seminoles broke open a 3-1 
game with a two-run homer from junior Buster Posey (3-for-4) in the seventh before adding fi ve more runs in the eighth. The victory snapped a three-game 
slide for the ‘Noles against Florida.

Not Their Favorite Destination
 The Gators have made a couple of visits to Jacksonville in the month of April and have 
endured two losses. Holding a 5-2 lead at JU on March 26, the Dolphins stormed back with 
six unanswered runs for an 8-5 decision. Trailing 2-1 in the sixth against Florida State, Florida 
allowed eight-consecutive runs before scoring one in the ninth for a 10-2 margin. Sophomore 
Kyle Mullaney hasn’t enjoyed much success recently in his hometown, permitting six hits and 
eight runs over 1.1 innings for a 40.50 ERA in the two contests. Another Jacksonville native, 
freshman Josh Adams, went a combined 0-for-6 in his homecoming. 

LSU Recap - UF Makes It Three-Straight Series Wins
 The Gators captured their third-consecutive league series by taking two of three games 
from LSU…The triumph marked the fi rst time in school history that Florida has defeated the 
Tigers three series in a row…Sophomores Cole Figueroa (6-for-12, four runs, three homers, 
three stolen bases) and Matt den Dekker (5-for-10, three runs, two homers) each batted .500 
on the weekend…UF overcame a 4-2 defi cit with a six-run seventh inning to take an 8-5 win 
in the opener…After the Gators had tied the game with four-straight hits off Jared Bradford, 
sophomore Buddy Munroe launched a three-run homer to left fi eld to put the hosts on top...
UF matched a season high by sending 11 batters to the plate in the seventh and totaled seven 
hits…Sophomore right-hander Billy Bullock (3-2, 3.11) allowed 10 hits and four runs (two earned) 
over seven innings to collect the win, while senior Josh Edmondson (2-0, 1.17) notched his 
fi rst save by striking out Leon Landry with a pair of Tigers aboard to end the game…den Dekker 
was 3-for-4 in the initial meeting with the Tigers…Junior right-hander Patrick Keating (4-0, 
2.41) registered a complete game and all nine starters had at least one hit as Florida posted a 
7-1 win on Saturday...Seniors Jon Townsend and Brandon McArthur were each 3-for-4 as 
part of a 14-hit output for the Orange and Blue…LSU prevented the series sweep with a 6-3 
victory on Sunday behind a complete game from Bradford as the squads combined for seven 
homers…Although Figueroa (3-for-4) had a couple of solo shots for the Gators, freshman RHP 
Tommy Toledo (4-1, 2.70) suffered his fi rst loss by yielding fi ve hits (three homers) over 5.1 
innings.

Strolling Through the Turnstiles
 The three-game series crowd of 11,836 between the Gators and the Tigers was the fourth-
highest in school history and was the second-largest since the McKethan Stadium renovations 
behind the 12,083 fans for Miami’s visit between Feb. 16-18, 2007.   

Keating Collects League Recognition
 Junior right-hander Patrick Keating was chosen as the SEC Pitcher of the Week on March 
31 after fi ring his fi rst-ever complete game on Saturday to clinch the series victory over LSU. 
He became the fi rst Gator hurler to earn the accolade since Darren O’Day collected the honor 
on Feb. 20, 2006, and the 16th different pitcher from the Orange and Blue to be recognized. 
Keating improved his season record to 4-0 and lowered his earned run average to 2.41 with a 
95-pitch gem as Florida posted a 7-1 victory. By going the distance, he eclipsed his previous 
high of six innings that was set at No. 8 Ole Miss on March 22 and also established a career 
best with six strikeouts. The righty surrendered seven hits and permitted just a fi fth-inning run to 
the Tigers. UF had never defeated the Bayou Bengals in three-straight regular-season series. 

Completing the Task
 Keating delivered the Gators’ fi rst complete game since right-hander Bryan Augenstein 
eliminated Alabama from the SEC Tournament with a 3-2 decision on May 24, 2007. His 27 outs 
consisted of 14 grounders, six strikeouts, six fl y balls and his fi rst pickoff. Keating’s nine-inning 
effort was also the fi rst CG thrown by a UF pitcher other than Augenstein since Tommy Boss 
went all the way in the opener of the 2005 NCAA Super Regional against Florida State on June 
10, 2005. Since that night, Augenstein had thrown fi ve complete games. 

Quickening the Pace
 During preseason interviews, head coach Kevin O’Sullivan indicated that the Gator 
pitching staff would be working faster to shorten the length of games. Eleven of the squad’s 
37 games have been 2:30 or less, compared to just six over 59 games last spring. The game 
time of 1:50 against Florida Gulf Coast on March 11 was a mere two minutes shy of being the 
shortest nine-inning game in school history (9-1 win at Georgia on May 1, 1994). The marathon 
on April 2 against North Florida took exactly four hours. 

One Up, One Down   
 The Gators split a home-and-home mid-week series against Jacksonville, winning 11-6 in 
Gainesville on March 25 before falling on the road the next night, 8-5...In the opener, freshman 
Josh Adams was 4-for-5 and matched his career high of fi ve RBI as UF used a 17-hit offensive 
outburst to improve to 15-1 at home this year...Senior Dustin Bamberg drove in a career-high 
three runs, while sophomore Cole Figueroa and senior Jon Townsend contributed three hits 
apiece...Sophomore Clint Franklin threw 2.2 scoreless innings to improve to 3-1 on the cam-
paign...The tables were turned in Jacksonville, as the Dolphins overcame a 5-2 fourth-inning 
defi cit and snapped a 5-5 tie with a three-run seventh...UF matched a season high with 13 
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runners left on base and its top fi ve hitters in the lineup were a combined 1-for-16 
(.063)...One bright spot was the performance of Bamberg, who started the game 
at designated hitter and later pitched the fi nal 1.2 innings with a career-high four 
strikeouts...Junior Avery Barnes saw his career-high 14-game hitting streak end 
with a 0-for-3 performance...Townsend added three more hits and fi nished 6-for-
10 (.600) with four RBI in the series, while Adams was 4-for-8 (.500) and drove 
in fi ve runs...Florida hit .347 (25-for-72) over the two games but its pitching staff 
had a 5.29 ERA.

Terrifi c Tommy
 Right-hander Tommy Toledo was chosen as the SEC Freshman of the Week 
on March 24 after capturing the fi nale of the Gators’ series victory over Ole Miss. 
Toledo limited the Rebels to six hits and a run over a career-high seven innings 
on Easter Sunday. He surrendered just a fourth-inning run and worked at least 
fi ve innings for his fi fth-consecutive collegiate start. 
 
Ole Miss Recap - Rebounding Against the Rebels
 After Ole Miss overcame a 4-2 defi cit in the ninth inning to capture Friday 
night’s opener, 5-4, UF bounced back with a pair of victories (6-4, 10-2) to defeat 
the Rebels in a series held in Oxford for the fi rst time since ’97...The Gators had 
not captured their fi rst two SEC series since 2004 and the triumphs over Auburn 
(3-0) and Ole Miss (2-1) marked the third time since 1994 they had won their fi rst 
two league outings...Freshman right-hander Tommy Toledo gave up one run over a career-high seven innings 
and the Gator offense used a four-run second inning and a three-run homer by freshman Josh Adams in the 
fi fth to post a 10-2 victory on Sunday afternoon in the rubber game of the weekend series...Toledo permitted 
six hits and was boosted by a 14-hit offensive outburst...Senior Brandon McArthur went 3-for-4 and scored 
twice, sophomore Buddy Munroe (2-for-3) tallied three RBI and belted his fi rst homer and Adams was 2-
for-4...Sophomore Kyle Mullaney induced a game-ending 6-4-3 double play as the Gators had squared the 
weekend series with a 6-4 victory on Saturday...With two runners aboard and the Rebels looking to duplicate 
Friday night’s come-from-behind win, Mullaney had junior Cody Overbeck ground out to sophomore shortstop 
Cole Figueroa, who was able to turn UF’s second double play of the contest to preserve the triumph for junior 
Patrick Keating...Keating (3-0) yielded fi ve hits and three runs over six innings, while Mullaney converted his 
third save opportunity...Sophomore Billy Bullock (2-2) worked a career-high eight innings in the fi rst matchup 
with the Rebels but was not involved in the decision...Senior DH Dustin Bamberg went 4-for-7 (.571) in Oxford, 
Munroe was 4-for-10 (.400) with four runs and belted his fi rst homer of the campaign in the fi nale and Figueroa 
was 5-for-13 (.385)...The Gators batted .298 as a team, compared to 2.48 for the Rebels.

Triple Your Pleasure
 Florida’s trio of starting pitchers over the weekend each notched his career high for innings pitched. 
Sophomore Billy Bullock (8.0), freshman Tommy Toledo (7.0) and junior Patrick Keating (6.0) were 2-0 and allowed 16 hits and eight runs over 
21 innings pitched versus Ole Miss.

Record Crowd Watched Gators Knock Off No. 3 Florida State
 In front of a McKethan Stadium record crowd of 5,719 fans on March 18, junior left-hander Stephen Locke kept the high-powered Seminole offense 
scoreless over 5.1 innings and sophomore Kyle Mullaney entered the game with the bases loaded in the eighth and recorded the fi nal four outs to collect 
his second save. Kevin O’Sullivan became the fi rst Gator head coach to win his initial encounter with FSU since Joe Arnold accomplished the feat in 
1984.

Keys To Victory
 The Gators worked out of several jams versus the ’Noles, as the visitors loaded the bases in the sixth, seventh and eighth innings and stranded 11 
runners on the night. UF’s pitchers held the top four hitters in Florida State’s lineup to a combined 1-for-15 (.067). Senior Dustin Bamberg belted his fi rst 
homer with a solo shot in the second, classmate Jon Townsend drove in two runs and junior Avery Barnes went 3-for-4 with an RBI single and a stolen 
base.
  
Rewards for the Weekend
 The versatile Josh Adams was recognized as the SEC Freshman of the Week on St. Patrick’s Day after playing a key role in the Gators’ series sweep 
of Auburn. In his league debut, he batted a sizzling .727 (8-for-11) with a 1.273 slugging percentage and three multiple-hit outings. Adams joined current 
sophomore Kyle Mullaney as the lone Florida rookies to receive the league’s weekly honor. 

Auburn Recap - Taming the Tigers
 The Gators continued their recent success against Auburn and have now swept the Tigers four times in the past fi ve years...UF turned its fi rst triple 
play since March 15, 1997, with a 1-4-6-3 sequence in the fourth stanza of game two...Ben Jones’ hit ricocheted off junior pitcher Patrick Keating and was 
caught by second baseman Josh Adams...The rookie fl ipped to sophomore shortstop Cole Figueroa covering second base for the second out and then 
over to senior Brandon McArthur to catch Luke Grienke off fi rst base for the third one...Florida’s last triple play had occurred against Alabama, when the 
combination of current Major Leaguers Mark Ellis (3B), David Eckstein (2B) and Brad Wilkerson (1B) accomplished the feat...Adams batted .727 (8-for-11) 
with six RBI and three doubles, had three multiple-hit efforts and reached base 10 times in 13 plate appearances...Freshman right-hander Tommy Toledo 
improved to 3-0 by twirling six shutout innings in the fi nale and limiting AU to two hits...He lowered his earned run average to 2.14 and opponents are hitting 
.186 against him...After collecting zero saves in their fi rst 15 games, UF picked up a couple in the fi nal two meetings with the Tigers behind sophomores 
Kyle Mullaney and Clint Franklin...It was the fi rst career save for each pitcher...Sophomore Billy Bullock notched his fi rst SEC victory by winning Friday’s 
opener...Over a season-high 6.1 innings, the righty scattered fi ve hits and permitted one run, with six K and one walk...During 10 league starts in 2007, he 
was 0-4 with an 8.42 ERA...UF batted .327, out-scored Auburn by a 25-11 margin and went 5-for-6 on the basepaths.

Learning How To Clean Up
 The Gators have collected four sweeps (Siena, Eastern Michigan, Campbell, 
Auburn) to surpass 2007’s season total (George Washington, Auburn, Geor-
gia).

Chapman Out For Season
 Sophomore Kevin Chapman underwent season-ending surgery on March 
12 to repair a torn ulnar collateral ligament (UCL) in his left elbow. He made 19 
appearances and six starts as a freshman and was 2-1 with 27 strikeouts and 
22 walks in 38.1 innings. He collected the win over top-ranked Florida State in 
Jacksonville on April 3 with two scoreless frames in which he issued three walks 
and totaled a pair of K. The lefty threw 2.1 scoreless innings in the 5-3 setback 
to No. 7 South Carolina at the SEC Tournament after keeping Tennessee off 
the scoreboard over 2.1 innings in the regular-season fi nale. He also worked 
a total of 3.2 innings in the series at top-ranked Vanderbilt and permitted only 
one run. Chapman’s fi rst six appearances were mid-week starts against Florida 
A&M, Florida State, USF, Jacksonville, Army and Bethune-Cookman.

Bears Were a Tough Bunch 
 After dropping the opener of its series with defending Ivy League champion 
Brown, 11-2, UF rallied from defi cits of 3-0 and 7-2 to forge a split of Saturday’s 
doubleheader with an 8-7 victory on a pinch-hit, bases-loaded walk-off single by 
junior Avery Barnes. The Gators cruised to a 13-2 triumph in Sunday’s fi nale by 
scoring 10 runs through the fi rst three innings. Freshman Tommy Toledo (2-0) 
limited the Bears to two hits and a run and worked fi ve frames for the third-straight 
start and the duo of sophomore Matt den Dekker and senior Jon Townsend 
drove in three runs apiece. The Orange and Blue sent nine batters to the plate 
in both the fi rst and second innings and has now out-scored foes 20-4 in the fi rst 
frame and 29-10 in the second stanza. Sophomore RHP Clint Franklin (2-0) 
threw a career-high four innings in the second matchup with Brown and did not 
allow a run to earn the win. UF’s seven-game home winning streak came to a screeching halt with the nine-run loss in the fi rst matchup with BU.  

Called On the Rally Monkey 
 Florida’s 8-7 come-from-behind victory in game two against Brown marked the second time this season that the Gators have overcome a defi cit of 
fi ve runs to emerge victorious. Down 5-0 to Siena on Feb. 22 in Coach O’Sullivan’s debut, the Orange and Blue posted a 10-7 triumph. Last Saturday, 
UF trailed 7-2 in the sixth inning and scored the fi nal six runs of the contest to avert a double-dip to the Bears.

Quite a Response
 Although UF spotted Campbell a 3-0 fi rst-inning lead on March 4, the squad’s offense and pitching staff rebounded in a big way on its way to a sweep. 
The Orange and Blue racked up 30 runs on 31 hits (including nine doubles, four home runs and one triple), drew 12 walks and registered a batting average 
of .388 (31-for-80). The hurlers held the Fighting Camels scoreless over the fi nal 17.1 innings of the series and allowed 15 hits in 18 innings.

A Debut People Dream About 
 Freshman Chris Freshcorn, who had yet to make an appearance at the plate following a facial injury suffered several days before the start of the 
season, made his fi rst collegiate at bat one for the books. Pinch hitting for sophomore Clayton Pisani with two down in the seventh inning on March 5, 
Freshcorn belted a two-run homer on the fi rst pitch he saw from Campbell reliever Trevor Smith. The next inning, Freshcorn stroked a two-out RBI single 
up the middle to fi nish the day 2-for-2 with three runs driven in.    
 
Working Together for the Shutout 
 In his second start, freshman Travis Lawler threw fi ve scoreless innings (3 H, 1 BB) and combined with four Gator relievers on a 15-0 blanking of 
Campbell on March 5. The right-hander was followed on the mound by junior J.K. LaCoste (1 H, 1 BB, 1 K), freshman Cody Barnes (2 H, 2 K), junior 
Stephen Locke (1 K) and sophomore Kyle Mullaney (1 H), who each threw one inning.

 With whitewashes of Siena (4-0 on Feb. 23) and Campbell, the Florida pitching staff has matched its shutout total in 59 games last season. UF held

Miami Series Recap - Hurricanes Take Two
 A tie-breaking grand slam in the eighth inning by 
sophomore Cole Figueroa on Sunday salvaged the 
fi nale of Florida’s weekend trip to Miami...The series 
defeat marked the fi rst time since 2004 that the Hur-
ricanes captured the regular-season series between 
the Sunshine State rivals...UF used two scoreless 
innings apiece from sophomore RHP Clint Franklin 
and junior LHP Stephen Locke to emerge victorious...
Freshman RHP Tommy Toledo made his fi rst road start 
and scattered four hits and two runs over fi ve innings 
but was not involved in the decision...The win was 
the Gators’ fi rst over a ranked foe under head coach 
Kevin O’Sullivan and was the club’s fi rst over a top-25 opponent since knocking off No. 1 Florida State, 5-4, on April 18, 2007...Florida hit .184 (18-for-98) 
during the series with Miami but its pitching staff registered a 3.60 earned run average...Senior third baseman Jon Townsend led the Gators with a .375 
(3-for-8) performance during the series, while Figueroa (.231) drove in seven runs...In game two, UM overcame defi cits of 3-0 and 5-2 and capitalized on 
a season-high fi ve Gator errors to post the win...Sophomore Jonathan Pigott belted his fi rst homer of the year with a two-run shot in the seventh to pull 
UF within 7-4 in Friday’s opener.

Defensive Woes Plague Gators
 Over its fi rst fi ve games, UF committed three errors and sported a fi elding percentage of .983. Against the ‘Canes, the Orange and Blue defense had 
eight errors and saw its fi elding rate dip to .963. Ten of UM’s 18 runs during the series were unearned and the fi ve miscues in Saturday’s 8-5 setback were 
the team’s most since fi ve in a 12-9 win at No. 21 Auburn on March 24, 2007.

Productive Stretch
 Cole Figueroa batted .381 (8-for-21) over the Gators’ games against Eastern Michigan and Miami (Fla.) and had team-highs in RBI (10), hits (eight), 
runs (seven) and stolen bases (4-for-4). His eventual game-winning homer on Sunday was his fi rst of the campaign and second career grand slam. Figueroa 
drove in three runs and went 2-for-5 in game two of the series in Coral Gables and accounted for seven of his squad’s 14 runs driven in. He was also 5-for-8 
(.625) in a doubleheader sweep of EMU on Feb. 27 with six runs, three RBI and four thefts during the twinbill.

Offensive Outburst Fuels Sweep
 Hosting Eastern Michigan in a double-dip on Feb. 27, the Gators totaled 31 runs, 30 hits, 17 walks, 12 extra-base hits (fi ve 2B, four HR, three 3B) and 
10 stolen bases in downing the Eagles twice. UF banged out 18 hits in six at bats to cruise to a 15-2 win in the opener and then had 12 hits and 12 walks 
during a 16-8 victory in the nightcap. 

Hard To Choose Just One Standout
 With a sizzling .441 (30-for-68) average during the two games, there 
were many contributors to the Orange and Blue’s victories. Junior Avery 
Barnes (6-for-9) and sophomore Jonathan Pigott (4-for-6) tied for the 
top spot with a .667 clip, while Barnes and sophomore Cole Figueroa 
scored six runs apiece. Eight players had at least two hits and the Ga-
tors scored at least four runs in fi ve different frames. After sitting out the 
Siena series, sophomore Matt den Dekker wasted little time in making 
an immediate impact. The center fi elder established a career high by

 After being injured on opening night last season, senior fi rst baseman Brandon McArthur returned to the lineup and led the Gators with a .455 (5-
for-11) clip versus the Saints.

  In his second career start, junior righty Patrick Keating matched a career high with 
a 5.1-inning outing on Feb. 23 against Siena and combined with sophomore lefty Tony 
Davis, senior righty Josh Edmondson and sophomore righty Clint Franklin on UF’s 
fi rst shutout since Feb. 24, 2007 (7-0 over Kent State). The quartet limited Siena to 
six hits and did not permit a walk. 

First One’s In the Books
  Freshman RHP Tommy Toledo, a third-round pick of the San Diego Padres in last 
June’s Major League Draft, collected the win in the fi nale by working fi ve innings in 
which he totaled fi ve strikeouts and gave up fi ve hits and two runs.
 
Quite An Opening Weekend 
 Freshman Josh Adams started all three games in center fi eld in place of sophomore 
Matt den Dekker and batted .333 (4-for-12) with a team-high seven RBI. He clubbed 
a pair of homers in consecutive at bats on Sunday, with a grand slam in the third and 
a solo shot in the fi fth. Adams was aboard four times in fi ve plate appearances during 
his collegiate debut and added a two-run single as part of the sixth-inning outburst 
that broke a 6-6 stalemate.

Picking Up Where He Left Off
 Sophomore shortstop Cole Figueroa reached base nine times in 13 plate appear-
ances for a .692 on-base percentage and batted .429 (3-for-7) with six walks and fi ve 
runs during the Siena series.

 Expected to be one of the stalwarts of the bullpen, senior Josh Edmondson made two appearances in the Siena series and gave up one hit and zero 
runs in 4.1 IP, with three strikeouts. Over 13.2 innings of work, Florida’s relievers yielded one earned run and registered a 0.66 ERA.

New Season Brought New Hope 
 The Orange and Blue kicked off its 94th season of competition looking to rebound from a 29-30 performance in 2007. The fi nish marked the program’s 
fi rst losing record since 1990 (29-30) and represented just the second time since 1976 (21-27) that the Gators endured a sub-.500 showing.

Bounced Right Back 
 The last two Florida clubs which had losing records turned things around quite nicely the following year. Jay Bergman’s 1977 squad went 39-18 
overall and captured its fi rst Eastern Division title since 1969 with a 14-9 SEC mark. UF also made its fi rst trip to NCAA Regionals since 1962. Joe Arnold 
engineered an even more noteworthy turnaround in 1991, when he directed the Gators to a school-record 51 victories, the program’s most recent SEC 
Tourney crown and a berth at the NCAA College World Series. 

Preseason Prognostications
 The Gators were picked to fi nish fi fth in the SEC’s Eastern Division in a vote of the league’s 12 coaches. UF received a total of 29 points, behind Georgia 
(38) and Kentucky (42). Vanderbilt was the favorite to take home both the East and overall regular-season crown, while Ole Miss was a near-unanimous 
choice to win the West. In ‘07, Florida was predicted to fi nish last in the East and wound up third with a 15-15 league effort.  

Better Buy a Lineup Card 
 Despite returning four starters from last season’s team, senior DH Bryson Barber, sophomore CF Matt den Dekker, sophomore SS Cole Figueroa 
and senior 3B Jon Townsend, none of them started at their current position in the Gators’ opener versus VMI last February. The home team’s lineup con-
sisted of Avery Barnes (CF), Figueroa (2B), Matt LaPorta (1B), Cody Neer (C), Jared Kubin (DH), Brian Leclerc (RF), Brandon McArthur (3B), Chris Petrie 
(LF) and Townsend (SS). The starter on the hill was right-hander Bryan Augenstein, who worked six innings in UF’s 5-3 setback to the Keydets and was 
on the hook for the loss.   

McArthur Returns
 Limited to one game last season after tearing the ulnar collateral ligament (UCL) in his right elbow on opening night and undergoing season-ending 
surgery, senior Brandon McArthur will take over the duties at fi rst base from All-American Matt LaPorta. As a sophomore, McArthur participated in 46 of

the Gators’ 56 games, starting 25 at second base, 13 at third base and fi ve at designated hitter. He earned Academic All-SEC honors for the second time 
and hit .262 with 20 RBI, 19 runs, 10 multiple-hit games and fi ve multiple-RBI outings. McArthur turned in a .263 average in 24 SEC contests with seven 
runs and fi ve RBI. During the Gators’ run to the 2005 NCAA College World Series, McArthur played in 64 games and made 60 starts at third base. He 
batted .268 overall with 30 RBI and was the lone Gator chosen to the SEC’s All-Freshman squad after batting .286 in 28 league outings. McArthur also put 
together a team-best 15-game hitting streak in which he registered a .448 (26-for-58) clip. 
  
Seeking Alternate Power Sources
 Losing a pair of All-SEC performers to the professional ranks, Matt LaPorta (.402, 52 RBI, 20 HR) and Brian Leclerc (.313, 32 RBI, 12 2B), Florida’s 
offensive production diminished further with the graduations of outfi elders Chris Petrie and Austin Pride. The quartet combined to provide the Gators with 
the following percentages of offense (49% homers, 41% walks, 37% RBI, 36% doubles and 34% runs).

Florida On Opening Day
 With the 10-7 win over Siena, UF now sports a 53-40-1 (.569) record in its 94 opening day contests, including a 33-20-1 (.620) record at home. The 
Gators have now claimed 20 of their last 26 lid-lifters and 14 of their last 17 season debuts in Gainesville. UF has started the year on its own turf in 10 of 
the past 11 seasons, with the lone exception a 12-6 victory at Hawaii on Jan. 20, 2000.

Not Early Risers This Year
 Feb. 22 marked the latest that the Gators have begun a campaign since 1979, when UF pinned a 17-5 defeat on Clemson at home on Feb. 24. Re-
cently enacted NCAA legislation called for a universal start date for practice (Feb. 1) and this marks the fi rst full weekend of college baseball action around 
the country. 
 
Schedule Overview
 The Gators’ 56-game schedule features 35 contests within the friendly confi nes of McKethan Stadium at Perry Field and 30 games versus opponents 
who advanced to the NCAA Tournament last season. Florida will be tested by the rugged 30-game SEC schedule and will also face traditional Sunshine 
State rivals Florida State, Miami, Jacksonville, Bethune-Cookman, Florida A&M, Florida Gulf Coast, North Florida and USF. 
 UF visits the Hurricanes in Coral Gables for three games over Feb. 29-March 2 and will clash with the Seminoles in three mid-week affairs, hosting 
FSU on March 18, facing their archrivals on April 1 at the Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville and visiting Tallahassee on April 15. Last year’s contest in 
Jacksonville, a 16-7 Gator victory over the top-ranked Seminoles, drew 12,280 fans, the second-largest in the facility’s existence. An assortment of national 
foes will visit McKethan Stadium, including Brown, Campbell, Eastern Michigan and Siena.
 The fi ve three-game SEC home series pit the Gators against Auburn (March 14-16), LSU (March 28-30), defending Western Division champion 
Arkansas (April 11-13), Georgia (April 25-27) and defending league, Eastern Division and SEC Tournament champion Vanderbilt (May 15-17). Florida will 
open the league schedule in Gainesville on March 14 against Auburn and is not slated to face West rival Mississippi State during the regular season. For 
the third-straight year, the fi nal weekend of the SEC regular season will be contested from Thursday-Saturday to provide an extra day off before the start 
of the league’s tourney. 
 Stops on the Gators’ road itinerary include trips to Ole Miss (March 21-23), Tennessee (April 4-6), Kentucky (April 18-20), South Carolina (May 2-4) 
and Alabama (May 9-11). UF’s 2008 schedule boasts 18 games against squads that fi nished among the top-25 in the fi nal version of the Ratings Percent-
age Index. Florida will be seeking its league-best 28th appearance at the eight-team SEC Tournament at Regions Park in Hoover, Ala., to be held from May 
21-25.

Nice To Be Included 
 Sophomore shortstop Cole Figueroa was named to the 2008 Wallace Watch List by the College Baseball Foundation in Lubbock, Texas. The Brooks 
Wallace Award is presented annually to the National College Baseball Player of the Year. Figueroa’s former teammate, Matt LaPorta, the seventh overall 
pick by the Milwaukee Brewers in the 2007 Major League Baseball Draft, was one of three fi nalists for the accolade last season. Pitcher David Price of 
Vanderbilt, the top overall pick by the Tampa Bay Rays, took home the prize. 
 As a rookie, Figueroa was named a fi rst-team Freshman All-American by Baseball America and Rivals.com and was also named to Louisville Slugger’s 
Freshman All-American Team by Collegiate Baseball. He was one of three Gators on the SEC All-Freshman Team, joining outfi elders Matt den Dekker and 
Jonathan Pigott. Figueroa sported a .332 batting average with 50 RBI, 48 runs and belted 11 homers, seven of which were solo shots. He held the team 
lead with 30 multiple-hit games and matched LaPorta with 13 multiple-RBI games. Figueroa hit .538 (7-for-13) with three-consecutive multi-hit outings at 
the SEC Tournament.

New Arms  
 The Gators returned 11 pitchers from last season’s roster and lost four. The biggest losses were RHP Bryan Augenstein, a seventh-round draft pick 
of the Arizona Diamondbacks who was 8-5 in a team-high 16 starts with 105 strikeouts and a 4.98 earned run average in 112.0 innings, and RHP David 
Hurst (2-2, 3.44 ERA, six saves, 27 appearances). Sophomore RHP Billy Bullock (2-7, 6.31) worked 61.1 innings and started 15 games last season, junior 
LHP Stephen Locke (3-3, 6.95) started nine games, sophomore LHP Kevin Chapman (2-1, 4.23) appeared in 19 games with six starts and sophomore 
RHP Kyle Mullaney (4-2, 4.25) participated in 18 games and had fi ve starts against SEC competition down the stretch.
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Welcome Aboard
 Besides new head coach Kevin O’Sullivan and fi rst-year assistants Craig Bell and Brad Weitzel, Florida has a total of eight newcomers on its roster. 
Sophomore catcher Buddy Munroe transferred from Clemson, while the remaining seven players are true freshmen. Josh Adams and Chris Freshcorn 
can play either in the infi eld or outfi eld, Evan Chambers plays in the outfi eld and the quartet of Cody Barnes, Tommy Toledo, Travis Lawler and Justin 
Poovey are right-handed pitchers.

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 The University of Florida and Athletics Director Jeremy Foley announced Kevin O’Sullivan as its new baseball coach on Thursday, June 14, 2007. 
O’Sullivan arrived in Gator Country after serving nine seasons as the pitching coach and recruiting coordinator at Clemson, where he helped the Tigers to 
nine-straight NCAA Tournament appearances and College World Series berths in 2000, 2002 and 2006. A native of Jupiter, Fla., O’Sullivan became the 
21st head coach in school history.
 Clemson’s associate head coach since 2002, O’Sullivan and the Tigers advanced to NCAA Super Regionals last season for the seventh time since 
the format was introduced in 1999 before succumbing to Mississippi State. This total represents the second-most in the nation, trailing only the eight ap-
pearances by Miami (Fla.). A week earlier, the Tigers claimed the Myrtle Beach Regional with an unblemished 3-0 record and ousted top-seeded Coastal 
Carolina.

 Under his tutelage, 29 Tiger hurlers were chosen in the Major League Baseball Draft, including fi ve last June. A school-record 11 Clemson players were taken over the 
two-day event, highlighted by junior left-hander Daniel Moskos going fourth overall to the Pittsburgh Pirates. During O’Sullivan’s tenure, 11 pitchers were picked in the top-fi ve 
rounds, including a trio of fi rst-rounders: Mike Paradis (1999), Tyler Lumsden (2004) and Moskos.   
 O’Sullivan has also had numerous top-25 recruiting rankings, including the 2005 incoming class that was ranked No. 12 by Collegiate Baseball. That class boasted four 
of the top-50 freshmen in the country - David Kopp (No. 9), Stan Widmann (No. 14), Taylor Harbin (No. 17), and Brad Chalk (No. 34) – a quartet who was each drafted in 
June. His 2007 incoming class was ranked fourth by Baseball America as well. In fact, there were a total of seven players from the Sunshine State on the ‘07 Tiger roster.
 In his fi rst season at Clemson, O’Sullivan fi ne-tuned Paradis from having control problems his fi rst two seasons to a fi rst-round pick in 1999. He helped Ryan Mottl go 
10-4 in 2000 and total 33 career wins, the third-most in school history. Those totals helped Mottl become a sixth-round pick by the Cincinnati Reds. 
 Under his guidance in 2001, Clemson had a 2.27 strikeout-to-walk ratio, fourth-best in school history. One of his pitchers, Steve Reba, led the ACC in wins in 2001 with a 
12-3 record. Clemson has been among the top-25 in team ERA each of the last eight years.
 He followed up 2001 with a 2002 season that saw Reba and Matt Henrie shine. They had 13 wins apiece and both earned All-America honors. O’Sullivan helped mold 
Reba and Henrie into a formidable one-two punch that led the Tigers to a third-place national fi nish. The 2002 team also featured B.J. LaMura, a hard-throwing right-hander 
who was instrumental in Clemson’s late-season surge to Omaha. LaMura was a fi fth-round draft pick, giving the club fi ve pitchers from the 2002 squad who signed Major 
League contracts. That total does not include Jarrod Schmidt, who fashioned an 18-3 career record at Clemson and signed as well. The 2002 team established an ACC record 
for saves (26) in a season. 
 The 2003 team did not have any stars, but all fi ve Tigers with at least 36.0 innings pitched sported an ERA between 3.19 and 4.30. The ‘04 squad featured All-ACC 
reliever Patrick Hogan, who became just the third Tiger in history to record double-digits in saves. O’Sullivan coached Lumsden, who was a fi rst-round draft pick that year. He 
also helped convert Collin Mahoney from a catcher into a hard-throwing reliever. Mahoney, who had not pitched since high school, saw considerable action that year and was 
later a fourth-round draft pick of the Detroit Tigers.
 The 2005 Tiger pitching staff came on strong in the season’s latter stages. The Tigers registered a 3.94 ERA, Clemson’s lowest in nine years. Josh Cribb fi red two shut-
outs and notched a 97-24 strikeout-to-walk ratio, while Stephen Faris compiled a 2.60 ERA on his way to second-team All-ACC accolades. 
 His 2006 staff was sixth in the nation in ERA (3.26) and featured the weekend rotation of Faris, Cribb, and Jason Berken, who combined for a 27-6 record and 2.85 ERA. 
The trio was instrumental in leading the Tigers to the ACC Championship, a trip to Omaha and a No. 5 fi nal ranking in all three polls. In addition, Moskos tallied 10 saves and 
became an effective closer under the direction of O’Sullivan. 
 He spent the 1998 season with the Twins’ Rookie League team in Fort Myers, Fla., that reached the playoffs for the fi rst time. He was also responsible for the develop-
ment of the pitchers. 
 O’Sullivan was the pitching coach at Virginia in 1996 and 1997, where he coached All-America and fi rst-rounder Seth Greisenger. In ‘96, the Cavaliers won their fi rst-
ever ACC Tournament title and were 44-21 overall. He coached a total of three pitchers in the two years who were drafted in the top-fi ve rounds, including a fi rst, second, and 
fi fth-round pick to go along with a 14th-rounder in 1997. O’Sullivan, who helped in the recruitment of student-athletes at Virginia, coached players picked in the third and 44th 
rounds in 1997 as well. 
 His talents were noticed in the summers of 1996 and 1997, when he coached in the Valley League and the Cape Cod League, respectively. O’Sullivan coached the 
Bourne Braves to the second-best overall record on the Cape while garnering manager-of-the-year honors. He also coached Major League star left-hander Mark Mulder in the 
summer of 1997. On that staff alone, eight pitchers were drafted. 
 In 1996, while coaching Waynesboro of the Valley League, he led his team to the pennant and was manager-of-the-year, meaning he earned that honor both years as 
a head coach in the summer leagues. He also coached 14 players in the two summers that were drafted, including a pair of fi rst-round picks. O’Sullivan coached at Florida 
Atlantic during the 1994 and 1995 seasons, where he was responsible for the hitters, catchers, infi elders and outfi elders. From 1992-93, he was an assistant at Florida Com-
munity College as the hitting and catching instructor. 
 In two years at Virginia and nine at Clemson, he coached 38 pitchers who have been drafted or signed pro contracts. This list includes four fi rst-rounders, 13 top-fi ve-
rounders, 21 top-10-rounders and six All-Americans. 
 O’Sullivan graduated with honors from Virginia with a bachelor’s degree in education/sports medicine in 1991. In Charlottesville, he was a member of UVa’s Captain 
Council and Student-Athlete Mentor Program. He later earned a master’s degree in exercise science & wellness from Florida Atlantic. O’Sullivan starred at Virginia as a 
catcher in 1990 and 1991, where he hit a combined .351. He was a First-Team All-ACC and All-ACC Tourney recipient both years and earned a berth on the ACC Academic 
Honor Roll in 1990. He also played for Florida Community College in 1988 and 1989.
