The Gators have won five of the last seven meetings between the two schools
including an 81-66 victory in Oxford last season...The Gators have won five of the last
seven meetings between the two schools in Gainesville including two straight...Florida is
31-9 against the SEC West since 1999 (3-1 this year)...The Gators have picked up victories
over Arkansas, Auburn and Alabama this year while falling at Mississippi State...The Gators
final game against an SEC West opponent will come Saturday at LSU... Anthony Roberson
has had 15+ points in 12 conseuctive games and in all 10 SEC games...Roberson is averag-

seven contests following back-to-back league victories over Georgia and Auburn in early
January... Under the leadership of head coach Rod Barnes, the Rebels program has reached
heights unseen before he arrived in Oxford. Barnes was the 2001 Naismith Coach of the Year
after his Rebels squad won a school-record 27 games en route to a “Sweet Sixteen” appear-
ance in the NCAA Tournament and a No. 9 national ranking in the final coaches poll, the
program’s highest ranking ever... Led in the frontcourt by junior Londrick Nolen and senior
Tommie Eddie, Ole Miss is fourth in the SEC in scoring defense, allowing only 63.1 points
per game. Nolen leads the squad in points (12.0 ppg), rebounds (5.0 rpg) and blocks (16),
while Eddie is second on the team in scoring average (11.3) and rebounds (4.3)... Senior
point guard Cavadas Nunnery is first on the team in steals (32) and assists (65). The Rebels
as a team are third and fourth in the SEC in those categories, respectively... Thus far in the
2004-05 season, 12 different Rebels have started at least one game

gators’ last time out

e The Gators picked up their first win in Knoxville since 2002, grabbing an 84-73 decision at
Thompson-Boling Arena...Matt Walsh had 23 points while David Lee added his seventh
double-double of the season with 21 points and 12 rebounds...Florida once again grabbed
acommanding edge on the glass, 39-28, as Corey Brewer reached double figures for the first
time with 10 rebounds including five offensive... Trailing 28-23 with just over eight minutes
in the first half, the Gators called a timeout and responded by holding the Vols to just eight
points over the final 8:10 of the first half, scoring 18 themselves to grab a 41-36 lead at the
half...Florida dished out 19 assists, getting 2+ assists from all five starters and from seven
different players overall...Walsh hit 4-of-5 from downtown to lead the Gators who hit 7-of-
15 overall as a team...After giving up nine three-pointers a loss to Tennessee earlier this
season, UF held the Vols to just 5-of-15 from beyond the arc.

gators dominating glass

¢ One of the biggest criticisms of the University of Florida last year was its inability to
rebound the ball effectively against SEC and top level competiton...The Gators have been
extremely effective on the glass in 2004-05, however, particularly in SEC play... The Gators
are outrebounding opponents by 7.2 boards per game on the year, a number that
escalates to 9.4 rebounds per game in SEC play...In the last eight games, the Gators are
out-rebounding opponents by 11.3 boards per game.....The tandem of David Lee and Al
Horford has formed one of the league’s top rebounding frontcourts, as the two are
combining for 18.3 rebounds per game in SEC play as Lee had a 17-rebound game against
Vanderbilt and Horford an 18-rebound game against Alabama... The Gators have done a
much more effective job on the offensive glass and are getting 40.4 percent of their
missed shots back in league play and 12.8 offensive boards per game...A year ago the

Gators got only 32.1 percent of their missed shots back.

roberson offense ignites gator success

¢ Anthony Roberson is in the midst of arguably his best month of play in a Gator
uniform, a huge compliment to a player that has earned SEC Freshman of the Year and
First Team All-SEC honors over his first two years in Gainesville...He leads the SEC in
scoring in league play at 21.2 ppg and is the only player in the league averaging 20+
points in SEC action...He’s been criticized at times for taking too many shots but what’s
lost at times is that he’s doing exactly what head coach Billy Donovan is asking of
him...There is a direct correlation between Roberson’s offensive output and the Gators’
success - over his career when he hits 4+ three-pointers, the Gators are an astounding
24-5...He has 27 20-point games in his career and the Gators are 19-8 in those
games...Also critical is his ability to get to the free throw line...A career 85.6 percent free
throw shooter (best in school history), his ability to get to the basket and draw contact is
vital - the Gators are 13-3 in his career when he gets to the line 5+ times.

o After scoring 30+ points in back-to-back games on Jan. 12 and 15,
the league and the nation took notice of Anthony Roberson’s
accomplishments...Roberson was selected as the SEC Player of the
Week that week, the first Gator to be honored this year...It marked
Roberson’s second such honor and the first since his freshman
season...Roberson received national attention as SI.com’s National
Player of the Week, Dick Vitale’s co-Player of the Week on ESPN.com
and the Sporting News Player of the Week...Roberson opened the
week with a 34-point effort against Auburn, 10 of which came in
overtime when his team needed it the most, then followed with 30
points in a 17-point victory over Vanderbilt, Florida’s biggest ever
win in Nashville...His back-to-back 30-point games were the first by
a Gator since Andrew Moten 1986 and the first by a Gator in con-
secutive road games since Andy Owens in February of 1970.

e It’s not surprising that Florida is the SEC leader in scoring at
80.3 points per game, there has never been a shortage of offense
in Billy Donovan’s nine years at UF...They are vastly improved on
the defensive end, however, and currently among the SEC leaders
in points per game allowed at 64.6 per contest - a vast improve-
ment over a year ago when they finished 11th in the SEC in
scoring defense...The Gators have held eight of 21 opponents
under 60 points, including holding Georgia to just 47 points on
Jan. 25 and high-scoring Alabama to just 54 points on Feb. 5...As
aresult, they lead the SEC in point differential, outscoring their
opponents by 15.7 points per game...The Gators lead the league in
field goal percentage and are third in assists.

matches the longest consecutive tenure in school history (Norm
Sloan, 1981-89).

e Florida has gone 31-9 (.775) against the SEC West over the past
seven regular seasons, including 6-0 in three of the previous five
seasons...Billy Donovan is 22-4 all-time against the SEC West at the
O’Dome, with only losses to LSU in 1998 and 2004, Ole Miss in 1999
and Mississippi State in 2004...Florida went 4-2 against the West
last season and is 3-1 this year with games remaining against Ole
Miss on Feb. 16 and at LSU on Feb. 19.

® Florida is out-rebounding its opponents by a margin of 7.2 re-
bounds per game on the year and 9.4 in SEC play... The Gators have
pulled down 40+ boards nine times this season and have been out-
rebounded only four times.

® Florida has forced 326 turnovers on the year and has converted
them into 420 points, or 20.0 points per game.

® Florida torched Arkansas from the floor to the tune of a season-
high 59.5 percent, including 77.8 percent in the second half (14-18)
and then followed that by hitting 58.5 against Auburn....Florida has
hit over 50 percent from the floor in nine of 21 games and 55 percent
or better seven times...UF is 9-0 when hitting 50 percent from the
floor...The Gators have 48 or 49 percent in four of their other six
wins.

® Roberson leads the SEC in scoring at 18.2 points per game, is
hitting 49.4 percent from the floor and 41.8 percent from three-point
range...He has been in double figures in 20 of 21 games this season
and is averaging 21.2 points per game in league play to lead the
conference...He has had 15+ points in 12 consecutive games and in
all 10 SEC games...Roberson has 27 games of 20+ points in his
career and the Gators are 19-8 in those games.

® Roberson became the 36th member of Florida’s 1,000-point club
against Miami, hitting a three-pointer from the top of the arc to
reach the mark.

® Roberson moved into third place on UF’s all-time three-pointers
made list with 239 and in three-points attempts with 576...He needs
just four threes to move into second place on the all-time list for
three-pointers made and 35 to tie the record...He set the UF single
season record with 99 three-pointers a year ago.

eDavid Lee posted the 17th double-double of his career against
Tennessee on Feb. 12 and the seventh double-double of the sea-
son for the senior with 21 points and a 12 rebounds...Lee has
double-doubles in five of the last eight games...UF is 12-5 when Lee
records a double-double over his career....Over the last eight games
Lee has hauled in 84 rebounds including a career-high 17 against
Vanderbilt...His 17 rebounds against Vandy were the most by a
Gator player since Mike Miller had 18 against Kentucky on Feb. §,
2000...Florida is 24-8 during his career when he scores 15-plus points
(7-2 this year)...Lee has been in double figures in 17 of 21 games
and had 10 games of 14+...He has had six-plus rebounds in all but
three games.

o Lee Humphrey’s offense came to life in the six games he started
in Matt Walsh’s absence..Humphrey hit 5-of-11 shots from the floor
and 3-of-8 three-point attempts for a career-high 15 points against
Florida State, then added 10 points and hit 3-of-4 attempts from
beyond the arc against Arkansas...Humphrey had a successful
homecoming on Feb. 12, dropping eight points and two three-point-
ers on Tennessee...Of his 41 total baskets, 27 have been tree-point-
ers (65.9 percent).

e Corey Brewer got the starting nod in the season opener and
caused havoc on the defensive end...He tied the UF freshman open-
ing night record for steals with five and was instrumental in the
Gators scoring the first 10 points of the second half...Brewer also
finished 3-of-5 from the floor with nine points, including a spec-
tacular three-point play in the first half...Brewer is averaging 1.7
steals per game and also added four against Providence...During a
key run in the second half, he stripped All-American Ryan Gomes
and took the ball to the basket where he scored and got Gomes to
foul him.

e Brewer set a career-high with 14 points against Auburn, just four
days after matching his previous career-high of 11 in the SEC opener
against Arkansas...Three of his five double figure scoring games
have come in league play...He is fourth on the team in scoring at 7.5
points per game and is hitting 50.5 percent from the floor ... Always
in the right place at the right time, he has an astonishing 34 offen-
sive rebounds out of his 65 total rebounds (52.3 percent)...Brewer
pulled down a career-high 10 rebounds at Tennessee on Feb. 12,
five offensive and five defensive.

e Al Horford moved into the starting rotation against Georgia South-
ern on Dec. 19 and responded with his first double figure scoring
game, posting 10 points on 5-of-5 shooting and four
rebounds...Horford followed that with his first career double-double
against Eastern Kentucky, scoring 14 points while adding 12
rebounds...Against Louisville Horford stepped it up another notch,
grabbing seven rebounds, including four offensive, all of which



came in the second half when the Gators made a furious comeback
bid.

¢ Horford grabbed national attention on Feb. 5 when he scored 14
points and added a career-high 18 rebounds (nine offensive) in the
Gators’ 31-point rout of Alabama...The 18 rebounds were the sec-
ond most by a UF freshmen (record is 21 by Eugene McDowell)
and the fourth most in the history of O’Connell Center, tying him,
ironically, with his father Tito Horford among other people...It was
the most rebounds by a Gator since Mike Miller pulled down 18
against Kentucky on Feb. 8, 2000.

® On the season Horford is hitting 53.5 percent from the floor and
has been in double figures four times since being moved into the
starting lineup...He is averaging 7.3 points and 8.4 rebounds per
game in league play...Horford has been in double figures in re-
bounding in four of the last nine games and has 81 rebounds dur-
ing that stretch.

e Adrian Moss gave the Gators a tremendous presence against
Jacksonville, turning in 10 rebounds, including six offensive...It
was the second double-figure rebounding game of his career and
one of his career-high of 11 against FAMU last year...Moss has
been effective on the offensive glass as 16 of his 31 total rebounds
have been offensive (51.6)...He missed the Sam Houston and East-
ern Kentucky games with back spasms but returned against Florida
State and played in the first two SEC games before the injury side-
lined him again on Jan. 15...He returned to action on Feb. 12 against
Tennessee, scoring two points in three minutes of play.

¢ Chris Richard has been playing his best basketball during his
time at UF as of late, posting nine points and five rebounds against
South Carolina on Jan. 29 before coming up with a seven rebound
effort against Alabama on Feb. 5...None of the numbers were ca-
reer highs but his energy and ability to attack the offensive glass
were critical in the Gators’ picking up two impressive wins.

e Richard came up with four blocks against Sam Houston State on
Dec. 29 and is third on the team with 14 blocks.

¢ Richard came up huge against Florida Atlantic with 11 points and
six rebounds while hitting 5-of-6 shots on the night...Richard also
blocked three shots and dished out two assists...His 11 points was
one short of his career high...Richard matched his career-high with
eight rebounds against Georgia Southern and is hitting 68.1 per-
cent from the floor this season and has been first off the bench two
of the last four games.

e Taurean Green has played a tremendous role off the bench and
has been the Gators’ first sub in 11 of 21 games...He leads the team
with 2.7 assists per game...He took his game to another level against
Florida Atlantic, dishing out eight assists and then matched it
against Eastern Kentucky on Dec. 22...Green got into double fig-
ures for the first time against Providence, scoring 13 points on 3-
of-4 shooting while going 6-0f-6 from the line...Green is averaging
20.5 minutes per game, most of any player off the bench.

¢ Joakim Noah brought the O’Dome to life against Florida Atlan-
tic in his first outing as a Gator...Noah posted one of the most

interesting lines of the night, finishing with 11 points and nine re-
bounds in just 10 minutes of play...Noah hit 5-0f-6 shots from the
floor...He came up with a career-high 14 points in the Gators’ victory
over Georgia Southern on Dec. 19, hitting 3-of-4 shots and more
impressively, 8-o0f-9 free throw attempts and followed it with seven
points and eight rebounds against Eastern Kentucky...A tremen-
dous shot-blocking presence, Noah is second on the team in blocks
with 18 and had four against South Carolina and three at
Kentucky...He is hitting 61.5 percent from the floor.

® Cornelius Ingram has made the most of his opportunities this
season and against Eastern Kentucky he came to life with a career-
high nine points on 4-of-8 shooting...He has seen just under 10
minutes a game over the last 14 games and against Florida A&M on
Nov. 30, even saw time at the point when Taurean Green injured his
ankle.

¢ Florida held Jacksonville to just 59 points, the second lowest open-

Roberson did so in 68
games, the 10th fastest player to reach 1,000 points in UF history and
the fastest since 1986...Matt Walsh joined Roberson as the 37th mem-
ber of the UF 1,000-point club on Dec. 19 against Georgia Southern,
also doing so on a three-pointer.....The last time two Florida players
reached 1,000 points in the same season was in 2001-02 when Brett
Nelson and Matt Bonner both reached the mark...Combined with David
Lee, the Gators have three 1,000-point scorers on the same roster for
the first time since 2001-02 when Nelson, Bonner and Udonis Haslem
were all on the same roster.

For those who have followed Billy Donovan’s career it should come as no surprise that he
has made Florida basketball a winner.

Under Donovan, Florida has set a school record with seven straight post-season appear-
ances, including six straight NCAA Tournament bids. UF made the school’s first-ever ap-
pearance in the National Championship game in 2000 and also made back-to-back Sweet 16
appearances for the first time in school history in 1999 and 2000. Donovan is already the
winningest NCAA Tournament coach in UF history and his nine NCAA Tournament wins
surpasses the total of seven in school history before his arrival.

After the school had just one Southeastern Conference Championship in 77 seasons prior
to his arrival, Donovan has tallied two SEC titles (2000 and 2001). Florida and Kentucky are
the only two SEC schools to capture consecutive league crowns in the past 28 years.

Florida’s 135 wins during the past five-plus years is the best such stretch in school history.
After only being ranked in the national polls 42 times prior to Donovan’s arrival, UF had
been ranked a school-record 94 consecutive weeks in the Associated Press poll and 99
weeks by the ESPN/USA Today poll before falling out on Feb. 16 of last year. The Gators
were in both preseason polls this season and had been ranked until Dec. 6 this season.

His winning percentage at UF (.672) is the best among all Gator coaches who spent more
than one season in Gainesville and he reached the 100-victory mark at UF quicker than any
coach in school history, needing just 154 games to reach the century plateau. His current
total of 184 wins in his first eight-plus seasons is already good enough for second on the
UF all-time coaching victory list, while he reached 200 career wins on Feb. 25,2004 vs. South
Carolina.

Donovan’s teams have knocked off 29 ranked opponents during his tenure. UF has won 20
of its last 36 meetings with ranked teams.

Donovan’s squads have led the SEC in a statistical category 23 times, including 20 offen-
sive categories. Twelve of his players have captured All-League honors and nine of his
freshmen have been recognized. Three of Donovan’s players have been first round draft
picks in the NBA Draft, after the school boasted only two before his arrival, and he has
inked nine McDonald’s All-Americans after UF had just three prior to his arrival. The fans
are taking notice; attendance is up nearly 5,000 since Donovan’s arrival. UF averaged a a
school record 11,047 fans per game in 2003-04.
