tipoff

e The University of Florida opens the doors on the 2005-06 season, hosting the 2K Sports
College Hoops Classic Benefiting Coaches vs. Cancer...St. Peter’s, Albany and Oakland
each come to the O’Connell Center...UF opens with St. Peter’s and will face Albany or
Oakland on Thursday night...UF has never faced any of the teams in the Gainesville
Regional... The O’Connell Center is one of four regional sites for the event, with the others
taking place in Winston-Salem, N.C., Syrarcuse, N.Y., and Lubbock, Texas....The Gainesville
winner will face the Winston-Salem winner on Nov. 17 at 7 p.m. in the Final Four at Madison
Square Garden in New York, while the Syarcuse and Lubbock winners face each other 20
minutes after conclusion of the first game...Florida is 62-24 all-time on opening night and
has won 14 straight openers...UF is 9-0 in season openers under head coach Billy
Donovan...The Gators enter their season opener after going 2-0 in exhbition play for the
fourth straight year...Joakim Noah averaged 16.5 points and 6.5 rebounds per game, while
Lee Humphrey averaged 14.5 points per game and hit 56.3 percent from three-point range (9-
of-16) in the two games...Al Horford averaged near a double-double with 11.5 points and 9.5
rebounds, as did Chris Richard, who averaged 9.0 points and 8.5 rebounds...Point guard
Taurean Green averaged 10.5 points and 4.5 assists after pouring in 14 points in the exhibi-
tion finale...The trio of Noah, Horford and Richard hit a combined 74.4 percent in the two
games, connecting on 29-o0f-39 attempts from the floor...The three combined for 31 re-
bounds in the exhibition opener against Embry-Riddle, matching the rebound total for their
opponent...The Gators were +14.0 in rebound margin over the two games... The exhibition
games were both played under international dimensions, as will all games in the 2K Sports
Hoops Classic Benefiting Coaches vs. Cancer...Despite playing with the three-point line set
at 20’9”, the Gators hit 40.0 percent as a team from beyond the three-point line and hoisted
22.5 three-point attempts per game in exhibition play.

o St. Peter’s returns one starter from last year’s squad that went 15-13 and 10-8 in Metro
Atlantic play...Senior guard Keydren Clark will return as the two-time NCAA Division |
men’s basketball scoring champion. Clark, who led the nation in 2003-04 with 26.7 points per
game, finished the 2004-05 season averaging 25.8 points in 28 games. He will try to become
the third player in NCAA history to lead Division I in scoring for three consecutive sea-

humphrey looks to step up offensively

o Lee Humphrey has had the comfort of operating as a role player in each of his first two
seasons at UF...Though he has started 17 games in his first two years, his role will
change drastically, in 2005-06 as the regular starter at the two guard and as a player who
will see time at the point as well...One of the points of emphasis for Humphrey is to be
more aggressive offensively, something he thrived in during the two exhibition
games...Humphrey averaged 14.5 points per game over the two games and hit 9-of-16
shots from three-point range...Humphrey averaged 9.0 points per game in the six games
he started last season, including a career-high 15 at Florida State, much higher than his
season average of 4.8 points per game.

gators demonstrate unselfish play

* One of the strengths of this year’s Gator squad will be its ability to play unselfishly, to
share the ball and pass effectively out of all five positions...Seven different Gators had
two or more assists in their exhibition win over West Florida... Taurean Green had six
assists in the opener against Embry-Riddle...Against West Florida, the Gators got 21
assists for their 29 baskets and Al Horford continued a trend of UF big men who pass the
ball effectively out of the post, leading the way with five assists.

gator frontcourt having a block party

o The Gator frontcourt enters the 2005-06 season as one of its obvious strengths, as in
addition to the returning rebounding the Gators bring back, they bring back a high
percentage of their shot blockers...Al Horford, Chris Richard and Joakim Noah combined
to block 90 shots a year ago and picked up right where they left off in exhibition
play...The trio blocked 14 shots in the two games led by Horford’s seven.

no hesitation on three-pointers

e While a great deal of attention has been brought to the players who aren’t back in
Florida’s perimeter attack, those who are have certainly not been gun shy and have been
effective thus far...Florida hit 40.0 percent as a team in the two exhibition games and
averaged 22.5 attempts per game, even at the international distance of 20°9”...Lee
Humphrey led the way hitting 56.3 precent, while Taurean Green hit 44.4 percent from
downtown in exhibition play.

new “big three” taking charge

o Florida lost its “Big Three” trio of David Lee, Anthony Roberson and Matt Walsh only
to give way to a really big three- literally... The front court of Al Horford (6-9), Joakim
Noah (6-11) and Chris Richard (6-9) made a statement in exhibition play, hitting a com-
bined 74.4 percent from the floor (29-0f-39), averaging 24.5 rebounds, blocking 14 shots,
and scoring 37.0 points per game...In addition, they created easy baskets for their
teammates, totaling 10 assists between them.

gators land two on coaches’ preseason all-sec
squad

¢ The Southeastern Conference unveiled its second annual
men’s basketball preseason All-SEC first and second teams, and
two members of the University of Florida found spots on the
respective teams. Corey Brewer was selected to the preseason
AlI-SEC first team, while Al Horford was selected to the second
team.

Brewer, a sophomore small forward from Portland,
Tenn., is the top returning scorer for last year’s SEC Tournament
champion Gator team and led UF in steals a year ago. Brewer is
widely considered one of the top perimeter defenders in the
league.

Horford, sophomore forward/center from the Dominican
Republic, finished second on the Gators in rebounding a year
ago, averaging 6.5 per contest, highlighted by an 18-rebound
effort in the Gators’ victory over Alabama in February. Horford
blocked 51 shots, the highest total by a Gator in 11 years and
ranks in the top five among SEC returnees in both rebounds per
game and blocked shots.

success in winning low scoring games

o A great deal of attention has been paid to all of the offensive
pieces the Gators do not return in 2005-06...Over their most
successful stretch of the season, an eight-game winning streak,
the Gators won the SEC Tournament, won five games against
NCAA Tournament teams and seven games overall against
teams that reached postseason...They did so scoring more than
70 points on only one occasion...They held oppponents to a
mere 57.1 points per game during that stretch, to 38.3 percent

shooting from the floor and 29.8 percent from three-point range
and forced nearly 15 turnovers per game...During the Gators’ most
successful period of the 2004-05 season, the defense was a major
factor.

moss improving

e Adrian Moss, the lone senior on the UF basketball has been out
since having successful surgery on his right knee on Oct. 25, but
has shown tremendous improvement and is back on the court under
light contact...Moss suffered a subluxation of his patella on Oct. 22
when further tests revealed chipped pieces of cartilage in his right
knee...The surgery was performed to remove those loose bodies.

defensive progress...

o The Gators jumped from 11" in the league in points per game
surrendered to third in 2004-05, yielding just 63.1 points per game.
It was the fewest points allowed by a Gator team in 40 years and
the second lowest total over the last 55 years. Florida’s defensive
efforts have improved drastically through the years, as they’ve
lowered their previous year’s points per game surrendered six of
the last seven years.

first Gator men’s basketball to compete in the country, traveling
with Sports Reach, a group of SEC All-Stars who combined to go
7-0 on their trip...Humphrey stood on the Great Wall and took a
15-hour train ride across the country...In addition to playing in
famed Rucker Park in New York over the summer, Noah visited
France, Sweden and Cameroon, as he has family in each country.

taking care of the ball

e The University of Florida averaged 15.8 assists per game last
season and had a +1.16 assist-to-turnover ratio in its 24 wins while
the Gators averaged just 12.0 assists and were a -1.00 in their eight
losses, as they averaged four more turnovers per game...The Gators’
backcourt for 2005-06 of Taurean Green and Lee Humprhey com-
bined for a +1.20 assist-to-turnover ratio...Green, the starting point
guard, had a +1.35 ratio his freshman season.

donovan the “dean” of sec coaches, begins his

¢ As a player he was known as Billy the Kid...No kid anymore,
Donovan is in his 10th season at Florida and has the longest
tenure at his current school of anyone in the SEC...There have
been 15 head coaching changes in the league since Donovan’s
arrival prior to the 1996-97 season...He also has become the first
Gator men’s basketball coach to reach double figures in longevity
in one single tenure...With all he has accomplished, Donovan is
still the third youngest coach in the Southeastern Conference.

donovan closes in on 200 wins at UF

« Billy Donovan enters the 2005-06 season as the first Florida
head coach to reach 10 years in one consecutive tenure (Norm
Sloan had six and nine-year tenures at UF)...Donovan enters the
season just seven wins shy of 200 at UF...With seven wins, he will
join Sloan as only the second coach to win 200 games at Florida.

like father(s) like son(s)

e SophomoresTaurean Green, Joakim Noah and Al Horford all
come from strong athletic lineage... Green is the son of former
NBA player and UNLV standout Sidney Green, who later coached
at both North Florida and Florida Atlantic...Florida head coach
Billy Donovan played with Sidney briefly in the NBA as a member
of the New York Knicks...Noah is the son of flamboyant former
tennis star Yannick Noah, the 1983 French Open champion and

2005 International Tennis Hall of Fame inductee... Horford is the
son of former NBA player Tito Horford...lIronically, Donovan had
the best game of his collegiate career against Horford’s Miami
Hurricanes, as he dropped 38 points in a Providence win in South
Florida.

what have you done for me lately?

e Florida out-rebounded its opponents by a margin of 5.7 rebounds
per game in 2004-05, a number that reached 7.2 in SEC play...The
Gators pulled down 40+ boards 13 times and were out-rebounded
only nine times...The Gators opened exhibition play by out-rebound-
ing Embry-Riddle 50-31, as the trio of Chris Richard, Joakim Noah
and Al Horford combined for 31 rebounds to match their
opponent...Over the two exhibition games, the Gators were +14.0 in
rebound margin, as the trio of Horford, Richard and Noah averaged
over 24 rebounds combined in the two games.

e Florida forced 479 turnovers on the year and converted them into
584 points, or 18.3 points per game in 2004-05...Florida forced 40
turnovers in two exhibition games and turned it into 60 points (30.0
per contest).

e Florida blocked 10 shots against Embry-Riddle in the exhibition-
opener, all by the trio of Al Horford (5), Chris Richard (3) and Joakim
Noah (2)...Horford blocked seven in the two exhibition games and
the trio combined for 14 blocks.

e Corey Brewer led the Gators with 1.4 steals per game a year ago,
posting a team-high 46.

e Brewer was disruptive defensively during exhibition play and
chipped in with seven assists on the offensive end.

e Al Horford picked up where he left off the 2004-05 season in the
exhibition-opener against Embry-Riddle, blocking five shots while
posting a double-double with 13 points and 10 rebounds...He nearly
added a second double-double against West Florida with 10 points
and nine rebounds, while blocking two more shots...Horford had
two double-doubles in 2004-05 and was in double figures in re-
bounding five times, most notably an 18-rebound effort against
Alabama.

e In 2004-05 Horford blocked 51 shots, the fourth highest single
season total in UF history and the highest since Andrew DeClercq
aslo had 51 in 1993-94...He had a UF freshman record seven blocks

e Lee Humphrey enters his third year at UF looking to go fromarole
player to playing a key role in UF’s starting lineup...One thing head
coach Billy Donovan has asked him to do is to be more aggressive
offensively, something he did in exhibition play connecting on 5-of-
9 three-point attempts for 15 points against Embry-Riddle, while
pouring in 14 first half points against West Florida....In the two
games, Humphrey hit 9-of-16 shots from downtown.

e Humphrey is a career 40.0 percent shooter. from three-point range.

e Adrian Moss has made significant progress after having knee
surgery on Oct. 25 to remove loose cartilage...When he returns, the
Gators will get one of their more active rebounders back...Moss has
started 23 gaves over his career at Florida...Active on the offensive
glass during his junior season, 46.3 percent of his total rebounds
came on the offensive end.

e Chris Richard has made tremendous strides in his first injury-free
off-season since joining the Gators and had a team-high 11 rebounds
against Embry-Riddle...Richard also posted three blocked
shots....Richard had a solid offensive outing in the Gators’ win over
West Florida, dropping 13 points on 5-of-7 shooting while collect-
ing another six rebounds.

e Richard came up with a UF NCAA Tournament-record four blocks
against Ohio last year and was third on the Gators in blocked shots
in 2004-05 behind Al Horford and David Lee.

e Richard hit 61.6 percent from the floor last season and was first
off the bench five times.

e Taurean Green played a tremendous role off the bench and was
the Gators’ first sub in 12 times during his freshmen season...A
different year and different circumstances, Green is expected to fill a
much bigger role this season...He started with six assists against
Embry-Riddle and followed by tying Lee Humphrey with a game-
high 14 points against West Florida...Green found his offensive
stroke against West Florida, hitting 4-of-6 from the floor and 3-of-4
from downtown...In exhibition play, he averaged 10.5 points, 4.5

assists, 2.0 steals and hit 44.4 percent from three-point range.

e Joakim Noah has made tremendous strides from his freshman to
sophomore campaigns, highly evident against Embry-Riddle when
the forward netted a game-high 21 points to go along with 10
rebounds...Noah was disruptive at the front of the press and col-
lected two steals while also blocking two shots...He hit 8-0f-9 shots
from the floor on the night and was critical in the Gators getting 25
second chance points, as he had five offensive rebounds...Noah
followed that performance with 12 points, three rebounds and two
blocked shots against West Florida.

o Walter Hodge played well in both exhibition games, scoring 6.0
points per game off the bench while playing 18.5 minutes per
game...More notbably, Hodge dished out five assists with no turn-
OVers.

e David Huertas averaged 6.5 points per game in 21.0 minutes of
play in the two exhibition games...He also chipped in on the boards,
grabbing five rebounds against West Florida, two on the offensive
end.

e Florida attendance is up over 4,600 since Donovan’s first year.

For those who have followed Billy Donovan’s career it should come as no surprise that he
has made Florida basketball a winner.

Under Donovan, Florida has set a school record with eight straight post-season appear-
ances, including seven straight NCAA Tournament bids. UF made the school’s first-ever
appearance in the National Championship game in 2000 and also made back-to-back Sweet
16 appearances for the first time in school history in 1999 and 2000. Donovan is already the
winningest NCAA Tournament coach in UF history and his 10 NCAA Tournament wins
surpasses the total of seven in school history before his arrival.

After the school had just one Southeastern Conference Championship in 77 seasons prior
to his arrival, Donovan has tallied two SEC titles (2000 and 2001). Florida and Kentucky are
the only two SEC schools to capture consecutive league crowns in the past 29 years. He led
the Gators to their first SEC Tournament title in 2004-05.

Florida’s 144 wins during the past six years is the best such stretch in school history. After
only being ranked in the national polls 42 times prior to Donovan’s arrival, UF had been
ranked a school-record 94 consecutive weeks in the Associated Press poll and 99 weeks by
the ESPN/USA Today poll before falling out on Feb. 16, 2004. The Gators were in both
preseason polls last season and were ranked until Dec. 6 before returning to the Coaches
poll for a week on Feb. 14 and then re-entering on March 7.

His winning percentage at UF (.677) is the best among all Gator coaches who spent more
than one season at UF and he reached the 100-victory mark at UF quicker than any coach in
school history, needing just 154 games to reach the century plateau. His current total of 193
wins in his first nine seasons is already good enough for second on the UF all-time coach-
ing victory list, while he reached 200 career wins on Feb. 25, 2004 vs. South Carolina.

Donovan’s teams have knocked off 32 ranked opponents during his tenure. UF has won 23
of its last 39 meetings with ranked teams.

Donovan’s squads have led the SEC in a statistical category 27 times, including 25 offen-
sive categories. Fifteen of his players have captured All-League honors and 10 of his
freshmen have been recognized. Four of Donovan’s players have been first round draft
picks in the NBA Draft, after the school boasted only two before his arrival, and he has
inked nine McDonald’s All-Americans after UF had just three prior to his arrival. The fans
are taking notice, attendance is up nearly 5,000 since Donovan’s arrival.
