TThe field for the NCAA Division I Women’s 
Soccer Championship expanded to 64 
teams in 2001 after extending invitations 
to 48 teams in the three previous seasons. 
The 2007 field will be announced Monday, 
Nov. 10 with the first and second rounds 
of play set for the weekend of Nov. 14 & 
16. North Carolina State, Town of Cary 
and the Capital Area Soccer League plays 
host to the 2008 College Cup. The NCAA 
semifinal and final matches will be played 
Dec. 5 and 7 at the SAS Soccer Park in 
Cary, N.C. 
 
The University of Florida advanced to  
the NCAA College Cup in 1998 and 2001, 
claiming the 1998 NCAA Championship 
with its 1-0 win over North Carolina in  
the title match held in Greensboro, N.C. 
The Gators fell 3-2 in overtime to  
eventual NCAA champion Santa Clara 
in 2001 NCAA College Cup semifinal 
action held in Dallas, Texas. Florida 
has advanced to NCAA play 11 of the 
program’s 13 seasons and has played 
host to tournament action for 10 seasons 
(1996-01, 2003-05, 2007). 
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
