Gator win in the second round of the 2006 NCAA Championships; USF's lone win versus UF was a 5-3 decision on April 1,
1986 - since that match, the Gators have won 22 straight in the series ... today’s result ends USF’s win streak at four
matches ... UF's Anastasia Revzina has won 14 consecutive singles matches ... the Gators have won 42 consecutive home
matches dating back to a 4-3 loss to Miami in the second round of the 2004 NCAA Championships on May 15, 2004 ... UF is
8-1 all-time in NCAA Round of 32 (second round) matches since the field expanded to 64 teams in 1999 ... USFmade its
second consecutive NCAA Second Round in 2007.
