Florida redshirt freshman outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.),
made her first collegiate match a memorable one, notching a double-double
with 15 kills and 11 digs to help the Gators win their fifth consecutive season
opener with a 3-1 (25-21, 26-28, 25-16, 25-17) victory against UAB in the Ste-
phen C. O’Connell Center.

Jaeckel also added four blocks and three service aces to help the Gators
improve to 17-8 all-time in season-opening matches, including a 13-4 record
under head coach Mary Wise. It marked Florida’s first match playing under the
25-point system that was implemented with a handful of other new rules in the
summer of 2008.

“It’s like a whole different world being able to contribute to your team’s suc-
cess,” Jaeckel said. “It really makes you appreciate all the hard work it takes in
the gym to get out on the court and you really can enjoy it that much more.”

Freshman right-side hitter/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) added
13 kills, seven digs and 20 assists, while freshman outside hitter Colleen Ward
(Naperville, I11.) added seven kills and four blocks. Sophomore outside hitter
Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) chipped in six kills and six digs. Freshman set-
ter Cindy Bathelt (Colorado Springs, Colo.) had a team-high 22 assists, while
junior Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) led the defensive effort with 19 digs.

“The Gators’ 2008 version is a work in progress,” Wise said. “I hope our fans
will understand that a 3-1 win is still a win. With the combination of our youth
and 25-point sets, 3-0 wins just aren’t going to happen. Tonight’s match was
typical of the Gators’ getting everyone’s best shot. I thought UAB played very
well. They are senior-experienced and internationally experienced.”

Junior middle blocker Kristina Johnson (Indianapolis, Ind.) showed a strong
recovery from an ACL injury suffered last season in the NCAA Regional
Semifinal vs. Texas. Johnson led the Gators with six blocks, while also adding
five kills.

“We started playing better when we were scoring points with our middles,”
Wise said. “It opens everything up for everybody else. That was a huge load
for Kristy Jaeckel and Callie Rivers in those first two sets, but once we started
doing a better job getting the ball spread around, things opened up for every-
body.”

Florida redshirt freshman Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) claimed Most
Valuable Player honors at the Aquafina Invitational, leading the No. 8/8 Ga-
tors with 12 kills on an impressive .786 hitting percentage in a 3-0 (25-21, 27-25,
25-18) win against Pacific in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators defeated the Tigers for the first time in program history after
UOP won the first six meetings in the series.

Jaeckel’s .786 hitting percentage is the third-highest hitting percentage (min.
12 kills) in a single match in school history in the rally-scoring era. She becomes
the only non-middle blocker in the rally-scoring era to hit better than .760 in
a match for the Gators. For the weekend, Jaeckel averaged 3.86 kills per set
on .345 hitting, while also averaging 1.57 digs per set and totaling six blocks
and three service aces. She averaged 4.75 points per set in two matches in the
Aquafina Invitational.

Freshman right-side hitter/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, IlL.), who
also was named to the All-Tournament Team, finished with eight kills on
.438 hitting with 19 assists, a match-high 19 assists and two blocks. Freshman
outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, Ill.) added seven kills, nine digs and
three blocks, while sophomore outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.)
chipped in six kills. Freshman setter Cindy Bathelt (Colorado Springs, Colo.)
dished out 16 assists and sophomore Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.) had a
team-high four blocks.

“As predicted, we thought Pacific would be a much better team than they
were yesterday,” Wise said. “It really all started with their great jump server
Svenja Engelhardt. I think for our team, we can use this as training to always
talk about comparing great servers to her. Tonight, we used a lineup that we
had practiced the least with Lauren Bledsoe playing middle and Kristy Jaeckel
playing right, and those two just had a great match.”

Junior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.), who was named to the All-Tour-
nament Team, recorded nine digs, which increased her career total to 1,150 and
moved her past Jenni Keene (1994-98) for sole possession of eighth place on the
school’s all-time digs list. Cusack also had three service aces in the match to give
her seven aces for the weekend.

“Elyse is both the offensive and defensive line for us,” Wise said. “Offensively,
she is the one who initiates the offense and, in terms of defense, we rely on her to
dig balls. Because there are so many new players, she is the constant. More than
just skill, Elyse provides leadership. She is off to a terrific junior season.”

No. 8/9 Florida recorded its highest team hitting percentage (.521) since
Sept. 28, 2003, and the Gators continued their Sunshine State success Friday
with a 3-0 (25-18, 25-18, 25-14) win against Jacksonville on the opening day
of the Campus USA Credit Union Invitational in the Stephen C. O’Connell
Center.

Florida (3-0), which was facing the Dolphins (2-2) for the first time since the
2005 season, improved to 106-20 (.840) all-time against in-state foes and 58-2
(:966) in the Mary Wise era. The Gators are a perfect 14-0 all-time vs. Jackson-
ville and have not dropped a match to an in-state rival since the 1994 campaign.

Four Florida players hit .500 or better in the match and the Gators out-hit
the Dolphins .521-.137. A balanced offensive display ensured that five Florida
players registered eight or more kills in the match.

Junior middle blocker Kristina Johnson (Indianapolis, Ind.) and freshman
right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) each recorded a match-high
nine kills. Johnson’s nine put-downs came on a career-best (min. 10 att.) .818
hitting with two blocks. Murphy hit a career-best .727 with 13 assists and three
digs.

“We did have a match-up advantage tonight and that’s why the game plan
was designed to get Kristina Johnson some swings,” Wise said. “She took ad-
vantage of them. When Elyse Cusack is anchoring our serve-receive, our setters
have lots of choices. What I love about it is, there was such good distribution
tonight.”

Freshman setter Cindy Bathelt (Colorado Springs, Colo.) dished out a
career-high and a match-high 23 assists to complement a career-best two service
aces. Junior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.), the Southeastern Conference’s
leader in service aces, recorded three aces in the match and came up with a
match-high 15 digs. Cusack has served at least three aces in each of the team’s
first three matches this season.

Redshirt freshman outside hitter/right-side Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.),
the reigning SEC Freshman of the Week, finished with eight kills on .312
hitting with four digs, while sophomore outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter
Park, Fla.) posted a season-high eight kills on a career-best (min. 10 att.) .571
hitting percentage. Freshman Colleen Ward (Naperville, IlL.) also hit better
than .500 with eight kills on a .583 efficiency.

Perhaps a young Florida volleyball team got a little bit older on Saturday
night. Campus USA Credit Union Invitational Most Valuable Player Kristy
Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) had a career-high 23 kills and seven digs to help
the No. 8/9 Gators weather a two-set deficit to pull off a 3-2 (22-25, 18-25,
25-23, 25-16, 15-12) win against No. 23/17 Long Beach State at the Stephen C.
O’Connell Center.

The Gators (4-0), facing their first ranked opponent of the 2008 campaign,
notched their first win against Long Beach State (5-1) since the 1997 season and
start the year on a four-match win-streak for the fourth time in five years.
Jaeckel’s 23 kills came on .348 hitting as she was named the Most Valuable Play-
er of a Florida regular-season tournament for the second consecutive week after
earning the same honors at the Aquafina Invitational a week ago. Jaeckel, the
reigning Southeastern Conference Freshman of the Week, charted a career-high
25.0 points and has led the team in points in each of its four matches.

“For this team, it’s a learning process and we will take so much from this
match,” Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “This is the first time this season
that we’ve been down 0-2. I think the numbers that will jump out are Kristy
Jaeckel’s 23 kills on .348 hitting but, as we’ve said all along, our team wins with
production out of so many players.”

Junior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.), who also was named to the All-
Tournament Team, anchored the Florida back row with a season-high 20 digs
and seven assists. Cusack moved into sole possession of seventh place on the
school’s all-time digs list and now has 1,185 career scoops.

Sophomore outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.), also an All-
Tournament Team member, notched her eighth career double-double with a
season-high 11 kills and a season-high 12 digs. She also tied her career high with
four blocks. It marked the second consecutive match that Rivers set a season-
high in kills.

Junior middle blocker Kristina Johnson (Indianapolis, Ind.), who was not
able to practice with the team from December until August of this year due
to an ACL tear suffered in the Gators’ last match of 2007 vs. Texas, posted a
career-high nine blocks and finished the weekend with 11 blocks.

Freshman right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, IIl.) charted eight
kills and a career-high 24 assists to complement four digs and a career-high three
blocks. Fellow freshman setter Cindy Bathelt (Colorado Springs, Colo.) dished
out 22 assists and came up with seven digs. Senior defensive specialist Christina
Diaz (Hollywood, Fla.) recorded a season-high three service aces.

Three Florida players registered double-digit kills, led by redshirt freshman
Kristy Jaeckel’s (Littleton, Colo.) team-high 11 and the No. 8/9 Gators posted
their 17th consecutive victory against in-state rival Florida State in a 3-0 (25-22,
26-24, 26-24) win in front of a packed house at Tully Gym in Tallahassee.

The Gators (5-0), who are in the midst of a three-match road swing, improve
to 31-16 all-time vs. Florida State and 59-2 under head coach Mary Wise vs. in-
state opponents. Florida has not dropped a match to an in-state opponent since
the 1994 season and is 107-20 all-time vs. teams from the Sunshine State.

Freshman right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) came one dig
shy of a triple-double with 10 kills on .316 hitting, a career-high 25 assists and
nine digs, while sophomore outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.)
tallied 10 kills and seven digs. Four Gators registered two or more blocks in the
match. Freshman outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, IIl.) had one of her
finest matches with seven kills on .467 hitting with four digs.

Sophomore right-side/middle blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.)
finished with a season-high six kills and two blocks, while junior libero Elyse
Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) headed the team’s defensive effort with 12 digs.

“We showed a toughness tonight that defined some of our best teams in
the past,” Wise said. “Florida State is not an easy team to defend against. They
are very good at power tipping. It wasn’t the cleanest of play by either team
tonight, but it’s also pre-conference. Elyse Cusack was outstanding tonight. We
don’t win this one without Elyse.”

The two teams battled evenly to begin the third set before Ward notched a
kill to spark a 2-0 run for the Gators that put them ahead 6-4. The Seminoles
rallied to tie the score at 6-all and went in front 7-6 on a put-down by Jordana
Price. An attack error by Ward and back-to-back FSU blocks gave the Noles
a 10-7 advantage and forced Wise to burn a timeout. With Florida trailing by
three, 11-7, the Gators went on a 3-0 run to cut within one, 11-10. After the
two teams traded points, UF was able to knot the score at 13-all, before back-
to-back attack errors by the Noles put the Gators up 15-13. Florida State ran off
two consecutive points to tie the score at 15-15, but Florida used a 3-0 run to go
up 18-15 heading into a timeout by the Seminoles.

Consecutive attack errors by the Gators brought FSU as close as one, 18-17,
before Ward posted a kill on the outside to give Florida a 19-17 advantage. A
Rivers put-down on the outside put UF ahead 21-19, but the Noles re-grouped
to knot the score at 22-all. A Rivers attack was blocked on the outside on the
ensuing play putting FSU in front 23-22 and forcing Wise to use a timeout.
With the score knotted at 24-all, Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) drilled a kill
down the middle and Ward registered a put-down off the block to give UF the
26-24 victory.

No. 8/9 Florida out-blocked Colorado 12.0-3.0, led by sophomore middle
blocker/right-side Lauren Bledsoe’s (Long Beach, Calif.) career-high seven
blocks, and three Gators recorded double-figure kills for the second consecutive
match in a 3-1 (25-22, 25-20, 22-25, 25-18) win against Colorado.

Bledsoe recorded eight kills on nine swings for a career-best .889 hitting efficien-
cy with a personal-best seven blocks. Bledsoe also charted a season-best 11.5 points
in leading the Gators (6-0) to a 3-0 advantage in the all-time series vs. the Buffaloes.

“I thought the player of the match for us was Lauren Bledsoe,” Florida head
coach Mary Wise said. “She played well for us both in the middle and the right
side with seven blocks. We have the luxury of being able to go with the hot
hand and tonight, we had Colleen, Kelly, Lauren and Kristy. The key stat to
the match was us having 12 blocks.”

Redshirt freshman outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo., the two-time
reigning Southeastern Conference Freshman of the Week, led the Gators in kills
for the fifth time this season with a match-high 15 on .303 hitting with three
blocks, one shy of her career-high. Freshman outside hitter Colleen Ward (Na-
perville, Il.) had her finest match in a Florida uniform, charting a personal-best
14 kills on .278 hitting with five digs and two blocks.

Freshman right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, II1.) flirted with
a triple-double for the third time this season, finishing with 12 kills on .346
hitting with a career-high-tying 25 assists and eight digs. Fellow setter Cindy
Bathelt (Colorado Springs, Colo.) charted 22 assists.

Junior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) had a match-high 16 digs and moved
into sixth place on the school’s all-time career digs list with 1,213 career digs.

Florida stormed out to a 3-0 advantage to begin the fourth set. Bowers
teamed with Jaeckel and Bledsoe, respectively, on back-to-back blocks and Alex
Buth committed an attack error to force the Buffaloes to burn an early timeout.
After a Florida service error, Jaeckel registered back-to-back kills to spark a 4-0
run by the Gators that was capped off by another Jaeckel kill. Senior Kelsey
Bowers’ (Gainesville, Fla.) three service points was a key in that run that put
Florida ahead 7-1.

The Buffaloes then used a 5-1 run to cut within two, 8-6, before Murphy
drilled a kill down the middle to stop the CU scoring spree. After the two
teams traded points, Colorado scored three consecutive points to go up 11-10.
A Jaeckel kill and two consecutive attack errors by the Buffs allowed Florida
to reclaim the lead at 13-11. Ward and Bledsoe followed with kills to extend
the UF run to 5-0 and give the Gators a 15-11 advantage heading into a CU
timeout. Florida kept rolling out of the break, scoring four of the set’s next five
points, including three kills from Ward to go up 17-12. Murphy had a kill to
give UF a 23-17 lead before an Emilee Sisco attack error closed out a 25-18 win
for the Gators in the fourth set.

No. 21 Colorado State used a strong defensive effort that produced 12.0 team
blocks and four players with four or more rejections apiece to defeat the No.
8/9 Florida volleyball team 3-0 (26-24, 25-16, 25-14) in front of 4,009 fans at
Moby Arena.

Freshman right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Il1.) led the way for
the Gators (6-1) with eight kills on .545 hitting with 18 assists and two service
aces. Sophomore middle blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.) followed
with six kills, while sophomore outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.)
and redshirt freshman outside hitter/right-side Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.)
each added five kills.

Junior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) had three service aces in the
match to mark the fourth time in seven matches this season that she has
notched three or more aces. She also led the back-row effort with eight digs.
The Gators recorded six service aces in the match.

Colorado State (8-1) extended its home-win streak to 19 matches with the
victory that was played in front of the 10th-largest home crowd in its program
history. The Rams out-blocked the Gators 12.0-2.0 and were led by Katelyn
Steffan’s 11 kills on .500 hitting. Tessa Nelson posted a match-high eight
blocks.

“This trip was a great experience for us and we will be a better team because
of having to play this schedule,” Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “Colorado
State has a great team with very experienced players. Our goal is to be able to
play a team of Colorado’s State talent and beat a team like that come December.”

In the first set, the two teams began trading points before CSU went ahead
19-15 heading into a Gator timeout. Out of the break, Rivers notched a kill on
the outside and Cusack served an ace down the middle to bring UF within two,
19-17, and force CSU head coach Tom Hilbert to use a timeout of his own.

The Gators pulled within one, 19-18, before a Cusack service error allowed
the Rams to re-gain a two-point advantage at 20-18. Murphy ripped a kill down
the line and followed with a service ace to tie the score at 20-all. After another
tie at 21-21, Bledsoe drilled a kill on the right side to give Florida its first lead
of the set at 22-21. Another put-down by Bledose, this one an off-speed attack,
gave the Gators a 23-21 advantage before a Colorado State kill brought the
Rams back within one, 23-22. Bledsoe and Bowers posted a resounding block
on the right side to bring the Gators to set point at 24-22. CSU staved off two
attempts at set point to knot the score at 24-24. A Steffan kill on the right side
brought the Rams to set point at 25-24 before a Bledsoe attack sailed long to
give CSU a 26-24 set-one victory.

Three Florida players - Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.), Kelly Murphy
(Wilmington, Ill.) and Colleen Ward (Naperville, IIl.) - each recorded nine or
more kills and charted 13.5 points apiece to direct the No. 11/11 Gators to
their 18th consecutive Southeastern Conference-opening win with a 3-0 (25-18,
25-16, 25-16) victory against Georgia in front of 3,411 fans in the Stephen C.
O’Connell Center.

The Gators (7-1, 1-0 SEC) had three or more players record eight or more
kills for the fifth time in the team’s last six matches, and four UF players had
three or more blocks to highlight one of the team’s most complete victories of
the year.

Ward led the way for the Gators with 10 kills on .400 hitting with seven
digs. Murphy chipped in nine kills on .263 hitting with 17 assists and a career-
high three service aces, while Jaeckel tallied nine kills on a match-high .412
hitting efficiency with a career-high three service aces and three blocks. As a
team, Florida served up 10 aces in the match, its second-most of the season.

“The key to our win was the point production out of three different people,”
Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “For Kristy, Kelly and Colleen, three of
our freshmen, to each score 13-and-a-half points for us, that’s how we win.
We’re not a team that is going to often get somebody scoring 20. Offensively,
we’re coming along, but the most encouraging thing is how well we blocked
tonight.”

Senior middle blocker Kelsey Bowers (Gainesville, Fla.) finished with a
season-high four blocks, while junior middle blocker Kristina Johnson (India-
napolis, Ind.) also posted four blocks in the match.

Junior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) led the team’s back-row effort
with 15 digs. Cusack, who sits in sixth place on the school’s all-time career digs
list, increased her career total to 1,236 and needs just 84 more digs to tie former
Gator All-American Aury Cruz for fifth place on the all-time list. Sophomore
defensive specialist Erin Fleming (Orlando, Fla.) came up with a season-high
four digs, playing in two sets.

Georgia opened up to a 6-3 advantage to begin the first set after a kill by
Maria Taylor and back-to-back attack errors by the Gators.

Senior Florida middle blocker Kelsey Bowers (Gainesville, Fla.) posted a
season-high seven blocks to break into the school’s all-time top-10 career list for
blocks, and junior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) had a season-high 21 digs
as strong defense led the No. 11/11 Gators to a 3-1 (25-12, 25-22, 21-25, 25-19)
win against LSU in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators (8-1, 2-0 Southeastern Conference) claimed their 25th consecu-
tive win against the Tigers (5-4, 0-2 SEC) and recorded double-digit blocks for
the fourth time in nine matches this season.

Bowers, who was not able to play or practice this summer since injuring her
back in an A2 tournament in May, had her finest match of the season, record-
ing five kills on .625 hitting to complement her seven blocks. Bowers increased
her career blocks total to 359 career rejections and moved her into 10th-place
on the school’s all-time career blocks list, surpassing Sherri Williams, who tal-
lied 355 total blocks from 2001-04.

Cusack surpassed the 20-dig mark for the second time this season with her
season-best 21 digs. Freshman setter Cindy Bathelt (Colorado Springs, Colo.),
who dished out a career-high 24 assists in the match, also finished with eight
digs, one shy of her career high.

“I think our defense really made a big difference for us today,” Florida head
coach Mary Wise said. “We finally made the digs we have needed to make.
Elyse had 21 digs and I thought Cindy’s eight digs were key.

“This is a long conference season,” Wise continued. “But for us to open up
2-0 at home is a great start for our team.”

Freshman outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, I11.) led the offensive at-
tackfor the Gators, recording a career-high 15 kills on .375 hitting with six digs
and three blocks. She also finished with a match-high 17.5 points and has led
the team in points for the last two matches. Ward has tallied double-digit kills
in back-to-back matches and three of her last four outings, and she hit better
than .350 in both of the weekend’s matches.

“Colleen has put together back-to-back great matches for us,” Wise said.
“What we love about her is that she can not only point score, but she also
doesn’t give away points to the other team. She had three blocks and, though
her serves didn’t always go for aces, we were able to score points off of them.”

Three Gators recorded double-digit kills for the third time this season as
redshirt freshman outside hitter/right-side Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.)

Freshman Florida setter/right-side Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) became
just the second player in school history to notch a triple-double, as she finished
with a career-high 15 kills, 18 assists and a career-high 10 digs on .619 hitting to
lead the No. 10/10 Gators to a 3-0 (25-19- 25-17, 25-21) win against Arkansas in
Barnhill Arena.

The Gators (9-1, 3-0 Southeastern Conference) had three players hit better
than .500 in the match for the second time this season, as Florida hit .333 as a
team, including an outstanding .517 clip in the opening set.

Murphy recorded just the fifth triple-double in school history and joins
former All-America setter Angie McGinnis as the only two players in school
history.

“The triple-doubles that Kelly is going to get are all interconnected,” Florida
head coach Mary Wise said.

Three Florida volleyball players tallied double-doubles, led by redshirt fresh-
man Kristy Jaeckel’s (Littleton, Colo.) match-high 19 kills and 11 digs, and
the No. 10/10 Gators demonstrated timely defense in one of the team’s best
all-around victories of the season - a 3-1 (22-25, 25-12, 25-20, 25-20) win against
Ole Miss in the Gillom Sports Center.

The Gators (10-1, 4-0 Southeastern Conference) responded from a first-
set loss to hit .300 in the match and out-dig the Rebels (6-6, 2-1 SEC) 65-43.
Florida’s 65 digs as a team are a season high.

“I think folks around the country will look at this as a 3-1 win against Ole
Miss and maybe not pay much attention to it,” Florida head coach Mary Wise
said. “But anyone who was in this building today understands how well we
had to play to beat Ole Miss, one of the hardest-working teams we will face all
season.”

Jaeckel notched her second consecutive double-double and accomplished the
feat for the third time in her young career. Jaeckel’s 19 kills came on .326 hit-
ting with a career-high-tying 11 digs. Freshman right-side/setter Kelly Murphy
(Wilmington, IlL.) came close to becoming the first player in school history to
tally back-to-back triple-doubles. After notching her first career triple-double
on Friday night, Murphy tallied 13 kills on .296 hitting with a career-high 29
assists and nine digs on Sunday against Ole Miss.

Freshman outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, I1.) finished with 11
kills on .364 hitting with five digs, while senior middle blocker Kelsey Bowers
(Gainesville, Fla.) charted her finest offensive match of the season with a season-
high eight kills on 11 swings for a .545 hitting efficiency with a match-high-ty-
ing three blocks. Bowers has either led or tied for the team lead in blocks in
each of the squad’s last four matches.

Sophomore middle blocker/right-side Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.)
recorded seven kills - one shy of her season high - and tied for the team lead in
blocks with three. Bledsoe has charted three or more blocks on five occasions
this season.

Junior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) charted a season-high 22 digs to
lead three Florida players who tallied double-figure dig totals. Cusack, who
ranks sixth on the school’s all-time career digs list, increased her career total to
1,293 scoops. Freshman setter Cindy Bathelt (Colorado Springs, Colo.) dished
out a career-high 26 assists and posted a career-high 10 digs.

Ole Miss was led by Regina Thomas’ 14 kills on .458 hitting with four
blocks.

Freshman Florida right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, IIl.) charted
the second triple-double of her career and her second in three matches, and
sophomore right-side/middle blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.)
registered a career-high 14 kills as the No. 10/10 Gators claimed a hard-fought
3-1(25-23, 18-25, 25-19, 25-21) win against Alabama in The CAVE.

Murphy, the reigning Sports Imports/AVCA National Player of the Week,
finished with 14 kills, a career-high 35 assists and a career-high 15 digs for her
second career triple-double.

Redshirt Florida freshman Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) recorded a
match-high 18 kills and freshman right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington,
111.) notched her third consecutive Friday night triple-double as the No. 9/8
Gators held off a late rally by No. 25 Kentucky for a 3-2 (25-21, 25-21, 16-25,
21-25, 15-8) victory in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

Freshman Florida right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) charted
her seventh consecutive double-double and freshman middle blocker Cassandra
Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) had her finest collegiate match to date as the
No. 9/8 Gators swept Tennessee for a 3-0 (25-22, 25-12, 25-22) victory in the
Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators (14-1, 8-0 Southeastern Conference), who swept Tennessee (10-8,
4-4) for the 29th time in 46 meetings between the two teams, improve to 8-0 in
the SEC for the 17th time in the past 18 seasons.

Junior Florida libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) became the school’s
all-time career digs leader and head coach Mary Wise notched her 650th career
victory as the No. 11/9 Gators swept Ole Miss, 3-0 (25-19, 25-19, 25-20) in the
Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

Cusack notched her seventh 20-plus dig performance of the season with 22
digs in the match to increase her career total to 1,461 and move her into sole
possession of first place on the school’s all-time career digs. She surpassed Lyra
Vance (1984-87), who accumulated 1,444 digs during her playing career, and
Cusack did so just 81 matches into her collegiate career.

“It’s a great honor just to be mentioned in the same sentence as some of the
greatest players to ever play at Florida,” Cusack said.

Five Gators tallied seven or more kills in the match, led by freshman right-
side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Il.), who charted her 12th consecutive
double-double with a match-high 12 kills on .320 hitting with 17 assists for 13.0
points. As a team, Florida (18-2, 12-1 Southeastern Conference) hit .362 and
out-blocked the Rebels (10-11, 6-6 SEC) 8.0-0.0.

Senior middle blocker Kelsey Bowers (Gainesville, Fla.) turned in a stellar
performance with eight kills and no errors on 11 swings for a season-best .727
hitting percentage and three blocks, while freshman outside hitter Colleen
Ward (Naperville, I11.) finished with eight kills and no errors on 15 swings for a
.533 hitting percentage with four digs.

Bowers moved into sole possession of eighth place on Florida’s all-time
career blocks list and now has 386 career rejections. She surpassed Kisya Killing-
sworth (2004-07), who recorded 383 blocks during her playing career, and
Bowers needs just two more to tie Angie McGinnis (2004-07) for seventh place
all-time with 388 career rejections.

Freshman middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) contin-
ued her strong play at the net, posting a match-high five blocks, which tied her
career high of five blocks recorded on Oct. 15 vs. South Carolina. Anderson has
charted four or more blocks in five of her last six matches, including three con-
secutive.

Junior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.), who prior to the match was pre-
sented with a commemorative ball by Wise for breaking the school’s all-time
career digs record on Friday night, moved into the SEC’s all-time top 10 list for
career digs on Sunday. Her match-high 17 digs vs. Arkansas increased her career
total to 1,478 and moved her past Kristy Dobson of Tennessee (1988-91) for
ninth place on the league’s all-time list.

Rivers’ 10 kills came on .500 hitting with five digs and two blocks, marking
the fourth time this season that she has eclipsed the double-digit kill plateau.

Florida freshmen Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) and Kelly Murphy (Wilm-
ington, Ill.) combined for 26 kills, 13 digs and 31.0 points, and the No. 12/9 Ga-
tors tied their season high with 12 service aces to shake off a slow start and defeat
Auburn, 3-1 (18-25, 25-23, 25-14, 25-21) in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators (20-2, 14-1 Southeastern Conference) have reached the 20-win
plateau for the 18th consecutive year and currently are in sole possession of
first place in the SEC after Kentucky lost a five-set match at Ole Miss on Friday
night. Florida’s 12 service aces in the match tied its season high of 12 set in its
season opener vs. UAB on Aug. 29. It marked the Gators” most aces in a confer-
ence match since recording 12 at Auburn on Oct. 19, 2007.

“We served very aggressively and had 12 aces - I thought that was
really the highlight of today.”

Auburn (621, 1-15 SEC) broke out to an early 14-9 lead in the first set and
cruised to a 25-18 victory after hitting .400 in the frame. Florida rebounded by
winning a back-and-fourth second set and took the match 3-1.

“Auburn played as well as they could in the first set and they hit .400,” Wise
said. “We were way out of sync and when you’re out of sync, it starts to snow-
ball. The key for us was winning the second set. If we go down 0-2, then we’re
out there hoping for it to go to five.”

Murphy notched her 16th double-double of the season with a team-high-ty-
ing 13 kills on .320 hitting with a squad-best 22 assists to complement nine digs,
as she just narrowly missed charting her fourth career triple-double. She also
tied her career high with three service aces in the match.

Jaeckel, who returned to the court after sitting out the team’s Nov. 2 match
vs. Arkansas due to illness, tallied 13 kills on a match-high .440 hitting percent-
age with four digs.

Freshman Florida right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) tied the
school record for career triple-doubles just 23 matches into her collegiate career,
finishing with a team-high 15 kills, 16 assists and 14 digs for her fourth career
triple-double in a 3-0 (25-23, 25-18, 25-23) win against Tennessee in Thompson-
Boling Arena.

Murphy’s four career triple-double ties her with former Gator All-America
setter Angie McGinnis (2004-07), as they are the only two players in school
history to have charted a triple-double. Murphy, who also had three blocks and
a team-leading 16.5 points in the match, has tallied a team-leading 17 double-
doubles in 23 matches this season.

Three Florida (21-2, 15-1 Southeastern Conference) players recorded double-
digit kills for the seventh time this season and the first time since facing Georgia
on Oct. 26, 2008. Redshirt freshman outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton,
Colo.) tallied 14 kills and posted four digs, while freshman outside hitter Col-
leen Ward (Naperville, Il.) added 11 kills and 12.5 points.

“This was a great match tonight,” Florida head coach Mary Wise said.

“I thought we played very well, but we were fortunate to win this match. I
thought it easily could have gone the other way. Tennessee was on a nine-
match winning streak, has some of the best talent in the league and they are so
well coached.”

Florida out-blocked Tennessee, 13.0-9.0, to improve to 7-0 this season when
charting double-digit team blocks. Freshman middle blocker Cassandra Ander-
son (Bakersfield, Calif.) led the blocking effort with a team-high six rejections.

Three Florida players registered double-digit kills, led by freshman right-
side/setter Kelly Murphy’s (Wilmington, Ill.) team-high 13, but No. 22/19

blocks. Freshman setter Cindy Bathelt (Colorado Springs, Colo.) dished out a
team-high 18 assists.

Junior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.), the school’s all-time career digs
leader, finished with a match-high 14 digs to increase her career total to 1,543.

As part of the 25th anniversary festivities, Cusack had the opportunity to meet
former Florida standout Lyra Vance (1984-87), whose career digs record of 1,444
stood for 21 years prior to Cusack eclipsing the milestone on Oct. 31, 2008.

“The image I’ll remember of tonight is Elyse getting the opportunity to meet
Lyra Vance,” Wise said. “She was a player that I had the opportunity to watch
when I was on the staff at Kentucky and she was a dominant player in the SEC.
For Elyse to meet her was really a special thing.”

Vance was one of more than 20 former Florida players on hand to celebrate
the 25th year since the school’s volleyball program was revived prior to the
1984 season.

“It was really cool looking in the stands and being able to see all the former
great players,” Rivers said. “Coach Wise told us after the match to think about
how many wins that all of those players that were there tonight had earned. It
really makes you realize how great this program is and how lucky we are to be
playing here.”

Wise presented Bowers with a commemorative ball prior to the match, as
Bowers became just the seventh player in school history to record 400 career
blocks, when she accomplished that feat last weekend vs. Tennessee.

Freshman right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) and sophomore
outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) combined for 20 kills on a
combined .472 hitting with 13 digs, and Florida finished its regular-season home
slate undefeated with a 3-0 (25-16, 25-16, 25-20) win against Alabama on Senior
Day Sunday in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators (23-3, 17-2 Southeastern Conference), who improved to 292-15
(:951) at home under head coach Mary Wise, finished the 2008 regular-season
home schedule with a perfect 14-0 record, including a 10-0 mark in league play
in the O’Connell Center. Along the way, Florida defeated then-No. 23 Long
Beach State and then-No. 25 Kentucky during this season’s home slate.

Florida, which has won 17 consecutive SEC titles, needs a win at South
Carolina on Wednesday night in its final league contest to clinch at least a share
of the 2008 SEC title.

“This was a great way to end the regular-season at home by how well we
played in both phases of the game - offensively and defensively,” Wise said. “We
have put ourselves in a position, with one match remaining, to win an SEC title
and, as a coach, that’s where you want to be at the end of the season.”

Seniors Kelsey Bowers (Gainesville, Fla.) and Christina Diaz (Hollywood,
Fla.) each were honored with framed jerseys following the match, as the duo
played its final regular-season home contest in front of the Gator faithful.
Manager Lance Burbank, a five-time recipient of the Melissa DeLong Hamby
Memorial Scholarship, also was recognized for his years of service to the pro-
gram.

“The reason we have Senior Day is to say thank you to our seniors for
their commitment to our program and how many hours and how much sweat
they put into it,” Wise said. “Kelsey Bowers battled through a back injury she
suffered this spring, when no one would have blamed her if she had decided
to retire. [Christina Diaz] D’s playing time changed this season, but she was
arguably our most valuable player. The two of them combined have really been
terrific senior leaders.”

The Gators out-hit the Crimson Tide .291-(-.011) marking the first time that
they have limited their opposition to a negative hitting efficiency since holding
Ole Miss to a -.025 hitting percentage on Sept. 21, 2007.

Murphy notched her 19th career double-double, as her 10 kills came on .500
hitting with 14 assists. She also charted six digs and two service aces. Rivers’ 10
kills came on .450 hitting with seven digs and two blocks for a match-high 13.0
points.

Freshman outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, Ill.) posted nine kills and
three blocks, while freshman setter Cindy Bathelt (Colorado Springs, Colo.)
dished out a match-high 20 assists. Freshman middle blocker Cassandra Ander-
son (Bakersfield, Calif.) tallied a team-high five blocks.

As it has gone all season long, it was a tale of the young and old coming
together on Wednesday night to help the No. 14/12 University of Florida vol-
leyball team capture at least a share of its 18th consecutive Southeastern Confer-
ence title with a 3-2 (25-27, 25-17, 22-25, 25-21, 15-11) victory against South
Carolina in the Volleyball Competition Facility.

The Gators (24-3, 18-2 SEC), who feature the youngest team in head coach
Mary Wise’s 18-year tenure with five freshmen and one redshirt freshman as
part of the team’s regular playing rotation, were led by freshman right-side/set-
ter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Il.), who broke the school record for career
triple-doubles just 27 matches into her collegiate career. She finished with 17
kills on .353 hitting with 25 assists and 13 digs for her fifth career triple-double.
She also charted a career-high five blocks.

The Gators have won at least a share of the SEC title every year of Wise’s
tenure (1991-present), having tied for the league crown in 1991 and 2004 and
winning it outright in each of the other seasons.

“This one is extra special because of all the factors that were involved in
winning a championship over the past 2 % months,” Wise said. “Tonight we
played a very good South Carolina team that played its heart out and I thought
it showed a lot of guts by our players to be able to get it done.”

Senior Kelsey Bowers (Gainesville, Fla.), who spent the entire summer
and much of the spring rehabilitating from a back injury suffered during A2
participation in Atlanta, turned in her finest performance of the season with a
season-high 13 kills on .579 hitting with three blocks and two service aces for
17.0 points. Freshman outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, I11.) also tallied
13 kills with four digs and two blocks. Ward also had a perfect 1.000 reception
percentage on 29 reception attempts.

Redshirt freshman outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) had 10
kills and a career-high seven blocks. Freshman middle blocker Cassandra
Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) recorded a career-high 10 blocks making her
the first Gator to reach double-digit blocks since Bowers accomplished the feat
twice during the 2007 season. Anderson also notched a career-high seven kills.

Junior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) directed the squad’s back-row
effort, finishing with 24 digs and recording a perfect 1.000 reception percent-
age on 15 attempts. Freshman setter Cindy Bathelt (Colorado Springs, Colo.)
registered her third career double-double with a career-high 31 assists and tied
her career-high with 11 digs.

Freshman Florida right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) became
the first player in school history to record back-to-back triple-doubles, as she
finished with 13 kills, 17 assists and a career-high-tying 15 digs Saturday evening
to lead the No. 14/12 Gators to a 3-0 (25-18, 25-23, 25-21) victory against
Mountain West Conference member UNLYV in the Cox Pavilion.

The Gators (25-3), who have now won 25 or more matches in each of their
last 18 seasons, put together one of their most balanced offensive performances
of the season as four players tallied seven or more kills and each of the 13 play-
ers who dressed for the match saw action in at least one set.

“Tonight’s match was a win where we got production out of everyone,”
Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “The fact that we had five players at 20-
plus swings shows that we gave ourselves a lot of options tonight. I thought
we showed great patience against one of the finest defensive teams that we have
faced all year.”

Murphy has recorded a record-setting six triple-doubles just 28 matches into
her collegiate career and, on Wednesday at South Carolina, broke former All-
Anmerica setter Angie McGinnis’ record of four career triple-doubles. She also
finished with five blocks and a team-leading 15.5 points.

Redshirt freshman outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) finished
with eight kills on .259 hitting, while freshman middle blocker Cassandra
Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) added eight kills on .350 hitting with five blocks.
Sophomore middle blocker/right-side Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.)
tallied seven kills on .636 hitting.

Freshman Florida middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.)
made her first collegiate NCAA Tournament match a memorable one, record-
ing a career-high 10 kills on an impressive .909 hitting percentage and the No.
11/10 Gators recorded their highest team hitting percentage in an NCAA
Tournament match in school history (.451) en route to a 3-0 (25-20, 25-21, 25-
15) victory against Florida A&M in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

Florida (26-3) advances to the NCAA Tournament second round, where it
will face No. 22 Colorado State on Saturday.

“Florida A&M is a very difficult team to defend and I thought we were fairly
efficient on offense,” Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “Our .451 hitting
percentage is a testament to that. We didn’t block as many shots as we’d hoped
to, but we did serve the ball and hit the ball very well tonight.”

Anderson’s 10 kills came on 11 swings with no errors for a .909 hitting
efficiency, the highest by a Florida player in a single match since Kisya Kill-
ingsworth hit .917 against South Carolina on Oct. 31, 2007. Anderson also re-
corded a match-high four blocks and tied her career high with 12.0 total points.
In the last four matches, Anderson is averaging 11.5 points per match.

“Those numbers are pretty eye-popping - 10 kills on 11 swings and four
blocks,” Wise said. “Cassandra has the ability to do that and we haven’t had
many middles that can do it at her level as a freshman, and that is because of
her ability to hit around the block. She can adjust her arm swing based on what
the block takes. That’s not really taught and for her to learn how to do that as a
freshman says a lot about the talent she came to us with.”

As a team, the Gators hit .451 and out-hit the Rattlers .451-.165. The hitting
efficiency eclipsed Florida’s previous NCAA Tournament single-match hitting
percentage record of .440 set on Dec. 6, 2002 against Central Florida. Four
Gators hit better than .400 in the match for the first time since Sept. 5, 2008 vs.
Jacksonville.

Freshman right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) and sophomore
outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) each registered seven kills,
as Murphy hit .417 with 13 assists, five digs and three blocks. Senior middle
blocker Kelsey Bowers (Gainesville, Fla.) chipped in six kills on .500 hitting.

Junior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) led the team’s defensive effort
with eight digs, while freshman setter Cindy Bathelt (Colorado Springs, Colo.)
dished out a team-high 21 assists, eclipsing the 20-assist plateau for the 16th time
this season.

Three Florida players - freshman middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Ba-
kersfield, Calif.), sophomore middle blocker/right-side Lauren Bledsoe (Long
Beach, Calif.) and senior middle blocker Kelsey Bowers (Gainesville, Fla.)

- tallied four blocks each in the match.

The Rams, who averaged 12.4 blocks per match over their previous five
matches, were held to 5.0 blocks for the first time since Oct. 2, 2008 when the
team recorded just 4.0 blocks.

“We watched as much tape as we could on Colorado State, including the
first time that we played them,” Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “The mes-
sage to our players was that there may not be a team that has improved more
from September to December than our team has. The big question was if the
improvement was enough to get us closer to Colorado State.

“We discussed that this match would be similar to playing Kentucky with a
team with a great blocking middle,” Wise continued. “That helped us prepare
for Colorado State. The key stat in the entire match was that Colorado State, a
great blocking team, was held way below their average.”

Rivers also added five digs and 11.5 total points, while freshman right-side/
setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, I11.) added eight kills on .353 hitting with
13 assists, five digs and three blocks. Freshman outside hitter Colleen Ward
(Naperville, I11.) notched her 21st match this season with seven or more kills, as
she finished with seven put-downs on .429 hitting with six digs.

Junior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) led the Gators’ defensive effort
with 10 digs, while freshman setter Cindy Bathelt (Colorado Springs, Colo.)
dished out a team-high 17 assists.

Colorado State (23-7) was led by Mekana Barnes’ match-high 10 kills on .350
hitting with a team-high four blocks.

Sophomore Florida middle blocker/right-side Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach,
Calif.) registered a team-high eight kills on .385 hitting, but No. 2/2 Stanford
had three players register 10 or more points, including Foluke Akinradewo’s
match-high 18.0, in a 3-0 (25-14, 25-21, 25-21) victory against the No. 11/10 Ga-
tors in Moby Arena.

Florida, which advanced to the NCAA regional semifinals for the 17th time
in the last 18 years, ended its 2008 season with a 27-4 overall record.

“When we’re playing a team like Stanford, there is so little margin for error,”
Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “I thought our team competed hard and we
got better as the match went along. We were right there at the end of sets two
and three, we just didn’t have an answer for Foluke [Akinradewo]. We didn’t
make or get the breaks that we would have needed to have at least extended the
match. I couldn’t be more proud of our team as far as how hard they competed
in a brand new environment for many of them.”

Freshman right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) and sopho-
more outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) each tallied six kills in
the match. Murphy added a team-high 15 assists with six digs, while Rivers
recorded eight digs.

“This match will only help us next year and down the road,” Wise said. “We
started five freshmen and there’s nothing we can do in practice to simulate this
environment and that talent. This provided us the opportunity to have played
against the best and to recognize the gap and what we have to do to narrow it
down the road. This team will be able to build on this experience.”

Junior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) led the defensive effort with 16
digs and also tallied two service aces, while senior middle blocker Kelsey Bow-
ers (Gainesville, Fla.) posted a team-high four blocks.

Bowers finishes her collegiate career in sixth place all-time on Florida’s career
blocks list with 426, surpassing former Gator Heather Wright (1997-00) in her
final college match Bowers and fellow senior Christina Diaz (Hollywood,
Fla.) end their college careers having compiled a 119-13 (.902) record with four
NCAA Round of 16 appearances and four Southeastern Conference titles.

Stanford was led by Foluke Akinradewo’s match-high 13 kills on .684 hit-
