Sophomore Florida outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) tallied a match-
high 12 kills on a stellar .647 hitting clip Friday to help lead the No. 8/9 Gators
to their sixth consecutive season-opening victory, a 3-0 (25-16, 25-23, 25-19) win
against UNLV in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators (1-0) have now won six consecutive season-opening matches and im-
prove to 18-8 all-time in lid-lifting matches. Florida is 15-4 under head coach Mary
Wise in season openers.

“I was really pleased with how hard we worked on serving, having an aggressive
mentality and not giving up a lot of points in a row;” Wise said. “We had to score 20
of our 25 points in the first set and 23 of the 25 [in the second], which means they
[UNLV] were making no unforced errors. We saw a lot of good signs from our team
tonight. It’s all about trying to become a great team come December.”

Jaeckel’s 12 kills came on 17 swings for a .647 hitting percentage - the second-best
hitting efficiency of her career. She also charted a service ace in the match.

Jaeckel was one of three Florida players to register double-digit kills as sophomore
right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, I1.) notched her 22nd career double-
double with 12 kills on .261 hitting with 16 assists for a team-high 13.5 points.
Sophomore outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, I11.) charted 10 kills on .421
hitting and two blocks.

Senior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) led the team’s defensive effort with 11
digs, which moves her within 14 digs of breaking into the Southeastern Conference’s
all-time top-five for career digs. She now has 1,645 career scoops, just one match into
her senior campaign.

Junior transfer setter Brynja Rodgers (Iowa City, lowa/NMSU) dished out
a match-high 21 assists in her Florida debut, demonstrating relentless effort and
impressive versatility in her sets.

Sophomore middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) tallied four
blocks in the match, picking up where she left off last season at the net.

UNLYV (0-1) was led by seven kills apiece from Cursty Jackson and Samantha
Noland.

The Gators improve to 3-0 all-time vs. UNLV and 14-6 all-time vs. members in
the current alignment of the Mountain West Conference.

Campus USA Credit Union Invitational Most Valuable Player Kelly Murphy
(Wilmington, IlL) recorded a match-high 15 kills on .684 hitting with 18 assists and
seven digs Saturday to pilot the No. 8/9 Florida volleyball team to a 3-0 (25-20,
25-22, 25-15) victory against Big XII Confetence foe Colorado in the Stephen C.
O’Connell Center.

The Gators open their season 2-0 for the sixth consecutive year and improve to
16-0 all-time in the history of the Campus USA Credit Union Invitational.

Florida hit .411 in the match and demonstrated a strong defensive effort, out-

digging the Buffaloes (1-1) 42-19. Colorado made a number of adjustments during
the course of the match, but the Gators were able to respond to post the 3-0 sweep.

“Colorado made a lot of changes in the match offensively,” Florida head coach
Mary Wise said. “They made a lot of adjustments — they changed their offense,
switched from a 6-2 to a 5-1 and our players were able to make the necessary adjust-
ments on the court without having to call a timeout. Our players just never lost a
beat tonight.”

Mutphy was one of three Gators to tally double-figure kills in the match. Fellow
All-Tournament Team members Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) and Colleen Ward
(Naperville, I1L.) also reached double-digits in kills.

Murphy finished the weekend with 27 kills (4.50 k/s) on .452 hitting with 34
assists for a team-high 31 points in the two matches combined. Murphy had two
service aces in Saturday night’s match.

“I thought that we played with a lot of energy tonight,” Murphy said. “Last night,
we had a little bit of nerves, but tonight we played with a lot more consistency.”

Ward charted her first collegiate double-double with 12 kills on .455 hitting and
a career-high 11 digs, while Jaeckel registered 10 kills and six digs. Sophomore right-
side/middle blocker Lauten Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.) added six kills on .625
hitting,

Senior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) tied Ward with a match-high 11 digs.
Cusack also dished out eight assists in the secondary-setter role, while junior setter
Brynja Rodgers (lowa City, lowa) had a match-high 19 assists.

Colorado (1-1) was led by Becca Fogle’s team-high 10 kills and three digs. All-
Tournament Team member Kaitlyn Burkett had five kills on .714 hitting with 11
assists and three digs.

Junior transfer setter Brynja Rodgers (Iowa City, Iowa), playing in her first-ever
Florida-Florida State rivalry match, served an ace on match point to lead the No. 5
Gators to a thrilling five-set (25-19, 23-25, 25-20, 22-25, 17-15) victory against the
Seminoles in front of 3,763 raucous fans in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators (3-0) captured their 18th consecutive victory against the Seminoles
(3-1) and improve to 32-16 all-time vs. FSU, including a 25-2 mark under the direc-
tion of head coach Mary Wise.

“The MVP of tonight’s match was the crowd,” Wise said. “Now our goal is to
bring our execution to the level this crowd was at tonight. I don’t know if we win
this one in Tallahassee and I don’t know if we would win it on a neutral court, but
we won it tonight and there are 3,700 fans that were a big part of that. This is one
of those special matches that our fans will remember for a long time because of the
atmosphere.

“No matter what happened in that final set, we’re a better team from having
played this match,” Wise continued. “We can refer back to this match when we play
a team that runs the middle as well as Florida State and has tough servers and a great
libero.”

Sophomore outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) led the way for the
Gators offensively, charting a season-high 17 kills on .359 hitting with 10 digs for her
third career double-double.

Junior right-side/middle blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.) turned in
one of her finest offensive matches in a Florida uniform, charting a career-high 15
kills on .500 hitting with one block solo for 16.0 points.

Sophomore outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, T1L.) tied her career high with
15 kills and posted a career-high 13 digs for her second consecutive double-double.
Ward has eclipsed her personal best in digs in each of the team’s last two matches.
She also registered a season-high four blocks, including two block solos.

Rodgers charted a double-double with a season-high 23 assists and 11 digs. She
also served a match-high three aces, including the clincher.

Sophomore right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) dished out a
season-high 34 assists, one shy of her career high. She also tallied eight kills and eight
digs for 7.0 points. Senior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) headed the squad’s
defensive effort with a season-high 19 digs.

Trailing 24-21 in the fourth set and down 2-1 in the match, the No. 5/5 Florida
volleyball team rallied to post a dramatic five-set (25-20, 15-25, 16-25, 27-25, 15-9)
victory against No. 11/12 Stanford on Friday in the Alex G. Spanos Center on the
opening night of the 31st Annual Community Bankers Classic.

Florida (4-0) charted its second consecutive five-set win and it was its second con-

secutive match where it had to stave off an attempt at match point in order to post
the victory. For the first time in school history the Gators have won back-to-back
matches after being down at match point.

“Not only was it our second match in a row to win in five, but it was our second
to come back from being down at match point,” Florida head coach Mary Wise
said. “To do that twice in two matches is amazing. I can’t say enough about our
team’s resiliency. It was match point for Stanford with Kristy Jaeckel serving and
she just went back there and ripped the jump serve. We just got great play out of so
many players tonight. That’s why you win big matches.”

Sophomore outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, Ill.) recorded a team-high
16 kills for a squad-best 18.5 points. Sophomore right-side/setter Kelly Murphy
(Wilmington, Ill.) accumulated her seventh career triple-double with 14 kills, a match-
high 28 assists and 10 digs. Murphy also had three blocks in the match.

The Gators have placed at least three players in double-figure kills in each of their
four matches this season and had four players in double-figures on Friday night.
Junior right-side/middle blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.) tallied 13 kills
on .500 hitting, while sophomore outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) had
11 kills and two service aces.

Senior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) led the defensive effort with 22 digs
and also added nine assists. Sophomore middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Ba-
kersfield, Calif.) posted six kills and a season-high six blocks in the match.

Florida trailed 24-21 in the fourth set before Stanford’s Janet Okogbaa committed
an attack error. Murphy then recorded a kill and Okogbaa committed another error
to tie the score at 24-all. After another tie at 25, the Cardinal’s Cassidy Lichtman had
a service error and Ward ripped a kill to give Florida the 27-25 fourth-set victory.

The two teams were even for much of the fifth set before Anderson and Murphy
posted a powerful block to give Florida a 7-5 advantage. The Gators led 8-6 when
the two squads switched sides of the court and a Murphy kill put Florida up 9-6
heading into a Stanford timeout.

The Cardinal cut to within one, 9-8, before the Gators posted three kills in a row,
the last by Bledsoe, to go up 13-8 in the set. After a Murphy service error, Ward and
Jaeckel tallied back-to-back kills to clinch the 15-9 set-five win.

Sophomore Florida outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, I1l.) on Saturday
recorded a team-high 15 kills on .355 hitting to help the No. 5/5 Gators to a 3-1 (25-
14, 20-25, 25-19, 25-21) win against host Pacific. The victory in the Alex G. Spanos
Center clinched the 31st Annual Community Bankers Classic Championship for UF.

The Gators (5-0) placed four players in double-figure kills for the second consecu-
tive match and defeated Pacific (4-1) for the second consecutive season.

Florida head coach Mary Wise was pleased with the victory, but said the two
matches in the Community Bankers Classic help Florida learn of the areas in which
it needs to improve.

“These were two back-to-back grind-it-out matches in this tournament that
exposed weaknesses in areas where we can get better,” Wise said.

Senior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) was named the Most Valuable Player
of the Community Bankers Classic. She finished Saturday’s match with a match-high
16 digs and moved into the Southeastern Conference’s all-time top-five for career
digs now with 1,713 career scoops.

“Elyse has been the anchor of our serve-receive and our defense and she has
continued to make the elite plays look routine,” Wise said. “I thought there were two
terrific liberos on the court tonight and we’re really fortunate that Elyse Cusack is on
our side.”

Ward finished with a team-high 15 kills to go along with seven digs and a team-
high 16.0 points. Junior middle blocker/right-side Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach,
Calif.) had 12 kills on .455 hitting,

Sophomore outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) notched her fourth
career double-double with 10 kills and 10 digs to complement two block solos.
Sophomore right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, IlL) added 10 kills with a
career-high six blocks and 24 assists.

Sophomore middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) posted a
team-high seven blocks.

With the score tied at 20-all in the fourth set, florida then used a 3-0 run, capped
off by a kill from senior middle blocker Kristina Johnson (Indianapolis, Ind.), to go
up 23-20 and force Tigers coach Dave Johnson to use his last timeout of the period.
Florida closed out the set with a 25-21 win in the fourth set on a Ward kill.

Florida outside hitters Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) and Colleen Ward (Na-
perville, Tll.) combined for 29 kills and 21 digs to lead the No. 4/4 Gators to a 3-1
(25-13, 18-25, 25-23, 25-10) win against South Florida in front of a hostile crowd of
3,056 fans in the Sun Dome on the opening night of the Tampa Twice Tournament.

The Gators (6-0) placed three players in double-figure kills for the sixth time this sea-
son and posted their fourth consecutive victory in a match that went four or more sets.

“We will look back at this and think that this is one of those matches where our
team really grew up,” Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “In this environment,
with as good of a team as USF has this year with all of their seniors and all of their
experience, it was a real gut check. I thought our team showed a lot of grit against a
very good USF team.”

Florida posted a season-high 11.0 blocks, tying USF in that category. Sophomore
middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) posted a match-high seven
blocks to mark her fifth match this season with four or more blocks.

“There were so many great effort plays tonight,” Wise said. “Sometimes when you
start to block balls, you create two-point swings, and I think we benefitted from that
tonight.”

Ward tied her career high with 16 kills and also added eight digs and three blocks
for a match-high 17.5 points. She has led the Gators in kills for three consecutive
matches. Jaeckel posted her fifth career double-double with 13 kills on .407 hitting
with a career-high 13 digs.

Junior right-side Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif)) reached double-figures in
kills for the fourth consecutive match with 11 kills to complement two blocks. Senior
middle blocker Kristina Johnson (Indianapolis, Ind.) finished with seven kills on .333
hitting with four blocks.

Sophomore right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, IlL.) dished out a
match-high 27 assists to go along with eight digs, while junior setter Brynja Rodgers

The No. 3/3 University of Washington volleyball team turned in a complete ef-
fort, holding No. 4/4 Florida to an .067 hitting efficiency, to post a 3-0 win (25-17,
25-10, 25-19) win against the Gators on Saturday in the Tampa Twice Tournament,
hosted by the University of South Florida at its Sun Dome.

Sophomore Florida right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) registered
her eighth career triple-double and senior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.)
moved into third place on the Southeastern Conference’s all-time career digs list to
lead No. 5/6 Florida to a 3-2 (21-25, 25-16, 25-17, 26-28, 15-11) win against Ole
Miss on Friday in front of a packed crowd in the Gillom Sports Center.

The Gators (7-1, 1-0 SEC) improve to 22-4 all-time in SEC openers, including a
perfect 19-0 mark under the direction of head coach Mary Wise.

“I think this is indicative of what SEC play is going to be like in 2009 — wins on
the road are going to be hard to come by,” Wise said. “Ole Miss, in this environment,
played really well as expected. The good news is that the play of Kelly and Kristy was
really solid. The area where we have to get better is in eliminating unforced errors.”

Murphy finished with a career-high 20 kills on .441 hitting, 32 assists and a
career-high 16 digs en route to her second triple-double of the season. The school’s
career record holder in triple-doubles, Murphy is the only player in the SEC to have
registered a kill so far this season.

Cusack recorded a match-high 22 digs in the match to increase her career total
to 1,765. Florida’s all-time career digs leader, Cusack moved into third place on the
SEC’s all-time digs list, surpassing former Georgia standout Shelly Gross (1983-86).
Gross recorded 1,748 digs during her playing career. Cusack also dished out a career-
high 12 assists.

Sophomore outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) charted a season-high
19 kills on .366 hitting with 11 digs for her sixth career double-double. She also
posted a season-high four blocks in the match for a match-high 21.5 points. Fellow
outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, I1l.) added 14 kills and tied her career high
with five blocks.

Sophomore middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) and Kris-
tina Johnson (Indianapolis, Ind.) each registered a match-high six blocks.

Sophomore Florida outside hitters Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) and Colleen
Ward (Naperville, 111.) accounted for a combined 26 kills and 13 digs to lead the No.
5/6 Gators past Arkansas 3-0 (25-16, 25-19, 26-24) on Sunday in Barnhill Arena.

The Gators (8-1, 2-0 Southeastern Conference) excelled thanks to their steady
serving and passing that saw Florida record six service aces in the match, and a
toughness that allowed the team to rally for a 26-24 victory in the third set.

Playing at home in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center for the first time since Aug.
31, the No. 5/5 Florida volleyball team was impressive in recording its 35th consecu-
tive win in the series against Mississippi State with a 3-0 (25-12, 25-14, 25-18) sweep
on Friday night.

Sophomore right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, II1.) led the way for the
Gators (9-1, 3-0 Southeastern Conference) with a match-high 12 kills on .476 hitting
with a match-high 28 assists and seven digs for 14.0 total points, while sophomore
outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, I11.) added 11 kills, a match-high three
service aces and seven digs. Ward led the team with 15.0 points.

Florida hit .390 as a team on Friday night, marking the squad’s highest team hit-
ting efficiency in a SEC match so far this season and its second-highest efficiency of
the year overall. The Gators out-dug the Bulldogs 46-27 and led in kills 52-25.

Rivers, an outside hitter by design, made her first start of the 2009 season, doing
so on the right side and excelling with a season-high nine put-downs.

Sophomore Florida outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, I11.) charted a
match-high 14 kills on .667 hitting and sophomore outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel
(Littleton, Colo.) added 12 kills on .550 hitting Sunday to lead the No. 5/5 Florida
volleyball team to a 3-0 (25-16, 25-11, 25-14) victory against Alabama in the Stephen
C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators (10-1, 4-0 Southeastern Conference) recorded a season-best .418
hitting percentage in the match and out-blocked their opponent for the first time
this season with an 8.0-1.0 edge. Florida out-dug Alabama 40-27 and held a 42-24
advantage in kills.

“The Gators played well in a lot of different aspects today,” Florida head coach
Mary Wise said. “Heading into today’s match, we felt if we could win the serving
and passing battles, we could win the match. Our team took care of business in a big

way. Both of our seniors were instrumental in leading our play today.”

Ward’s 14 kills came on 21 swings with no errors for a career-best .667 hitting effi-
ciency. That bested her previous-best mark of .636 against Auburn on Oct. 17, 2008.
Wiard also added six digs and four blocks in the match for a match-high 16.0 total
points. The sophomore has posted double-digit kills in 10 of the team’s 11 matches
this season and has led the Gators offensively on six occasions.

Jaeckel recorded 12 kills on a .500 hitting efficiency — her third match this season
hitting better than .400 — to complement six digs for 12.5 total points.

“It’s a step for us in the right direction and a very good win for this team,” Jaeckel
said. “We’ve been working really hard on our consistency and we can build off of
this win in the future.”

Senior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) finished the match with a squad-best
nine digs to increase her career total to 1,808. Impressively, she becomes the first
player in school history to reach 1,800 digs in her collegiate career. Cusack also
served two aces in the match.

Sophomore right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Il1.) charted seven kills
on .429 hitting with a match-high 22 assists, four digs and two blocks. Senior middle
blocker Kristina Johnson (Indianapolis, Ind.) added five kills and three blocks for
7.0 total points.

Sophomore middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) posted a
match-high five blocks to mark the seventh time this season she has recorded four or
more rejections in a single match. It was the 10th time in 11 matches this season that
she has cither led or tied for the team lead in blocks.

Sophomore Florida right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, L) turned
in her ninth career triple-double, tying her career high with 20 kills on .424 hitting
with 27 assists and 14 digs, but the No. 5 Gators dropped a five-set (25-9, 19-25,
25-23, 20-25, 11-15) match to No. 15 Kentucky on Friday evening in the Stephen C.
O’Connell Center.

The loss marked the first home regular-season Southeastern Conference defeat
for the Gators (10-2, 4-1 SEC) since falling to Tennessee on Nov. 14, 2004. Florida
ended its streak of 21 consecutive home victories and dropped its first regular-season

home match in nearly five years.

“I thought Kentucky played really well tonight, especially on the defensive end,”
Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “We hit 19 balls out of bounds and if you hit
that many balls out of bounds, I don’t think a team deserves to win. We knew that
kills would be hard to come by tonight. The key for us is what happens on Sunday
and how fast this team can mature.”

Mutphy was one of three Gators to reach double-figure kills, marking the eighth
time this season that three or more Florida players have charted 10 or more kills
apiece. Sophomore outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) and sophomore
outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, Ill.) each turned in 12 kills, while Jaeckel
recorded her fifth double-double of the year with 11 digs.

“I thought Kelly [Murphy] was outstanding tonight, not only in point production,
but she had few errors,” Wise said.

Senior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) came up with a team-high 15 digs to
increase her career digs total to 1,823 scoops. Sophomore middle blocker Cassandra
Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) led the team in blocks for the 11th time in 12 matches
with five rejections, including tying her career high with three solo blocks.

Sophomore Florida right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, L) registered a
match-high 15 kills on .542 hitting with 16 assists and seven digs to lead the No. 9/9
Gator volleyball team to one of its most complete wins of the season, a 3-0 (25-22,
25-16, 25-11) decision against Southeastern Conference rival Georgia on Sunday in
the Ramsey Student Center.

Murphy finished the weekend with 26 total kills for an average of 4.33 kills per
set on .600 hitting over the two-match stretch. She also averaged 5.83 assists per set,
3.17 digs per set and 1.00 blocks per set.

“We played this entire match at the right intensity level and the right effort level,”
Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “I thought both our offense and our defense
played at a pretty high level tonight.”

Impressively, Florida (14-3, 8-2 SEC) hit .368 in the match, holding The Bulldogs
to an .087 hitting efficiency. The Gators were dominant at the net, out-blocking
Georgia 11.5-2, marking the largest blocking advantage of the season.

“Good things happen when we block balls,” Wise said. “We’ve worked so hard all
season long on blocking and our players have really bought into that.”

Sophomore outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) tallied nine kills on
421 hitting with six digs and two blocks for 10.5 total points. Senior middle blocker
Kristina Johnson (Indianapolis, Ind.) recorded a match-high six blocks, while junior
right-side Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) turned in a career-high five blocks.

Senior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) came up with a match-high 12 digs to
increase her career total to 1,895 career digs. She is five scoops away from becoming

the first player in school history to reach 1,900 career digs.

Junior setter Brynja Rodgers (lowa City, lowa) dished out a team-high 24 assists,
while sophomore middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) had four
blocks for the 11th time this season.

The Gators sprinted to a 5-1 lead in the third set on the strength of three
consecutive blocks. Georgia rallied to cut within three, 6-3, and continued to battle
closely. Florida managed to widen its lead to 9-4 after a Johnson kill and an attack
error by the Bulldogs that forced a UGA timeout.

With the Gators ahead 7-4, Florida ran off seven consecutive points to extend its
edge to 10, 14-4. Down 15-5, the Bulldogs ran off two in a row to cut within eight,
15-7. UF kept rolling to a 19-8 lead after a resounding block on the right side by
Johnson and Rivers. The Gators cruised to the 25-11 third-set victory to clinch their
second consecutive sweep after downing Auburn on Friday evening,

Georgia (11-9, 2-7 SEC) was led by nine kills each from Briana Bahr and Erika
Clarke.

Sophomore Florida outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) registered a
team-high 10 kills on .500 hitting Friday and senior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose,
Fla.) became just the third player in Southeastern Conference history to surpass the
1,900-dig mark for her career to lead the No. 10/11 Gators to a 3-0 (25-12, 25-18,
25-106) victory against Arkansas in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators (15-3, 9-2 SEC) recorded a .392 hitting percentage — their third-best
offensive efficiency mark of the season - in the match and out-blocked their oppo-
nent for 10.0-4.0. Florida out-dug Arkansas 33-28 and held a 40-29 advantage in kills.

Jaeckel’s 10 kills came on 20 swings with no errors for a .500 hitting efficiency to
complement a match-high 12 digs for her sixth double-double of the season. She
also added a career-high-tying three service aces and a block solo for a match-high
14.0 points.

“The goal for this match was to win the serving, passing and blocking battles,”
Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “We felt if we could do that in those three areas
tonight, then this would be a match that we would win. That’s exactly what happened
tonight with eight service aces, 10 blocks and we passed so well. We performed at a
very high level in all three of those areas, particularly the play of Kristy Jacckel. She
had 10 kills with no errors, three aces, 12 digs and one block. She had a great match.”

Cusack finished the match with 11 digs to increase her career total to 1,906. She
becomes the first player in school history and just the third in SEC history to reach
1,900 digs for her collegiate career.

“I have just worked hard since I’'ve been here and it has paid off,” Cusack said.
“It’s always nice to have your name in the record book, but right now; it is all about
team effort and winning one match at a time.”

Sophomore outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, Ill.) charted nine kills on
.333 hitting with three blocks. Sophomore middle blocker Cassandra Anderson
(Bakersfield, Calif.) posted a match-high five blocks, marking her 12th match this
season with four or more blocks. She also contributed six kills on .417 hitting,

Junior setter Brynja Rodgers (lowa City, lowa) served up a career-high four
service aces, including a stretch of three consecutive aces in the second set. Rodgers
also dished out a match-high 20 assists.

Reigning SEC Offensive Player of the Week Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, IlL.)

Sophomore Florida right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, IlL.) recorded
a match-high 14 kills on .407 hitting and the No. 10/11 Gators used several lengthy
service runs Sunday to notch a 3-0 (25-18, 25-13, 25-16) win against Ole Miss in the
Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators (16-3, 10-2 Southeastern Conference) put together four service runs
of four or more points during the course of the match and out-blocked Ole Miss
9.0-2.0 to mark the eighth time in the team’s last nine matches that it has won the
blocking battle.

“We were scoring points based on some really good serving and some really good
blocking today,” Florida head coach Mary Wise said.

Sophomore Florida outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) recorded a
match-high 16 kills on .326 hitting and sophomore right-side/sctter Kelly Murphy
(Wilmington, IIL.) turned in her NCAA Division-I leading sixth triple-double of the
season to lead the No. 10/12 Gators to a 3-0 (25-20, 25-22, 33-31) victory against
Alabama on Friday evening in The CAVE.

The Gators (17-3, 11-2 Southeastern Conference) turned in one of their more
balanced offensive matches, with five players recording six or more kills. Florida,
however, was out-blocked 6.0-3.0 as a team and hit .287 in the match.

Jaeckel’s 16 kills came on .326 hitting with six digs for a match-high-tying 16.0
points. Four of those put-downs came at critical times late in the third set.

“I thought that Alabama played very well tonight,” Florida head coach Mary Wise
said.

Senior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) charted a season-high 24 digs to
increase her career total to 1,944, which ranks third all-time in SEC history. Cusack
also dished out six assists and recorded a service ace.

Sophomore outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, I1l.) added seven kills and
six digs, while junior right-side Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) chipped in six kills.

Florida took an early 5-3 lead in the third set, following back-to-back kills by
Anderson and Jaeckel.

The two teams traded points before Florida broke a 18-18 tie with suc-
cessive kills by Anderson and Murphy to go up 20-18. Down 22-20, Alabama rallied
with a service ace and a kill to tie the score at 22-20, forcing a timeout by the Gators.
Out of the break, the Crimson Tide quickly knotted the score at 22 and, after eight
more ties, back-to-back kills by Jaeckel and Ward down the line gave UF the set 33-
31 and the match.

Sophomore Florida right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, IlL.) registered
her seventh triple-double of the season and her second consecutive in a three-set
sweep, as the No. 10/12 Gators defeated Mississippi State in a hard-fought 3-0 (25-
23, 27-25, 25-22) match on Sunday afternoon in the Newell-Grissom Building.

The Gators (18-3, 12-2 Southeastern Conference) have now posted six consecu-
tive sweeps of SEC opponents. Florida won the blocking battle 8.0-7.0 and out-dug
Mississippi State 65-62 in a match that featured six ties and nine lead changes.

“We fully expected Mississippi State to play well coming off their big win on
Friday night,” Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “They did just that by playing
lights-out defense and low-error volleyball. A 3-0 win this year is even more difficult
to achieve. I thought our team’s play, down 23-18 in the second set, showed a lot of
guts.”

Murphy’s second consecutive triple-double came via 11 kills on .320 hitting with
25 assists and 10 digs to complement three blocks for 12.5 points. She broke her
own school single-season record in triple-doubles with seven and now has a school-
record-setting 13 for her career. Murphy leads all NCAA Division I players so far this
year with seven triple-dips and notched back-to-back triple-doubles for the second
time in her career.

Four Florida players recorded double-figure kills as junior right-side Lauren
Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.) tallied 11 kills on 14 swings with no errors for an impres-
sive .786 hitting efficiency. Sophomore outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, I11.)
charted her third triple-double of the season with 11 kills and 11 digs for a match-high
14.5 points. Ward also had a career-high-tying three service aces in the contest.

Sophomore outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) recorded her seventh
double-double of the season with 10 kills and 13 digs for 11.5 points.

Senior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) was one of four Gators who also
recorded double-figure digs, as she posted a team-high 14 scoops. Cusack now has
1,958 digs for her career, which ranks third all-time in SEC history.

Junior setter Brynja Rodgers (Iowa City, lowa) dished out 14 assists and posted
two service aces, while sophomore middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Bakers-
field, Calif.) charted a team-high four blocks, marking the 13th time this season
she has recorded four or more rejections in a single match. Senior middle blocker
Kristina Johnson (Indianapolis, Ind.) tied for match-high honors with four blocks.

Mississippi State (6-19, 2-13 SEC) was led by Demian’s match-hgih 12 kills. Libero
Kayla Woodard added a squad-best 23 digs.

Four Florida players hit better than .500 for the first time since Sept. 5, 2008
and hitters Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) and Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, I11.)
combined for 23 kills as the No. 9/11 Gators posted a 3-0 (25-16, 25-20, 25-14) win
against border-rival Georgia on Friday evening in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators (19-3, 13-2 Southeastern Conference) charted their seventh consecu-
tive sweep of a league opponent, marking the longest such stretch since the 2007
squad posted nine straight sweeps of SEC foes. Florida hit an impressive .474 in the
match, the highest team hitting percentage by the Gators since a sizzling .521 clip
against Jacksonville on Sept. 5, 2008. That match against the Dolphins also marked
the last time four Gators hit .500 or better in a single contest.

“Georgia had been playing very well as of late and we felt that the Georgia team
we played tonight was going to be much improved than the first time we played
them,” Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “Fortunately, we brought our ‘A’ game
today. In terms of our offense, we hit .474, blocked well and were very aggressive
behind the service line. We continued to serve aggressively and were very efficient
offensively. That was the difference in the match.”

Florida turned in eight service aces in the match, tied for its second-most of the
season, and out-blocked Georgia 9.0-2.0 in the match. Including the first meeting
between the two teams, the Gators finish the 2009 series with the Bulldogs, holding a
combined 20.5-4.0 advantage in team blocks against Georgia this year.

Murphy led the Gators with a team-high 12 kills on .579 hitting with 17 assists
and three blocks for a match-high 13.0 points. Jaeckel followed with 11 kills on .526
hitting with eight digs for 12.5 points.

“We felt Kelly could get kills on the right-side tonight,” Wise said. “I thought
Brynja [Rodgers| had one of her best setting matches and gave really good looks to
all of our hitters. It starts with that first contact - whoever is digging, Brynja making
the second pass and then Kelly delivering,”

Senior middle blocker Kristina Johnson (Indianapolis, Ind.) charted five kills on
.500 hitting with a team-high four blocks, while sophomore middle blocker Cas-
sandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) tallied five kills on eight swings with no errors
for a .625 hitting efficiency to complement three blocks. Anderson tied her career
high with three service aces in the match. Sophomore outside hitter Colleen Ward
(Naperville, IlL.) also added five kills.

Junior setter Brynja Rodgers (Iowa City, lowa) dished out a team-high 19 assists,
while senior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) tied for the match-high with eight
digs. Cusack now has 1,966 digs in her collegiate career and needs 71 more scoops to
tie former Kentucky standout Jenni Casper for second-place all-time in SEC history.

Sophomore Florida outside hitters Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) and Colleen
Ward (Napetville, I1l.) combined for 22 kills and 15 digs Sunday and the No. 9/11
Gators hit better than .400 for the second consecutive match in a 3-0 (25-15, 25-18,
25-13) win against Auburn in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators (20-3, 14-2 Southeastern Conference) secured their 19th consecutive
20-plus win season on Sunday. In program history, Florida has recorded 22 total

20-plus win seasons, including every year of head coach Mary Wise’s tenure. Wise is
averaging 32.1 wins per season over the course of her UF coaching career.

Florida hit .430 in the match, marking the second consecutive match in which the
team has hit better than .400. The Gators recorded their top-two hitting efficiency
marks of the year this weekend after a season-best .474 clip on Friday against Geor-
gia. For the weekend, Florida hit a sizzling .451 as a team — its highest in a two-match
stretch in 2009.

“In terms of the second half of the SEC season, in the past month, I’ve seen us
improve in lots of different areas from blocking to offensive efficiency to serving
more aggressively,” Wise said. “Hach of those skills were really apparent today with
us hitting .430 as a team. I feel like we continue to get better regardless of the oppo-
nent and we are putting ourselves in a good position to be playing our best volleyball
at the end of the season.”

Florida extended its streak of consecutive sweeps to eight matches, marking the
longest such streak since the Gators tallied nine straight 3-0 wins against conference
opponents during the 2007 campaign.

“If you look around the country, 3-0 sweeps are fewer and fewer,” Wise said.
“They just aren’t happening. The fact that we did it on the road last weekend and at
home this weekend, I think we continue to play at a high level at an important time
of the year.”

Four Gator players hit better than .400 in the match (min. 5 swings) for the
second consecutive contest and Florida committed just 10 attack errors on the entire
weekend. The Gators also held the Tigers without a block on Sunday and out-
blocked Auburn 7.0-0.0 in the match.

“I think it really speaks to the maturing process of our team,” Wise said. “Today,
I can’t remember a single time Kelly didn’t set a ball that wasn’t hittable. The hitters
have been making really good choices, especially our sophomore left-sides.”

Ward led the Gators with a match-high 12 kills on .455 hitting with nine digs and
two block assists, while Jaeckel followed with 10 kills on .370 hitting to complement
six digs and a team-high two service aces.

Junior outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) recorded six kills on 11
swings with no errors for a .545 hitting efficiency, while sophomore middle blocker
Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) tallied three kills on a .600 hitting ef-
ficiency to complement a match-high four blocks.

No. 19/17 LSU’s Brittnee Cooper and Marina Skender combined for 36 of the
team’s 52 kills en route to a 3-1 (24-26, 25-23, 25-19, 25-17) win against the No.
10/11 University of Florida volleyball team on Friday evening in the Stephen C.
O’Connell Center.

The Gators (20-4, 14-3 Southeastern Conference) were led by sophomore outside
hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.), who turned in a team-high 18 kills as one
of three Florida players in double-figure kills. Jaeckel also added nine digs and three
blocks for a team-high 20.5 points.

Sophomore right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, IlL.) charted her NCAA
Division I leading eighth triple-double of the season and the 14th of her career with
13 kills on .333 hitting with 29 assists and 15 digs. Sophomore outside hitter Colleen
Ward (Naperville, I1l.) followed with 11 kills and seven digs.

“Give credit to LSU — they played very well, especially Marina Skender,” Florida
head coach Mary Wise said. “I thought our team played hard and competed well,
but LSU was a tough match-up for us. What they do well, we have trouble stopping.
I do think we were much better playing them this time around. Our goal remains the
same — to be playing our best volleyball come December. If we can improve as much
in the next month as we did from the middle of October to the middle of Novem-
ber, then we have a chance to do well.”

Senior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) finished with a match-high 20 digs
and became just the third player in SEC history to eclipse the 2,000-dig mark for
her collegiate career. UF’s all-time career digs leader, Cusack currently ranks third in
SEC history in career digs and needs 37 more to tie former Kentucky standout Jenni
Casper for second-place all-time.

Sophomore middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) recorded
six kills on .600 hitting with four digs and a team-high four blocks. It marked the
15th time in 24 matches this season that Anderson has charted four or more blocks
in a single contest.

“Cassandra played really hard tonight,” Wise said. “There was a lot asked of her
to go up against a much older, much bigger player and I think she held her own.”

Junior outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) added six kills and three
blocks, while junior setter Brynja Rodgers (Iowa City, lowa) dished out 18 assists.

Senior Florida libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) moved into sole possession
of second place on the Southeastern Conference’s all-time career digs list and four
Gators recorded double-figure kills in a 3-1 (31-29, 25-23, 24-26, 25-21) win against
No. 10 Kentucky on Sunday in Memorial Coliseum.

Cusack turned in a season-high 33 digs to increase her career total to 2,055
scoops. She surpassed former Kentucky standout Jenni Casper for second-place on
the league’s all-time career digs list.

Florida (21-5, 15-4 SEC) recorded double-figure team blocks for the eighth time
this season, out-blocking the Wildcats 10.0-7.0 in the match. Four Gators tallied
double-figure kills, marking the 12th time this season that three or more players have
reached the double-figure kill plateau in the same contest.

“I think this was just a great match of high-level volleyball,” Florida head coach
Mary Wise said. “It was two very good teams battling with such great rallies. We
feel very fortunate to have won and have to give credit to a good Kentucky team that
really battled without its senior setter for most of the match.”

Sophomore outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, 11l.) charted a team-high
14 kills on .325 hitting with a career-high 18 digs to mark her fourth double-double
of the season. Junior right-side Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.) was a force
for the team in the middle and on the right, recording 13 kills on .345 hitting with a
season-high five blocks.

Sophomore Florida outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) recorded a
match-high 11 kills on .611 hitting Friday and the No. 15/15 Gators turned in their
highest team hitting percentage (.519) since Sept. 5, 2008 in a 3-0 (25-14, 25-8, 25-12)
win against South Carolina to cap off the 2009 Southeastern Conference slate at the
Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

Florida head coach Mary Wise, in her 19th season at the helm of the program,
earned her 600th victory at UE, giving her a 600-66 (.901) record at Florida. The 600
wins since 1991 mark the most of any NCAA Division I volleyball program during
that stretch.

The Gators (22-5, 16-4 SEC) bested their previous season-best hitting percentage
(474), notching a .519 clip against the Gamecocks and marking the team’s best hit-
ting efficiency since a .521 clip against Jacksonville on Sept. 5, 2008.

Florida had five players with six or more kills apiece as part of a balanced offen-
sive attack and out-blocked South Carolina 8.0-2.0 in the match.

“We understand that this South Carolina team looks very different than the first
time we played them, because of injuries,” Wise said. “The difference for us this time
was how much patience we showed. We only hit four balls out of bounds today. The
offense was at a pretty high level — to hit .500 means you must be doing something
right and I thought we did a lot of things right today.”

Jaeckel’s 11 kills came on 18 swings with no errors for a .611 hitting efficiency to
go with five digs and two service aces for a match-high 13.5 points. Sophomore set-
ter/right-side Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Il1.) charted nine kills on 14 swings with
no errors for a .643 efficiency clip to go with a match-high 28 assists and seven digs.

Sophomore outside hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, I11.) added nine kills on .444
hitting to complement two aces and four digs, while junior outside hitter Callie Riv-
ers (Winter Park, Fla.) added seven kills on .385 hitting,

Sophomore middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) charted six kills
on six swings with no errors for a 1.000 hitting efficiency with two blocks, while junior
middle blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.), who earned her second consecu-
tive start, turned in a season-high-tying five blocks for the second match in a row.

Senior libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.), whom Wise presented a game ball
prior to the match for achieving her 2,000th career dig against LSU, finished with a
match-high 14 digs to increase her career digs total to 2,069. She needs 58 more digs
to become the SEC’s all-time career digs leader.

South Carolina (14-16, 5-15 SEC) was led by Meredith Moorhead’s six kills. Senior
libero Sarah Cline had just three digs in the match, but became the school’s all-time
career digs leader during the course of the contest.

25-15, 25-16) win in the NCAA Second Round at the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators (25-5) advance to the NCAA Round of 16 for the 18th time in the
last 19 years. Florida will face the winner of the State College, Pa., subregional on
Friday at the O’Connell Center. Confirmed regional times will be released later.

Florida, which had only five team blocks in the first two sets combined, exploded
for seven blocks in the final frame to post its largest blocking margin of the season
at +11. The Gators recorded their 25th victory of the season to extend the nation’s
longest streak of consecutive 25-win seasons to 19.

Senior Penn State outside hitter Megan Hodge turned in a match-high 20 kills on
.366 hitting and the No. 1 Nittany Lions hit .454 as a team in a 3-0 (25-12, 25-18, 25-
21) win against No. 14 Florida on Friday evening in the NCAA Regional Semifinals
at the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

Senior Florida (25-6) libero Elyse Cusack (Melrose, Fla.) became the Southeast-
ern Conference’s all-time career digs leader on Friday evening, turning in a match-
high 15 digs to increase her career total to 2,138 and allow her to surpass former
Arkansas standout Ashley Miller (2,126) for the league’s all-time record.

“I am so proud of the way our team competed tonight,” Florida head coach
Mary Wise said. “Hats off to Penn State and its players and coaches. I think 3,400
people saw some really elite-level volleyball today. This match was a really good start-
ing point for 2010 and where we will begin for next year.”

The match marked the final contest for Cusack and fellow senior Kristina
Johnson (Indianapolis , Ind.), who end their careers for the Gators with a 111-15
record (.880) record over the four-year timespan. The duo competed in four NCAA
Regional Semifinals and three SEC Championships.

“Both of our seniors will leave different legacies, but very important legacies,”

Wise said. “In Elyse, you have a four-year starter who holds our school and confer-
ence record for digs. KJ’s legacy can be measured in terms of what she has meant to
this team in terms of her leadership skills both on and off the court.”

Sophomore outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) led the way for the Ga-
tors offensively on Friday, turning in a team-high nine kills, while sophomore outside
hitter Colleen Ward (Naperville, 1) followed with eight kills.

Sophomore right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, 1l1.) dished out a team-
high 26 assists, while junior right-side Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) added seven
kills and a season-high 10 digs.

The two teams battled evenly to begin the first set until three consecutive Penn
State kills gave the Nittany Lions a 10-6 advantage. PSU kept adding to its lead to
go ahead 15-8 after a 5-2 run and back-to-back kills by Arielle Wilson. The Nittany
Lions scored 10 of the final 14 points of the set to take a 25-12 first-frame victory.

Penn State raced to a 7-2 advantage to open the second set and kept adding to its
lead to go ahead 15-8 until a put-down by Rivers stopped the scoring streak. Down,
20-12, Florida engineered a 5-2 run to cut within five, 22-17 on an attack error from
Wilson. The Nittany Lions then scored three of the last four points to close out a
25-18 second-set win.

After a number of early ties, Florida jumped ahead 7-5 in the third set thanks to
a Murphy kill and a service ace by junior middle blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long
Beach, Calif.). Penn State quickly tied the score at 9-9 and then raced ahead 12-9
after three kills on four plays. The Gators hung tough, cutting within four on several
occasions, last at 22-18. The two teams traded points until the Nittany Lions closed
out the 25-21 win on a Blair Brown kill.
