The No. 13 University of Florida volleyball team benefitted from a total-team
effort, using a number of key individual contributions and posting 11 team
blocks to knock off No. 9 Iowa State, 3-1 (25-22, 25-21, 10-25, 25-20) Saturday in
the opening match of the 2010 season at the prestigious Runza/AVCA Showcase
in the Qwest Center.

The Gators (1-0) notched their seventh consecutive victory in a season-opening
match, improving to 19-8 all-time in lid-lifters and 3-0 all-time vs. Iowa State.

It marked Florida’s first victory against a top-10 team since beating No. 10
Kentucky on Nov. 22, 2009 in Lexington, Ky.

“I don’t know too many first matches where the play is very pretty, and we
showed that at times,” Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “We are such a
team in progress and I think a lot of the rallies we won were indicative of that.
There were times where Iowa State really got on a roll. We just have to grind it
out — that’s who we are and that’s what we were able to do today.”

Senior outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) led Florida’s offensive
attack with 10 kills on .364 hitting, just missing a double-double with nine digs.
Rivers was one of five Gators to record seven or more kills. Sophomore right-
side Tangerine Wiggs (Seattle, Wash.) turned in a career-high nine kills with
five block assists, while junior outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.)
added eight kills and five digs.

Senior middle blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.) posted seven
kills and five blocks, while junior right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington,
IIL.) had seven kills, 26 assists, eight digs and two block solos. Senior libero Erin
Fleming (Orlando, Fla.) charted a career-high 18 digs.

“Lauren having five blocks today was huge and our pin hitters really came
through for us,” Wise said.

Freshman setter Chanel Brown (Tempe, Ariz.) totaled 13 assists, while junior
middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) added three blocks.

As a team, the Gators out-hit lowa State .195-.180, with Florida hitting better
than .300 in both the first and fourth sets of the match. Florida out-blocked
Iowa State 11-9.5, marking the Gators’ most blocks since posting 12 against FIU
in the 2009 NCAA Second Round.

Iowa State (0-1) was led by 11 kills from senior outside hitter Victoria Hen-
son and 10 from sophomore middle blocker Jamie Straube.

Junior Florida right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, I1l.) was nearly
unstoppable on Sunday, turning in her 16th career triple-double to lead the No.
13 Gators to a 3-2 (25-22, 25-22, 29-31, 13-25, 15-12) upset of No. 2 Nebraska at
the prestigious Runza/AVCA Showcase in the Qwest Center.

The Gators (2-0) posted their first victory against a top-two ranked team
since defeating No. 2 Hawaii in the 2003 NCAA Championship Semifinals.
With the win, Florida closes the weekend with two wins against top-10 squads,
after knocking off No. 9 Iowa State on Saturday afternoon.

“The AVCA Showcase delivered,” Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “It
has a history of great matches, and hopefully this one today will go down
in that group. We felt like to beat Nebraska in this state, we would have to
match the intensity level of not only the six players on the court, but also of the
Husker fans. This team really did a great job of that today.”

Murphy tied her career high with 20 kills on .514 hitting with 23 assists, 10
digs and three blocks. Junior outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.)
charted her first double-double of the 2010 season with 12 kills and a career-
high 15 digs to go along with five blocks. Senior outside hitter Callie Rivers
(Winter Park, Fla.) added 12 kills on .300 hitting with three service aces and
seven digs.

“I think we did a really good job of staying calm and not getting wrapped
up in the atmosphere,” Murphy said. “We knew that we had a chance to work
hard if we worked hard and stayed focused.”

Freshman setter Chanel Brown (Tempe, Ariz.) dished out a career-high 31
assists, while sophomore right-side Tangerine Wiggs (Seattle, Wash.) added
seven kills and four blocks. Senior middle blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long
Beach, Calif.) chipped in six kills and seven blocks, while junior middle blocker
Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) also had six kills with five blocks.

Bledsoe, Murphy and Rivers all were named to the AVCA Showcase All-
Tournament Team.

Nebraska (1-1) was led by 18 kills on .464 hitting by Lindsey Licht.

The No. 6 Florida volleyball team hit .373 and used a balanced attack Friday
afternoon to defeat Albany, 3-0 (25-8, 25-21, 25-14) in the Gators” opening match
of the Campus USA Credit Union Invitational at the Stephen C. O’Connell
Center.

Junior outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) led the way for the Ga-
tors offensively with nine kills on .350 hitting. Junior middle blocker Cassandra
Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) followed with six kills on .444 hitting, while
senior outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) chipped in six kills on
417 hitting. Rivers also tied her career high with four service aces in the match,
a feat she has accomplished on two prior occasions.

The Gators (3-0) used their highest hitting percentage of the season (.373)
and held the Great Danes to just an .072 offensive efficiency. It marked the first
time Florida held an opponent below the .100 hitting percentage mark since
limiting South Carolina to an .076 clip on Nov. 27, 2009.

Each of Florida’s 14 players who dressed for the match saw action in the
contest and six players tallied four or more kills apiece.

“It’s great that we were able to play so many of our players in the match,”
Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “We're going to be looking to so many
players coming off of the bench to make plays for us this season. It's a good
experience for them.”

The Gators won the blocking battle for the third consecutive match, out-
blocking the Great Danes 7.5-3.0. Sophomore right-side Tangerine Wiggs
(Seattle, Wash.) turned in five kills on .500 hitting with four blocks, while senior
middle blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.) also had four blocks.

Junior right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, IIl.) dished out a match-
high 19 assists, while freshman setter Chanel Brown (Tempe, Ariz.) added 14
assists. Senior libero Erin Fleming (Orlando, Fla.) led the back-row effort with
16 digs.

Albany (2-2) was led by six kills from Teresa Coppiellie and five from Gabby
Whitworth.

The No. 6/4 Florida volleyball team used a dominant blocking performance,
out-blocking Bowling Green 12.0-3.0, in a 3-0 (25-12, 25-11, 25-16) sweep of the
Falcons on Friday in the Campus USA Credit Union Invitational at the Stephen
C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators (4-0), who swept Albany on Friday afternoon, recorded their
most blocks since also recording 12 in a 3-0 win against FIU in the NCAA Sec-
ond Round on Dec. 4, 2009. Florida has averaged 11.1 blocks per match in each
of its four contests this season, charting double-figure blocks in three of those
outings.

UF recorded a season-high .431 hitting efficiency in the match and limited
Bowling Green to a -.012 offensive efficiency. It was the first time the Gators
held an opponent to a negative hitting percentage since limiting Alabama to a
-.011 efficiency on Nov. 23, 2008.

“Some of the markers for a good defensive team are its hitting efficiency of
the opponent and the number of blocks recorded,” Florida head coach Mary
Wise said. “The match ended with Bowling Green hitting negative and us
recording 12 blocks. It starts with the serve. We had aggressive serving and that
leads to some easier points to be scored. We played a young team is just going
to get better and better, but it’s tough for them to play against Florida at home,
in the O’Connell Center.”

Junior outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) and senior outside
hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) each recorded eight kills on .375 hitting
percentages. Rivers added eight digs and three blocks, while Jaeckel tallied a
match-high 12.0 total points. Five Gators charted five or more kills in the match
for Florida, which continued its theme of a balanced offensive performance.

Sophomore right-side Tangerine Wiggs (Seattle, Wash.) recorded five kills
on six swings with no errors for a .833 hitting efficiency with a career-high six
blocks. Junior right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, I11.) notched five
kills on .308 hitting with a match-high 15 assists and six digs.

Freshman setter Chanel Brown (Tempe, Ariz.) dished out 14 assists and
served two aces, while senior defensive specialist Erin Fleming (Orlando, Fla.)
had a match-high nine digs.

The No. 6/4 Florida volleyball team used aggressive serving and hitting
to overtake a big-blocking No. 15/13 Colorado State team in four sets, 25-22,
25-19, 25-27, 25-21, to capture the Campus USA Credit Union Invitational at the
Stephen C. O’Connell Center on Saturday.

Florida (5-0) recorded its third victory against a top-15 foe just five matches
into the 2010 campaign.

Junior right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) and senior middle
blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.) combined for nearly half of the
Gators’ offensive output, recording 13 and 10 kills, respectively. Bledsoe was
nearly unstoppable, hitting at a .533 clip while contributing five blocks, and
was errorless through the first three sets.

Earning the first official start of her career, freshman setter Chanel Brown
(Tempe, Ariz.) dished out 17 assists and eight digs, while fellow setter Murphy
also contributed eight digs to go along with 24 assists.

Junior middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) came up
big for the Gators with eight kills and three blocks. Junior outside hitter Kristy
Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) contributed seven kills, while senior outside hitter
Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) and sophomore right-side hitter Tangerine
Wiggs (Seattle, Wash.) tallied six kills apiece for the Gators.

Senior libero Erin Fleming (Orlando, Fla.) was one of three Florida players
with double-figure digs with 10, while also tying her career high with four
service aces.

The Gators recorded 11.0 blocks in the match, marking the fourth time in
five outings that they have reached double-figure totals in rejections.

Bledsoe, Murphy and Rivers each were named to the Campus USA Credit
Union Invitational All-Tournament Team for their performances.

“I don’t think either team really got into a good rhythm except when Colo-
rado State got into a good sideout rhythm at the start of set three,” Florida head
coach Mary Wise said. “The good news is on a night where our pin hitters
were having a tough time getting a kill, and you have to credit Colorado State
for that, we were still able to win. In volleyball, so often, it’s about how good
our left sides are and they were doing so many other things for us that it was
hard for them to kill the ball. We won that match because of all the things they
do for our team.”

Colorado State (5-1) was led by Campus USA Credit Union Invitational Most
Valuable Player Jacque Davisson, who recorded a match-high 19 kills.

Three Penn State players recorded double-figure kills led by Deja McClen-
don’s match-high 18 kills to direct the No. 1 Nittany Lions to a 3-1 (20-25, 25-21,
25-14, 25-23) win against No. 4 Florida in front of 6,022 fans — the fifth-largest
crowd in school history — on Friday in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center at the
Nike Volleyball Big Four Classic.

“What an awesome atmosphere early in the season,” Florida head coach
Mary Wise said. “Penn State — they don’t win 109 straight matches without
having gut checks and the poise they show, especially from the older players.
They are just so solid mentally, they can keep the pressure on you. I think the
difference in the match came from behind the service line.”

Junior right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) turned in her 17th
career triple-double and her second of the year with a team-high 14 kills on .300
hitting with 18 assists and 12 digs. Murphy also added three blocks and totaled
17.5 points for the Gators (5-1).

“The crowd stayed with us the whole time; they never gave up,” Murphy
said. “It gave us the confidence to keep playing hard all the way to the end. It
definitely raised our energy level.”

Florida continued its balanced offensive attack with six players recording
five kills or better. Junior middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Ca-
lif.) charted eight kills on .538 hitting with a season-high six blocks for 12.0 total
points. Senior middle blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.) added eight
kills on .333 hitting with two blocks, while junior outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel
(Littleton, Colo.) chipped in seven kills with five digs and three blocks.

Senior outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) had six kills and seven
digs, while sophomore right-side Tangerine Wiggs (Seattle, Wash.) charted five
kills.

Senior libero Erin Fleming (Orlando, Fla.) led Florida’s defensive effort with
a career-high 21 digs.

For the match, the two teams were fairly even statistically. Penn State (7-0)
hit .293 for the match, while the Gators hit .231. The Nittany Lions won the
blocking battle 10.5-9.0.

Penn State, which won its 109th consecutive match, was led by 18 kills from
McClendon and a double-double by Blair Brown with 16 kills and 21 digs.

Florida’s Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) and Tangerine Wiggs
(Seattle, Wash.) combined for 16 kills on .615 hitting and five blocks to direct a
balanced offensive attack that led the No. 3 Gators to a 3-0 (25-18, 25-19, 25-19)
win against Ole Miss on Sunday in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators (10-1, 3-0 Southeastern Conference), who posted their fifth con-
secutive victory, hit .388 as a team, while limiting Ole Miss to just a .140 hitting
percentage. Florida, characteristically, utilized a balanced offensive attack that
featured six players with five or more kills apiece.

“To beat a team that was 3-0 in the conference and had won seven straight
really speaks well for our production today,” Florida head coach Mary Wise said.
“We only hit two balls out of bounds in 85 swings — that’s pretty stellar offense.

I felt like there are some areas in which we are going to have to get much better
before we play Ole Miss in Oxford in a month, but I trust that we will do that.”

Wiggs led the Gators offensively with nine kills on 16 swings with no errors
for a .562 hitting efficiency to complement two blocks for a match-high 10.0
points. It was Wiggs’ second consecutive match without an error and her third
errorless match this season.

“Tangerine has a length and a contact point that’s pretty difficult to defend
because she’s so long,” Wise said. “She is getting much better in terms of
expanding her hitting window — and we’re just scratching the surface there. I
think Tangerine has got the ability where she’s going to be able to get kills at
lots of different tempos from antenna to antenna. And, with her length, that
could be really hard to guard.”

Anderson also was errorless in the match with seven kills on 10 swings for a
.700 hitting efficiency with three blocks. For Anderson, it was her third consecu-
tive match with no errors and her fourth errorless match of the season.

“I think the story of the match is Cassandra Anderson,” Wise said. “This is
her third match in a row without a hitting error. The analogy would be like that
of a baseball player who just goes on a tear, and that’s what Cass has done these
last three matches.”

Senior outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) led the team’s defen-
sive effort with 10 digs to complement seven kills on .375 hitting, while junior
right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) charted six kills, a team-high
18 assists and five digs to go along with two blocks.

Junior Florida right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, IIl.) charted 15
kills on .536 hitting and junior outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.)
added 11 kills to direct the No. 2 Gators to a 3-1 (25-16, 20-25, 25-22, 25-18) win
against No. 16 LSU on Friday in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators (11-1, 4-0 Southeastern Conference) defeated their eighth top-25
opponent this season, as Florida is now 8-1 against ranked foes over its first 12
matches this season. Florida hit .323 on the match, marking the third consecu-
tive match in which the Gators have hit better than .300. The Gators limited
LSU to just a .190 hitting efficiency as Florida has held all but two opponents
this season to less than .200 hitting.

“LSU has been averaging over .280 hitting efficiency and showed why in
the second set, when they had 20 kills and we just felt like we couldn’t even
get a touch on the ball,” Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “We held them to
.190 and I felt the difference in the match was that our defense got better as the
match went on. In sets three and four, we really played good defense, particu-
larly in blocking.”

Murphy’s 15 kills came on 28 swings with no errors for a season-high .536
hitting efficiency with 15 assists, six digs and four blocks. Jaeckel’s 11 kills went
with four digs and two service aces for 13.0 points. Jaeckel increased her career
attack attempts total to 1,995 and she needs just five more attacks to become
just the 20th player in school history to reach 2,000 career attacks.

Senior outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) followed with eight
kills and eight digs, while junior middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Bakers-
field, Calif.) added six kills on .385 hitting with a match-high eight blocks.

Senior libero Erin Fleming (Orlando, Fla.) charted a match-high 20 digs, just
one shy of her career-high 21 recorded against Penn State on Sept. 10, 2010,
while freshman setter Chanel Brown (Tempe, Ariz.) dished out a team-high 28
assists.

Junior Florida outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) recorded a match-
high 11 kills on .524 hitting and junior right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington,
I1L) served up a career-high eight aces en route to a 3-0 (25-19, 25-13, 25-17) win
against Arkansas on Sunday in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators (12-1, 5-0 Southeastern Conference) hit .408 on the match, marking
the team’s second-highest hitting efficiency of the season and extending Florida’s
streak of consecutive matches hitting better than .300 to four. The Gators charted
12 service aces in the match, marking their most in a contest since serving 12 aces
against Auburn on Now. 9, 2008.

“The story of this match was definitely our offense,” Florida head coach Mary
Wise said. “In the 76 swings we took, we only hit one ball out of bounds. I thought
that our players did a really nice job attacking the ball. If you look at Kristy Jaeckel’s
numbers and Lauren Bledsoe’s numbers, not only did they not hit balls out of
bounds, but they weren’t blocked either. We felt it wasn’t our best defensive perfor-
mance and that we left some blocks out there, but give credit to Arkansas for that.”

Murphy finished with a match-high 14.5 points, posting a career-high eight service
aces. Her performance tied for the second-most service aces in a single match in
school history.

Aury Cruz holds Florida’s all-time single-match record for service aces with nine,
accomplished against South Carolina on Oct. 26, 2003. Murphy’s service output
marked just the fourth time in school history that a player has served eight or more
aces in a single match and just the second time since the advent of rally scoring,

Jaeckel’s 11 kills came on 21 swings with no errors for a .324 hitting efficiency
with five digs and two blocks for 13.0 points. For the weekend, she averaged a squad-
best 3.14 kills per set on .345 hitting and totaled 26.0 points over the two matches
combined.

Senior middle blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.) charted seven kills
on 11 swings with no errors for a .636 hitting efficiency, while senior outside hitter
Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) added six kills on .385 hitting with a squad-best 11
digs.

Florida, which
hit .250 for the match, held the Tigers to just .087 hitting, marking the third time
this season that the Gators have limited an opponent to less than a .100 hitting
efficiency.

Murphy recorded a match-high 15 kills on .583 hitting to complement 13
assists and 12 digs for 16.0 total points. Murphy’s triple-double was her fifth of
the season, which allowed her to surpass Northern Iowa’s Bre Payton for the
top spot among national leaders in triple-doubles in 2010. It marked her school-
record 20th career triple-double.

“You can’t talk about this match without talking about Kelly Murphy be-
cause of how really special she was today,” Florida head coach Mary Wise said.
“She showed great offensive patience and used all parts of the court to get her
kills. She’s got terrific court vision.”

Murphy recorded her 1,000th career point in the match, teaming with junior
middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) for a block to give the
Gators an 11-6 lead in the second set and to make her just the 29th player in
school history to eclipse the 1,000-point plateau. She accomplished the feat in
just 78 career matches, more impressively while operating as a key element in
Florida’s 6-2 offensive scheme.

“What we do know is that it’s a 3-0 win at home, but we have to go back to
Auburn and that team, they do a lot of really good things,” Wise said. “I have
a feeling that this is a team that you don’t want to play in the second half of the
SEC season, and I fully expect them to be in the NCAA Tournament.”

Junior outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) charted nine kills and
seven digs, while senior outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) regis-
tered six kills and 12 digs. Senior middle blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach,
Calif.) added five kills and two blocks.

Florida head coach Mary Wise on Sunday became just the 16th coach in
Division I women'’s volleyball history to earn her 700th career win, as the top-
ranked Gators posted a hard-fought 3-1 (19-25, 25-20, 25-19, 25-21) win against
Georgia in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

Wise improved to 700-131 (.842) all-time in her 24th season as a collegiate head
coach, becoming the 16th coach in NCAA Division I women’s volleyball history
to eclipse the 700-win milestone. Wise is the 16th-winningest coach in NCAA Di-
vision I history all-time and the eighth-winningest active coach. Her impressive
resume includes 18 Southeastern Conference Championships, seven Final Four
appearances and 18 NCAA Regional Semifinal berths in the last 19 years.

“It gives us a chance to say thank you to all those players and their families
for choosing Florida, coming here and playing, and being a part of this pro-
gram,” Wise said. “If it gives us a chance to take a timeout and thank all of the
players, all of the assistant coaches and the support staff, then it’s worth coming
up with that number.”

The Gators (16-1, 9-0 Southeastern Conference) posted their 11th consecutive
victory and charted 14 blocks, tying for the team’s season-high. Florida hit .284
for the match, while Georgia hit .244.

“I thought it was a really well-played match on the part of Georgia,” Wise
said. “They were so low-error, especially in set one. They didn’t give away
points, we never got into a good rhythm and I felt like we were a step behind
defensively, really, until the middle of the second set. I think that was so evi-
dent by how few blocks we had in the first set and a half.”

Four Gators recorded double-figure kills, led by junior outside hitter Kristy
Jaeckel’s (Littleton, Colo.) match-high 12 kills to complement six digs. Junior
right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) charted a match-high 14.5
points with 11 kills, a team-high 30 assists and seven digs to go along with five
block assists.

Senior middle blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.) charted 11 kills
on 14 swings with no errors for an impressive .786 hitting efficiency with five
blocks for 14.0 points, while senior outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park,
Fla.) charted 10 kills on .250 hitting with eight digs and four blocks for 13.0
points.

Junior middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) posted
seven kills on .417 hitting to complement a match-high seven blocks.

Florida junior outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) recorded a
team-high 12 kills on .346 hitting to lead the No. 1 Gators to a 3-0 (25-20, 25-23,
25-20) win against No. 21 Tennessee in a primetime showdown on Wednesday
in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

Miss in the Gillom Sports Center.

The Gators (20-1, 13-0 SEC) clinched their 20th consecutive 20-win season
with the victory, out-blocking the Rebels 9.0-1.0 in the match. Florida hit .368
on the evening, marking its fourth consecutive match of hitting better than .300,
and limited Ole Miss to just an .067 hitting efficiency, the second consecutive
match that the Gators have held their opponent under .100 hitting.

“I thought our team really brought their ‘A’ game today,” Florida head coach
Mary Wise said. “With the quick turnaround from Wednesday night’s match,
the travel yesterday and playing in this environment against a really good Ole
Miss team, the way we played was a real testament to our team’s maturity. I
thought everyone gave their best effort today and we won this match with serv-
ing and blocking.”

Murphy’s 10 kills came on .562 hitting with a team-high 16 assists and a
match-high 10 digs. She also added two service aces for a team-high 12.0 total
points. It was Murphy’s sixth triple-double of the season and, impressively, her
third in a three-set match this year. Murphy’s triple-double was the 21st of her
collegiate career and it also marked her eighth consecutive double-double.

Sophomore right-side Tangerine Wiggs (Seattle, Wash.) charted nine kills
on a .417 hitting efficiency with five blocks, while junior outside hitter Kristy
Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) and senior outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park,
Fla.) each registered seven kills and six digs apiece. Rivers hit .368 in the match,
marking her third consecutive match hitting better than .350, and her second
straight match without committing a single attack error.

Five Florida players hit better than .350 and the No. 1 Gators charted 13
total team blocks in a 3-0 (25-22, 25-18, 25-13) sweep of border-rival Georgia on
Friday in front of a crowd of 1,382 fans at the Ramsey Student Center.

The Gators (21-1, 14-0 Southeastern Conference), who extended their win-
ning streak to 16 consecutive matches, posted 13.0 blocks in the match, their
most in a three-set match this season. Florida hit a sizzling .418 in the contest,
marking its highest hitting efficiency in an SEC match since hitting at a .519 clip
against South Carolina on Nov. 27, 2009. The Gators limited the Bulldogs to just
a .098 hitting efficiency, which goes down as the third consecutive match that
Florida has held an opponent to under a .100 hitting efficiency.

Senior outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) turned in a season-
high 14 kills on a .462 hitting efficiency with four digs and four blocks for
a match-high 16.5 total team points.

The No. 1 Florida volleyball team charted its most blocks in a single match
since 2007 and the Gators escaped the Student Activities Center Sunday with a
hard-fought 3-2 (25-23, 18-25, 21-25, 25-23, 15-11) victory against Auburn.

The Gators (22-1, 15-0 Southeastern Conference) fought back from a six-
point deficit to win the opening set before dropping the second and third
frames. Florida’s blocking effort came alive in the fourth frame, as the Gators
recorded nine rejections over the final two sets en route to improving to 3-0 this
season in five-set matches.

Florida recorded 17.0 total team blocks in the match, marking its most blocks
since recording 17.5 against Arkansas on Oct. 12, 2007. The Gators out-blocked
the Tigers 17-10 in the match, including a 9-2 edge in the final two sets. Florida
hit .244 for the match, while Auburn hit .221.

“This was a match where we got Auburn’s best shot,” Florida head coach Mary
Wise said. “I thought they played terrific today. I think we learned a lot about
ourselves by surviving this match. To win 3-0 on the road like we did on Friday
just doesn’t happen too often. I give a lot of credit to how hard Auburn played.”

Senior outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) led the way for the Ga-
tors offensively, charting her second double-double of the season with a season-
high 15 kills on .216 hitting with 13 digs for a team-high 16.0 total points. For
the weekend, Rivers averaged a squad-best 3.62 kills per set on .317 hitting and
was second on the team with 2.12 digs per set.

Senior middle blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.) logged a season-
high 12 kills on .400 hitting with a season-high nine blocks. Bledsoe was a key
factor in Florida turning around the match midway through the fourth set
as she was a part of six blocks during that frame, including four consecutive
blocks at one point.

Three Florida players recorded double-figure kills, led by junior outside
hitter Kristy Jaeckel’s (Littleton, Colo.) second double-double of the season, as
the No. 1 Gators held off Mississippi State for a 3-1 (25-7, 25-23, 28-30, 25-20)
victory on Thursday in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators (23-1, 16-0 Southeastern Conference) won their 18th consecu-
tive match, recording double-figures in blocks (13.0) and service aces (10.0). It
marked just the second time this season that Florida recorded double-figures in
service aces, coming just shy of the team’s season-high 12 aces against Arkansas
on Oct. 3.

The No. 1 University of Florida volleyball team clinched at least a share of
the program’s 19th Southeastern Conference volleyball regular-season champi-
onship as the Gators defeated Alabama, 3-0 (25-17, 25-10, 25-17) on Senior Day
Sunday in the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

Florida’s senior class of Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.), Erin Fleming
(Orlando, Fla.) and Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) combined for 18 kills, 15 digs
and six blocks on Sunday to direct the Gator offense to a .371 hitting percentage
in the final regular-season home match for the Gators in the 2010 campaign.

Florida (24-1, 17-0 SEC), which entered the contest with a two-match lead
over No. 15 LSU in the league race, benefitted from Kentucky’s thrilling five-set
upset of the Tigers on Sunday afternoon in Lexington, Ky., to clinch at least
a share of the program’s 19th conference crown. UF’s 19 SEC Championships
lead all league volleyball programs in the history of the conference.

“Through our play to this point in the season, we have put ourselves in a
position to win an SEC title,” Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “This much
we know, today we at least share a championship. Now we go on the road for
two straight weekends in three tough environments and try to win the SEC title
outright.”

Junior right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Il.) led the way for the
Gators with 10 kills on 16 swings with no errors for a .625 hitting efficiency,
marking her second errorless match this season. Murphy added 15 assists for
her 12th consecutive double-double, to complement seven digs, two service
aces and two blocks for a match-high 13.0 total points.

The Gators hit better than .300 for the 13th time this season and for the sixth
time in the last eight matches. Florida out-blocked the Crimson Tide 7.0-1.0,
limiting Alabama to just a .062 hitting efficiency. It marked the seventh time this
season that the Gators have held their opponent under .100 hitting and Florida
leads the league (conference matches only) in hitting efficiency defense, limit-
ing its conference opponents to just a combined .152 clip.

“It was a great way to end the regular-season home schedule,” Wise said.
“We had some really solid performances by a lot of different people and it
is good to end our home season on a high note as we go on the road to three
tough places.”

Sunday’s match was the final home regular-season contest for Florida’s trio
of seniors, who to this point have compiled an overall record of 105-14 (.882),
including a league record of 70-7 (.910). They have made three NCAA regional
semifinal appearances and have captured three SEC Championships.

Senior Florida outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) turned in her
third double-double of the season with 11 kills and 10 digs as the No. 1 Florida
volleyball team clinched the 2010 Southeastern Conference Championship out-
right with a 3-1 (25-17, 25-27, 25-11, 25-20) victory against Arkansas on Friday
evening in Barnhill Arena.

The Gators (25-1, 18-0 SEC), who out-blocked the Razorbacks 7.0-1.0 over the
final two sets of the match, extended the nation’s longest streak of consecutive
25-win seasons to 20 with Friday’s victory. Florida, which utilized a balanced
offensive effort that saw six players record eight or more kills in the match, hit
.331 for the match, marking the 14th time this season that the Gators have hit
.300 or better in a single match.

“Typical of SEC road matches, Arkansas played very well against us,
especially in set two,” Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “I thought our team
really responded, specifically in sets three and four, and the difference in the
match was really our defense and blocking.”

Florida, which clinched a share of the league crown last Sunday, secured the
2010 conference championship with Friday’s win. The Gators have two matches
remaining in the 2010 regular season, including Sunday’s 2 p.m. ET contest at
LSU. The league title is the 19th in Florida volleyball history, which leads the
SEC for most volleyball conference championships.

In the match, the Gators out-blocked the Razorbacks 10.0-5.0, marking the
13th time this season that Florida has reached double-figure block totals and
the fourth time in the last five matches.

Rivers scored a team-high 14.0 points with her 11 kills and 10 digs to
complement a team-high two service aces. Junior outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel
(Littleton, Colo.) added 11 kills and eight digs to go along with three blocks.

Junior right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, IlL.) charted her 13th
consecutive double-double and her 21st double-dip of the year, just missing
a triple-double with nine kills on .333 hitting with 21 assists and 11 digs to
complement four blocks.

Senior middle blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.) registered nine
kills on .467 hitting with a match-high five blocks, while junior middle blocker
Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) had eight kills on .353 hitting with
four digs and three blocks for 9.5 total points. Sophomore right-side Tangerine
Wiggs (Seattle, Wash.) also added eight kills on .438 hitting.

Freshman setter Chanel Brown (Tempe, Ariz.) dished out a team-high 29
assists to go with seven digs, while senior libero Erin Fleming (Orlando, Fla.)
headed the squad’s back-row effort with a match-high 14 digs.

Senior outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) registered a career-
high 21 kills and, as she has all season long, willed her No. 1 Florida team to a
victory, directing the Gators to a 3-1 (25-19, 33-31, 25-27, 25-13) victory against
No. 16 LSU on Sunday afternoon in the Pete Maravich Assembly Center.

The Gators (26-1, 19-0 Southeastern Conference), who improve to 10-1 this
season against opponents ranked in the American Volleyball Coaches Associa-
tion Top-25 poll at the time of the match, out-blocked LSU 11.0-4.0, marking the
14th time this season that Florida has accumulated double-figure blocks and
the fifth time in the last six matches.

The Gators hit .298 for the match, while holding LSU to a .157 hitting ef-
ficiency. As a team, Florida recorded a season-high 71 digs, marking the first
time that the Gators have eclipsed the 70-dig mark as a team since charting 83
scoops at Kentucky on Nov. 22, 2009. UF’s back-row performance was espe-
cially impressive considering the Tigers entered the match as the league’s digs
leader with 16.01 digs per set as a team.

“This was great volleyball today as both teams battled, especially in sets two
and three,” Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “It was such a high level of play.
I thought the key to the match was that we were toe-to-toe with LSU, which leads
the league in digs, and really made a statement with our blocking.”

Rivers 21 kills came on .410 hitting, eclipsing her previous personal best of
18 kills recorded against the College of Charleston on Nov. 29, 2007. She added
seven digs and four blocks for a career-high 23.0 total points.

“Callie earned every one of those kills,” Wise said. “She had great vision
tonight and took such smart swings. To have 21 kills against such a good team
as LSU is a great job of really getting it done.”

Junior outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) totaled 15 kills on .275
hitting with eight digs, while junior middle blocker Cassandra Anderson
(Bakersfield, Calif.) and senior middle blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach,
Calif.) each added 10 kills. Anderson registered a match-high six blocks, while
Bledsoe added five. Four Gators charted four or more blocks each in the match.

Junior right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) recorded her 14th
consecutive double-double with a season-high 31 assists to complement 13 digs
and eight kills. Murphy has 22 double-dips on the season. Sophomore right-
side Tangerine Wiggs (Seattle, Wash.) totaled four blocks in the match.

Senior libero Erin Fleming (Orlando, Fla.) posted a career-high 22 digs,
while freshman setter Chanel Brown (Tempe, Ariz.) charted her second career
double-double with 22 assists and a career-high 12 digs.

The No. 1 University of Florida volleyball team turned in its most balanced
performance of the season, led by a team-high nine kills from senior outside
hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.), to cap a perfect Southeastern Confer-
ence season with a 3-0 (25-14, 25-16, 25-12) win against South Carolina on
Friday evening in the Volleyball Competition Facility.

The Gators (27-1, 20-0 SEC) became the first team in league history to record
a perfect 20-0 record in SEC play, as the 20-match double round-robin format
was instituted prior to the 2006 season. It marks the 12th perfect conference sea-
son in program history and the team’s first since 2003.

“This was a perfect ending to a perfect SEC season,” Florida head coach
Mary Wise said. “To go through a double round-robin schedule undefeated is
special, but to end the regular season with one of our most complete perfor-
mances of the season is also a great way to enter the NCAA Tournament.”

Florida charted 15 total team blocks in the match, marking its second-most
of the season next to 17.0 total team blocks at Auburn on Nov. 7, 2010. It
marked the Gators’ most blocks in a three-set match since recording 16.5 rejec-
tions vs. St. John’s on Nov. 25, 2006. Florida out-blocked South Carolina 15.0-3.0
in the match.

The Gators hit at a sizzling .416 clip in the match, marking the team’s highest
hitting efficiency since hitting .418 at Georgia on Nov. 5. Florida has hit better
than .400 in four matches during the 2010 campaign. The Gators limited the
Gamecocks to just a .081 hitting percentage, marking the eighth time this sea-
son that Florida has held its opponent under .100 hitting in a single match.

Rivers’ nine kills came on .368 hitting with six digs and two service aces for
11.5 total points. She was one of five Florida players who tallied five or more
kills in Friday’s match. Junior right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, I11.)
totaled seven kills on 11 swings with no errors for a .636 hitting efficiency with
12 assists and four digs to complement four service aces and a season-high-ty-
ing five blocks. It marked Murphy’s third errorless match this season and went
down as her eighth match of the season hitting .500 or better.

Junior outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) registered seven kills
on .500 hitting with a match-high10 digs and four blocks, while senior middle
blocker Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.) added eight kills on .538 hitting
with four blocks for 10.0 total points. Junior middle blocker Cassandra Ander-
son (Bakersfield, Calif.) recorded five kills on .500 hitting with an impressive
nine blocks.

The No. 1 University of Florida volleyball team hit .586, the second-highest
hitting efficiency in school history and the highest in an NCAA Tournament
match in school history, benefitting from a balanced team effort to defeat Mid-
Eastern Athletic Conference champion South Carolina State, 3-0 (25-7, 25-10,
25-12) on Friday in the NCAA First Round at the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

The Gators (28-1) broke their NCAA Tournament school-record hitting effi-
ciency mark for the third consecutive year to advance to the NCAA Second Round.

Florida'’s victory against South Carolina State (17-23) took 1 hour and two
minutes, which tied for the second-shortest NCAA Tournament match in
program history. It is second only to the Gators’ 55-minute postseason contest
against Liberty on Dec. 2, 1999.

Florida’s .586 team hitting efficiency is the second-highest hitting percentage in
a single match in school history. The Gators’ school record for hitting percent-
age was a .603 clip that came against Auburn on Sept. 28, 2003. Florida hit better
than .550 in a single match for just the fourth time in program history. The Gators
limited the Lady Bulldogs to just a -.042 hitting efficiency, marking the second
time this season Florida has held an opponent to a negative hitting efficiency.

“I think that the numbers really speak for themselves, especially our hitting
efficiency,” Florida head coach Mary Wise said. “We felt that we would have a
match-up advantage because of our size. I thought that our serving just never
allowed South Carolina State to get into a thythm offensively. You could see
in their athletes that they have a team full of players with really fast arms.
Fortunately, we served well, and they just never got on track offensively. It was
one of those good wins. You look around the country and, as we predicted,
this would be a year where it would not be easy to advance. We'll take this and
move on and look forward to playing tomorrow night.”

Junior right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) charted a team-high
eight kills on .700 hitting with 17 assists, two service aces and four digs for a
match-high 10.0 total points. Senior outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park,
Fla.) followed with seven kills on .375 hitting with six digs.

Sophomore right-side Tangerine Wiggs (Seattle, Wash.) totaled five kills
on .444 hitting with five blocks, while senior middle blocker Lauren Bledsoe
(Long Beach, Calif.) had five kills on five swings with no errors and also totaled
five blocks.

Junior outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) posted four kills on six
swings with no errors for a .667 hitting efficiency with two service aces, and
freshman setter Chanel Brown (Tempe, Ariz.) dished out 11 assists.

Junior Florida right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, Ill.) became just
the 17th player in school history to record her 1,000th career kill Saturday as
the No. 1 Gators escaped the NCAA Second Round with a thrilling 3-2 (20-25,
25-22, 22-25, 25-21, 17-15) victory against intra-state rival Florida State in the
Stephen C. O’Connell Center. Murphy turned in her nation-leading seventh
triple-double of the season and the 22nd triple-dip of her collegiate career en
route to the victory.

The Gators (29-1) advance to the NCAA regional semifinals for the 19th
time in the last 20 years and will face 16th-seeded Purdue on Friday at Gregory
Gymnasium in Austin, Texas. Florida, which notched its 20th consecutive vic-
tory against Florida State (22-11) in the all-time series, improves to 53-20 (.726)
all-time in NCAA Tournament play, including a 52-19 (.732) mark under the
direction of head coach Mary Wise.

“Second-round drama — this match lived up to its billing and I can’t say
enough good things about how well Florida State played,” Wise said. “I don’t
think we’ve played a team all year that has passed as consistently as they did.
We made some uncharacteristic, unforced errors. We know that to make a run
in this tournament, you have to be healthy, you have to have some pretty good
talent and, once in a while, you have to catch a break. I can’t give enough credit
to how well Florida State played. I thought their game plan was terrific.”

The epic match featured more than its fair share of twists and turns. The Ga-
tors trailed FSU, 2-1, before rallying to take a hard-fought 25-21 victory in the
fourth set. With the match tied 2-2 and Florida trailing 13-11 in the fifth set after
a service ace by Visnja Djurdjevic, an illegal contact call was assessed against
the Gators for four hits. After the match officials conferred, it was decided to
replay the previous point. Murphy and junior middle blocker Cassandra An-
derson (Bakersfield, Calif.) teamed for a block and then Murphy followed with
a kill to knot the score at 13-all. Following two more ties, junior outside hitter
Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) registered back-to-back kills to give Florida the
17-15 victory, as the O’Connell Center crowd of 2,431 erupted in euphoria with
the last put-down sailing off hands.

“I was thinking 7-12 when we took that last timeout,” Wise said. “This team
has been here before — we were down 7-12 against Nebraska in Omaha and this
team came back and won, so I shouldn’t doubt them. I just knew that at that
specific point, there was no room for error — we had to play perfect. The effort
level and some of those digs were just outstanding. This team has surpassed all
expectations. It will go down as one of the most fun teams I have ever coached.
They show such great heart and such competitiveness. Some nights when it’s
not going well, you're lucky and you move on. That’s how I feel tonight.”

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2010 FLORIDA VOLLEYBALL MATCH RECAPS

NO. 24 PURDUE 3, GATORS 0

One of the finest seasons in University of Florida volleyball history came to
a close on Friday night in Austin, Texas, as the top-seeded Gators dropped a
3-0 (26-28, 15-25, 19-25) decision to 16th-seeded Purdue in the NCAA Regional
Semifinals at Gregory Gymnasium.

The Gators (29-2) put together a remarkable season of firsts that included the
program’s 20th consecutive NCAA Tournament appearance, 19th Southeastern
Conference title, but the first in an undefeated 20-match double round-robin
format, and a No. 1 ranking for eight consecutive weeks to end the season,
along with the team’s first-ever No. 1 seed. The Gators, who on Saturday had
their 24-match winning streak snapped, charted 10 wins against a grueling
schedule that included 12 ranked opponents over the course of the year.

Purdue (24-10), which hit .327 in the match — the highest against a UF op-
ponent this season, advances to the NCAA Regional Final.

The Gators hit .122 in the match and out-blocked the Boilermakers 8.0-7.0,
marking the 25th time in 31 matches this season that Florida has won the block-
ing battle. Purdue turned in a strong back-row effort that featured 61 digs to
Florida’s 37.

“I thought the difference in the match was Purdue’s defense,” Florida head
coach Mary Wise said. “It was really unfortunate that we weren’t able to put
away set one. It was a major deflation and we never really rebounded, but
Purdue never gave us a chance either. The tough thing is, that for all this team
accomplished and what a great season it was, it just puts a bad taste in our
mouths. At some point we will be able to reflect on what a great season it was.”

Senior outside hitter Callie Rivers (Winter Park, Fla.) finished with a team-
high nine kills to complement eight digs for 10.0 total points. The Florida
senior class of Rivers, Lauren Bledsoe (Long Beach, Calif.) and Erin Fleming
(Orlando, Fla.) concluded their collegiate careers with a combined record of
110-15 (.880) with three Southeastern Conference titles and four NCAA regional
semifinal appearances.

Junior outside hitter Kristy Jaeckel (Littleton, Colo.) added eight kills with
two service aces, five digs and two block solos for a team-high 12.0 total points,
while junior middle blocker Cassandra Anderson (Bakersfield, Calif.) totaled
six kills on .234 hitting with a team-high three blocks.

Junior right-side/setter Kelly Murphy (Wilmington, I11.) totaled five kills on
.294 hitting with 16 assists, four digs and three service aces.

Fleming charted a team-high 16 digs, while freshman setter Chanel Brown
(Tempe, Ariz.) dished out 12 assists.
